Al
thie siok and injured are dolng well
Thwe ldgar bronghl eighteen officern
and 1t men, and the Phaeton aine offh
sers and 197 men, & Wial of twenty-
sevon officers and M7 men.

An eye-witness of the running down
of the Vietoris declares that the ceose
of the disaster was the impossibiity of
furnlug slatean points when the ships
were only six cabie fengths apart. This
statement lwplies that Viee Admiral
Tryon, Inordering the maneuver koown
w4 changring column at the time he a4,
was responsible for the aocident

An officer, who was an eye witness of
