But, if it comes to & question of
eredit (?) for framing the bill, the oamse
is somewhat different. [t is perlectly
well known that many parts of the bill,
and these the essential and objection-
able features, were not written by
Mej MzKinley at all.  On the contrary
they were written by men who du.rlu
the campaign of 1885 had bought the
right to tax the American for
their own benefit. The iron steel
manufacturers of the Pittsburgh dis-
triet had Henry W. Oliver as their
head representative at Washington,
and when his work was done he weunt
back and that “the metal
schedule was that offered by the manu-
facturers,” or words to that effect.
