right to shed tears to influence the vor ¬

diet of a jury and ip fact says that if j

ho can bring tears to his eyes at will he
is derelict if he neglects to do BO Tile
case in point was ono to which the doI
fondant had appcalcdon the ground that
the weeping of the attorney for plaintiff j

had undue influence on the jury The
court found that the point had neverTJ

been raised before and assortedlargelyto
Said the judge deal wholly in logic and
argument without any embellishment
Others use rhetorical and occasional
lights of fancy an imagination Oth
ors rely upon noise and gesticulationbliofbli

tons prejudices and sympatlyos of the
jury Others combine all those modes
