collared ouo Jim Williams (Datyo)
who wa beating u hasty retreat from
tlio home of Henry Sanger, where he
was preparing to mako ono of bis
nocturnal visits when discovered.

The negro was seen In Mr. San-
ger's ;yaru by Swayuo Walkor and
two young ladles. They informed Mr.
Sanger and ho telephoned for tho of-

ficers. Tlio negro know what was up
and started to town, mooting the of-

ficers near tho ico factory. Ho de-

nied, of course, that ho was tho man,
and all that; but after being gUtu
tho "third degree," bo made a clean
breast of tho whole thing. To bo
t.uru that ho was not scared Into a
confission for bodily protection, tho
officers mado him take them to each
house be said ho had broken Into and
show them bow ho entered. Ho went
to tho homes of Ernest Johnson, S.
M. Nalfeb, E. It. Ellison, W. II. Dalt-ze- r,

and D. G. Halo. Ho stated h
