Catherine I killed her consort, and Paul, 
the great Catherine’s sun was found dead 
in his chamber, But these crimes were 
committed by those of the Royal house­
hold, that the throne might pass la an­
other. Alexandria II, is the first victim of 
the peoples’ vengeance, the first blow for 
liberty, u terrible, cruel blow, hut perhaps 
not utterly destitute of justice. And yet 
the dead Czar has done more In hit wig. 
for the good of Russia than unv of hi*"re 
decessors, and it is more than likely his 
death will be one more step towards the 
liberty of the people. The Emperor died 
in his 63d year and 26th year of his reign. 
His son Alexander Alexandrovlteh now 
occupies tlie throne of Russia.

ASSASSINATION OP THE CZAR.

The following account, gathered from 
• he many repoits in circulation of the as­
sassination of the Emperor of Russia last 
.Sunday afternoon, is perhaps as near cor­
rect as can be given.

Tlie Czar was returning in a covered car­
riage front Michael Palace, accompanied 
liy his brother, the Grand Duke Michael. 
His escort consisted of a troop of Cossacks 
and several officers of the household, who 
accompanied him in sleighs. As the car­
riage was passing along the banks of Eka- 
terinopky Canal, immediately opposite the 
Imperial stables, a 1 o nh was throw n by a 
■nan who was standing behind a group of 
p.-destriuns who had shipped to see the Em­
peror go by. It exploded with a crash 
right under the body of the carriage, splin­
ters flying across the street but doing no 
injury beyond tearing away the back part 
of the carriage. Tlie driver, who had 
drawn up, descended from his box and the 
Cossack escort, which was a tew paces in 
the rear, at once galloped up; at this timv 
there were not more than twenty persons 
present. The Czar on hearing the crash 
at once raised the window, opened the door 
and jumped out, and while he w as drawing 
hi* fur cloak about him, a second bomb was 
thrown front a knot of lookers on, explod 
tug at his feet.

The smoke of tlie first explosion was 
I inging about, and when the second bomb 
s.ruok the pavement a dense cloud envel­
oped the carriage. There was 11 howl of 
pain ami auguish from the Cossacks, some 
of whom were killed, and more wounded 
iiy the living splinters, and three or four of 
the lookers on fell also. This crash brought 
a squad of police, who were just going on 
duty at the Imperial stables.

As the smoke lilted the Czai was lying 
on his hack beside the wreck of the cannage 
lus legs torn and shattered and tlie blood 
{louring from ghastly wounds in his thighs. 
His cloak and wearing apparel were liter­
ally torn from his back.

He was deadly pale and his cries to the 
officers of the household for help were 
scarcely audible.

Colonel DjoiTokv, of his suite, who was 
badly injured by the second explosion 
which had shattered Ids sleigh, raised the 
Emperor from the ground and with tlie aid 
of Cossack offices lifted It ini into the sieigh 
and conveyed him to the winter palace. 
All this did not occupy three minutes.

By this time tlie story was known 
through the neighborhood of the palace 
and as the sleigh drove through the main 
gate tlie people stood by uncovered while 
hundreds and thousands Hocked to the 
Winter Palace.

Meanwhile tlie Cossacks and police had 
charged upon a knot of people from which 
tite two Ixmibs were flung.

W a s h i n g t o n , March 8th, 1SS1.
