The Virginia City skating rink is to be 
re-opened, which suggests an increased 
number of divorce cases in the “Social 
City.”

The people of Deer Lodge are becoming 
very much exercised over the existence of 
a horse distemper which they think to be 
glanders.

J. W. Cobb, the proprietor ofthe Billings 
Rustler, died on Sunday last of injuries re­
sulting from being caught in the recent fire 
at Billings.

The skeleton of an unknown man was 
found on Deer Creek, Judith Basin, last 
wedk. Death had occurred five or six 
months ago.

There has been an unprecedented rush 
for copies of the laws passed by the Legis­
lature last winter. The first edition is al­
ready exhausted.

The body of a newly born babe, some­
what cut and hacked, wrapped in foreign- 
made clothes, was found floating in Tongue 
river in a gunny-sack.

H. Butler (old Ben’s nephew,) who 
spent six months of drunkenness in Monta­
na two years ago last winter, has been an 
Inmate of a Washington inebriate institu- 
tution for the past year.
