United States
Steel and other standard industrials
held firm at the outset, but receded
slightly under the weight of heavy of-
ferings elsewhere. A brisk rally was in
progress before the end of the first
rising above vesterday’s final prices.
On the spirited rebound United States
Steel recovered more than a point to
114%, with equal gains for Lackawanna
and Bethlehem Steel, shippings, Cen-
tral Leather, Texas company and Pitts-
burg Coal. Canadian Pacific was the
only important railway stock to display
strength, rising about 2 points, while |
other rails were being subjected to fur-
ther pressure.
