A cting  on th e  d irec tio n  of th e  n a ­
tio n a l council of defense, th e  w e ste rn  
ra ilro ad s  a re  p re ra r in g  to  c u r ta i l  th e ir 
passen g er service. T h is  h a s  a  double 
objec t. F o r  one th in g , th e  elim ination  
o f a ll th a t  is u n n ec essa ry  in respe.-t 
to  passe n g er tra in s  will in crease  the 
effec tiv e n ess  of the tra n sp o r ta tio n  
com panies in th e  m oving  of freigh t. 
F o r a n o th e r  th ing , the ch an g es co n ­
tem p la ted  will ad d  to  th e  equ ipm en t 
th a t  is  be ing  m obilised  fo r serv ice b e ­
hind  tho  allied fig h tin g  lines in 
E urope.

I t  is expected  th a t  c e rta in  roads 
will tie d esig n a ted  o ffic ially  a s  .he 
fre ig h t c a r r ie rs  fo r the governm en t 
T onnage will be d iv e rte d  to  these  lines 
nnd  the  stock h o ld ers  will p ro fit by 
the change. I> ividends of ra ilro ad s 
com e from  fre ig h t ta r if fs , no t p a s ­
sen g e r fares.

In  th e  m oving of fre ig h t, g o v e rn ­
m en t will have  rig h t o f w ay. T he 

pub lic 's  In te res ts  undoub ted ly  will s u f ­
fer. M erchand ise  w ill be m oved a s  a  
m a tte r  o f course, but coal a n d  food 
an d  o th e r e s se n tia ls  w ill be given 
p re ference . P ro te s ts  will be o f no 
av a il. T h e roads v ir tu a lly  will ne 
a c tin g  u n d er governm en t superv ision , 
an d  c o m p la in ts  to  th o se  in  a u th o r ity  
will be d ism issed  w ith  th e  s ta te m e n t 
th a t  in tim e o f w a r  th e  g o v ern m en t's  
b u s in ess  is suprem e. T h a t's  a  fa  -t 
th a t  no on e  can  d isp u te  successfu lly . 
All th e  pub lic  h as  go t to  do is to  m ak e 
th e  best o f tho s itu a tio n .

REMAKING THE BILL

L a te  d isp a tc h e s  in d ic a te  th a t  the 
w a r re v en u e  bill w ill be en tire ly  r e ­
ca s t in th e  sen a te . T h e se n a te  finance  
co m m ittee  fa vo is  a  re d u c tio n  in  th e  
am o u n t c o n te m p la te d  In th e  hill a s  it 
left th e  h ouse  of m o te  th a n  five h u n ­
dred  m illion  d o lh u s . I t  is c h a ra c ­
te r is t ic  of th e  se n a te  a lso  th a t  its  idea 
In re sp ec t to  th e  b u rden , in 4n stan c es , 
is e n tire ly  d iffe re n t from  th a t  of th e  
lieuse. T h e re p re se n ta tiv e s  d id n ’t 
lis te n  to  th e  w oeful p ro te s t  o f th e  
au to m o b ile  m a n u fa c tu re rs  a n d  p ro ­
vided fo r a  s u b s ta n tia l  lev > on m a ­
ch in e s  a t  th e  fa c to ry . T h e se n a te  
co m m itte e  is d isposed  to  p lace th e  

au to m o b ile  ta x  on  th e  p re se n t ow ners. 
T h u s  th e  o w n e rs  of m ach in es , a s  well 
a s  p ro sp e c tiv e  ow ners, v ill be taxed  
fo r w a r p u rposes , w hile th e  m a n u fa c ­
tu re rs , if th e  se n a te  h a s  i ts  w ay. will 
escape.

W h a t th e  se n a te  is p leased  In  call 
e n o rm itie s  in  th e  bill w ill i*» e lim in a ted  
an d  Us o p p re ss iv e  e x a c tio n s  on le g it i ­
m a te  b u sin ess  Ironed  o u t. T h e bill 
is  to  he so ch a n g ed  in  th e  se n a te  th a t  
"even  i ts  ow n d ad d y ,” if  it  h ad  o n \  
w ould no t know  it.

T h e re  is no one, in  fa c t, w ho 
w illing  to  c la im  p a re n ta g e  fo r  th e  
m e a su re  n s  it  w a s  in tro d u ce d  in th e  
house. E v e ry b o d y  is f ig h tin g  shy  o f 
t h a t  d is tin c tio n . O rd in a rily  C laude 
K itch ln , c h a irm a n  o f th e  w a y s  an d  
m ea n s  co m m itte e , m ig h t he ca lled  th e  
p a re n t o f th e  m ea su re , b u t  he den ies 
th e  ch ild . "I in ten d  to  s h u t m y eyes 
an d  vote fo r  it  b e c a u se  th e  g o v e rn ­
m e n t n ee d s th e  m oney ,” is  h is  in te r ­
e s tin g  e x p la n a tio n  of how  he comc-s 
to  be fo r it.

H e 
does no t belong to  th e  codfish  a r is to c ­
racy , b u t is vouched  fo r in th e  h ig h es t 
te rm s  by th e  B ureau  of F ish e rie s  a s  
e n titled  to  m ove on to  th e  ta b le s  of th e  
best people In th e  land. As th e  b u ­
re a u 's  bu lletin  p u ts  i t :  "T he d em ocracy  
o f h igh  p rices h as  u p set th e  old  e x ­
c lusiveness  an d  has g iven  to prev iously  
unknow n o r  o b scu re  f ish es  an  o p p o r­
tu n ity  to  be pushed  to  th e  Hire a n d  to 
d e m o n s tra te  th a t  th ey  a re  e n title d  to  
re g ard  a t  least equa l to  th a t  ac co rd ed  
to  those  of longer s ta n d in g  in th e  co m ­
m unity .

S peak ing  of fish , it is p e r t in e n t to 
re m ark  th a t , in th is  tim e  o f  food 
sh o rtag e , o u r ow n s tre a m s an d  lakes 
c o n s ti tu te  a  re so u rce  of w h ich  th e  
gen e ra l pub lic  lac k s  know ledge o r  a p ­
p rec ia tion . A t v a rio u s  tim e s  th e  m em ­
bers  of th e  s ta te  fish  com m ission  an d  
o th e r s  have  tried  to  in te re s t  th e  leg is ­
la tu re  In th e  su b je c t o f fish  c u ltu re  
on a  la rg e  sca le. O u r lak e s  o ffe r s p e ­
cia l o p p o rtu n itie s  fo r th e  p ro p a g a tio n  
o f  lake w h ite f ish , w hile  all o f o u r 
s tre a m s  a re  fa irly  well s tocked  w ith  
ed ib le v a r ie tie s  o f  fish . T he lowly 
w h ite f ish  w ith  th e  su c k e r- llk e  m ou th , 
desp ised  by th e  s p o rtsm a n  an d  c a s t  
a s id e  a ll too  freq u en tly , could  he a n  im ­
p o rta n t  item  in o u r  local food supplies.
