RELIABLE MOULTON.

History of the Mine From Its Original
Location.

A Mountain of Ore Raised From Its
Massive Veins,

Siaty Thousand Tons of Rock Crushed in
Its Mills—An Active, Able
Management.,

The Moulton mine is situated in the Sumn-
mit Valley Mining District, and adjoins the
Alice on the west. It was located by Hon.
W. A. Clark in 1875.

Up to 1880 comparatively little work
had been done upon the Moulton, sufficient,
however, to demonstrate that the mine
was one of great promise, and in that year
Mr. Clark made a contract with W. H. H.
Bowers, G, F. Prescott, E. H. Murray and
others, to sink a main shaflt to a depth of
500 feet, make stations and run cross cuts
at 200, 300 and 500 feet, put up hoisting
machinery and Cornish pump, with a 350-
horse power engine, together with all neces-
sary appliances required to develop the
mine, In addition, Bowers & Co. con-
tracted to erect a 40-stamp mill complete,
in all aggregating a cost of $400,000, Mr.
Clark still retaining a controlling interest,

In October, 1881, Mr. J. K. Clark took
charge of the works as superintendent, with
Patrick Clark as foreman of the mine and
Samual H, Stuart foreman of the mill. Mr.
Patrick Clark resigned in 1884 and was
replaced by Thomas Coleman, a miner of
many years experience, Alex. J. Johnstone
has been secretary of the company for sey-
eral years.

From the date of Mr. J. K. Clark taking
chargeassuperintendent, explorations were
cominenced. Since then the mine has been
worked on all its levels, and it is estimated

MOULTON MILL,

The Moulton mill, belonging to the Moul-
ton Mining Company, and situated Jjust
north of the town of Walkerville, and ad-
joining the Moulton mine, is a 40
stamp mill and was erected in 1881,
Having the advantages of all mod-
ern improvements, it is considered
one of the most complete mills in the coun-
try. The machinery consists of one 350
horse power engine, two rock-breakers, two
revolving dryers, two Cornish revolving
roasters, sixteen amalgamating pans, eight
settlers, four retorts, three batteries of 150
horse power boilers ench. Since 1881 the mill
has been running steadily, and has worked
over 50,000 tons of ore. The present year
shows a greater capacity by 1,000 tons,
principally caused by various improve-
ments. The working of 1885 shows 14,600
tons milled. Net bullion production,
$635,917.00; about $221,316,00 has been
disbursed for custom ore,and about $288,-
000 for mining and milling expenses. The
millis in a most satisfactory condition,
every detail of which is looked after by
8amuel H. Stuart, foreman, to whom much
credit is due for the satisfactory resultsob
tained.

MOULTON WATER WORKS.

works system. The company owns twenty
inches of pure mountain spring water,
which is collected in a reservoir seven miles
north of the works, and brought to Walker-
ville in boxes,deep enough under ground to
prevent Ireezing.

There is a tank capacity of 40,000 gal-
lons at the hoisting works, which is kept
for purposes in case of fire; the overflow
goes partly to the Moulton mill,.and sup-
plies the towns of Walkerville and Center-
ville, the Lexington Mining Company and
other points near Butte. It is estimuted
that there are some ten miles of under-
ground piping, which, together with the
first coat of water ($20,000), amounts to
aboat $60,000. The expense conneoted
with the water works is comparatively
light, and the annual income derived there-
