Authentic information is at hand as 
to losses from winter killing and the 
appearance of the cutworm fixes the 
loss at 40 per cent. 

The chief damage appears to have 
been done in the Judith basin country 
and Gallatin and Yellowstone valleys. 
Another reason for a smaller crop lies 
in the fact that last year's yield was 
so heavy that the farmers could not 
get their ground prepared for fall seed­
ing. 

In many sections, farmers are re­
planting killed out areas with Marquis 
and Spring club whea' Poisoned bran 
mash is being used to combat the cut­
worm. 

BANDITS SLAY SALOON MAN 

Murder Great Falls Victim Who Dis­
regarded Order. 

Great Falls.—A. A. Eggert proprie­
tor of the Gold Rings Bug saloon on 
the west side of the Missouri, was shot 
and instantly killed by one of two men 
who entered the saloon for the pur­
pose of robbery. When the men en­
tered the back door of the saloon Eg­
gert was behind the bar and five cus­
tomers were in front. At the com­
mand to hold up hands the customers 
complied but Eggert reached for a 
gun. As lie reached one of the rob­
bers shot, killing Eggert instantly. 
Without waiting to do any robbing the 
two men ran out of the front door. 
So far there is no clue. 

New Flour Mill at Malta. 
Malta.—Malta's new flouring mill 

has opened up for business and will 
be in continuous operation from now 
on. This is the first real manufactur­
ing plant to be established in the seat 
of Phillips county. It has been decid­
ed to name, the new flour "Circle Dia­
mond" on account of the proprietor, 
John Survant, having been employed 
by the Circle Diamond Cattle com­
pany for the past 35 years. Only the 
very best of wheat is being used in the 
new mill and from samples obtained 
so far the flour is as good as any on 
the market. *

The stock formerly owned by 
George W. Hanson and C C. Storing 
was taken over by John E. Dawson, 
vice-president of the Rocky Mountain 
Fire Insurance company, Great Falls; 
John Etchepan, a prominent sheep 
grower; F. D. Alvord, of the Glasgow 
Cash grocery; Thos. H. Markle, own­
er of the Markle Transfer company, 
and S. C. Small, former sheriff of Val­
ley county, but now at Mansfield, Ore­
gon. 

Boy Accused of Murder, Freed. 
Red Lodge.—District Judge A. C. 

Spencer has released Ernest Arnold, 
the 15-year-old boy who was charged 
with the murder of Charles Steiner, on 
a writ of habeas corpus. Steiner was 
found shot to death on his lonely ranch 
20 miles southeast of here early in 
January. Judge Spencer, after review­
ing all of the evidence that was ad­
duced at the preliminary hearing, de­
cided that it was insufficient to war­
rant the justice of the peace in binding 
the boy over for trial and that there 
was not probable cause of his guilt. 

Irrigation District Formed. 
Bozeman.—The Madison valley ir­

rigation district, comprising about 
3,500 acres of deeded land between 
Ennis and McAllister, in Madison 
county, 50 miles southwest of Boze­
man, has been formed and final sur­
veys wil be made and rights of way 
secured within the next few weeks. 

Held as Lonergan Accomplice. 
Philipsburg.—Justice Frank D. Sayrs

TO BE IAS! WORD 
DETERMINED TO BRING SUBMA­

RINE SITUATION WITH BERLIN 

TO AN ISSUE—NEW EVI­

DENCE ACCUMULATES. 

WILL BE STATEMENT OF 
AMERICAN CASE TO DATE 

Way Will Be Left Open for Teutons 

to Avoid Long-Feared Break of 

Diplomatic Relations — Sussex 

Evidence Gathered by French 

Reaches Capital. 

London, April 17.—A news dispatch 
from The Hague says the German for­
eign office is perturbed on account of 
the dissatisfaction expressed in the 
United States at the German note in 
regard to the Sussex. 

Chancellor Von Bethmann-Hollweg 
is reported to have had several con­
ferences with Ambassador Gerard and 
Count Von Burian, Austro-Hungarian 
foreign minister, and to have sent 
lengthy instructions to Ambassador 
Von Bernstorff at Washington. 

According to these advices German 
officials now seem willing to do ev­
erything possible to avoid a rupture 
with the United States. 

Washington. April 17. — President 
Wilson and the cabinet went over the 
submarine crisis again and reaffirmed 
their determination to bring the sit­
uation with Germany to an issue. 

The decision to inform Germany 
that recent accumulation of evidence 
of ships destroyed in submarine war­
fare leads to the inevitable conclusion 
that her promises to the United States 
are not being fulfilled remained un­
changed. The time of dispatching a 
communication to Berlin appeared to 
be the only point undecided. 

May Give Notice of Break. 

In congress a report was widely cir­
culated that the forthcoming note 
would in itself give a notice of sever­
ance of diplomatic relations. There 
was nothing to substantiate the story 
anywhere in official quarters. Cabi­
net officers did not deny it upon the 
ground that they had all been bound 
in honor by the president not to speak 
on the question. 

There were repeated indications 
that the note would be a statement of 
the American case up to date without 
anything in the nature of an ultimatum 
and still would leave the way open for 
Germany to avoid the long-feared 
break in diplomatic relations. It was 
plain, however, that it would be in­
tended as the American government's 
last word. 

Evidence Gathered by French. 

At the state department there was 
renewed evidence that the United 
States considers its case complete 
even without the affidavits which ar­
rived on the steamer St. Paul. Sec­
retary Lansing acknowledged that evi­
dence gathered by the French govern­
ment i'rom a captured German subma­
rine crew to prove the identity of the 
submarine involved in the Sussex at­
tar* had been placed in possession of 
the American government. Such evi-
dînee, properly substantiated, was re­
garded as the capstone of the Amer­
ican case if one seemed necessary. 

Belgrade Man Hero in Peril. 
Belgrade.—Interesting news has 

been received from Mr. and Mrs. Har­
ry Altenbrand, who are en route for 
Japan. The Japanese steamship upon 
which the couple had taken passage 
was grounded on an uninhabited island 
off the pört of Hongkong during the 
night when all were asleep. Mr. Al 
tenbrand, who is an expert swimmer, 
was one of the heroes of the party 
and was instrumental in saving a num­
ber of American lady passengers. 

Coalridge Man For District Judge. 
Glasgow.—C. E. Comer, of Coalridge 

Mont., has announced his candidacy 
for the office of Judge of the seven­
teenth judicial district, which com 
prises Valley, Sheridan and Phillips 
counties, upon the. democratic ticket. 

Is Candidate For State Treasurer. 
Helena.—Deputy State Auditor John 

F. Cullerton of Butte has announced 
himself a candidate fcr the nomination 
of state treasurer on the democratic 
ticket. Petitions have been filed on 
his behalf from Deer Lodge county 
Mr. Cullerton has been a resident of 
Butte 21 years. For 10 years he was 
cashier of the llennessy Mercantile 
company and for five years cashier of 
the BroWnfleld-Cany Carpet company. 
He came to Helena In February, 1914, 
to accept the deputyshlp In the audi­
tor 's office.

IS UNANSWERED. 

STONE SEES WITHDRAWAL 
OR INTERVENTION AT HAND 

Senator Believes Expedition Has 

Accomplished All It Can—Fun-

ston' Asks for More Troops 

—To Change Supply 

Base to Ojinaga. 

Washington, April 15.—American 
troops will remain in Mexico—for the 
present, at least. The cabinet has de­
termined upon 110 change of policy to­
ward the Mexican situation. 

This means the hunt for Villa will 
proceed. 

After the session it was stated no 
answer had been made to General 
Corranza's suggestion for withdrawal 
of the American forces and that Con­
sul Rodgers had not been instructed 
to treat with Carranza toward an amic­
able settlement of the suggestion. 

Cabinet members would not indicate 
when a reply will be made. 

To Get Facts Before Acting. 
The disposition to gather all facts 

before attempting final action was 
unanimous. 

No light on the stand taken by the 
President himself at the conference 
was obtainable. But Senator Stone, 
chairman of the senate foreign rela­
tions committee, returned to the capi­
tal after a session with Secretary of 
State Lansing and gave out an inter­
view thai plainly expressed his belief 
that the American army should be 
withdrawn from Mexico. 

Withdrawal or Intervention. 
Withdrawal or intervention in Mex­

ico are the only two courses left to 
the United States, Senator Stone said. 
Stone said he believed the punitive 
expedition has accomplished all it can. 

At the White House no comment 
was made on Stone's statements ex­
cept that the Senate leader spoke only 
for himself. 

Though Secretary Baker refused to 
verify it, it was learned that the War 
department has received an official 
suggestion to change its main supply 
base from Columbus, N. M., to Ojina­
ga. It was also indicated General 
Funston has asked for additional 
troops.

London, April 15.—French positions 
near Hill No. 304 in the Verdun sec­
tor west of the Meuse were subject­
ed to violent bombardment during the 
night. It was an operation similar to 
those which usually precede infantry 
attacks and indicates that the next 
phase of the German assault on Ver­
dun may develop shortly. 

Germans Sink 80 Vessels. 
London, April IB.—The extent of the 

damage to shipping of the Allies since 
the inauguration of the new German 
submarine campaign is indicated by 
an official statement from the Ger­
man admiralty. It is said that in 
March 80 trading vessels of hostile 
nations with an aggregate tonnage of 
207,000, were sunk by German sub­
marines or by mines. 

Turks Defeat Russian Cavalry. 
London, April 15.—The Turkish war 

office reports the defeat of three Rus­
sian cavalry regiments by a mixed 
force of Persians and Turks in Per­
sian Armena. Several minor engage­
ments have occurred along the coast 
of Asia Minor between coast defenses 
and warships, one of which is said to 
have been hit. 

Civil War Veterana Would Serve. 
Minneapolis, April 15.—Eleven civil 

war veterans at the Minnesota Sol­
diers' home today offered their ser­
vices to the state as a guard for Fort 
Snelling, to permit the men at the fort 
to go into the field.
