This gentleman is the pioneer toekma ofa
the Belt country and has h:erd localized
In this vicinity.

Leaving the Belt country, and passing
over a mountain road, crossed' LittleWil-
low, and in two hours' ride over An iundu
latling; high bench land, reached the resi-
dence of lion. J. M. Arnoux on Hlghwood
Creek. I believe I am correct in stating
that he is the oldest settler in this region.
He has done more to improve the art of
cultivation by the appliances of improved
machinery than any ranchman in the
county. I was quite interested in his lat-
est acquisition, viz: the pulverizing plow.
These kind of machines are destined to
work a revolution in breaking up new
land, because they are specially adapted to
the vast area of level bench lands which
are found in this county. Mr. Arnoux is
now comfortably settled in his new man-
sion. The locality of his estate is highly
favorable fot the quarrying of building
material, there being a thick vein of dark
sandstone which can easily be quarried in
blocks of almost any required size. At
the upper end of this farm is the western
end of what is called the Shonkin Sag.
This valley presents an interesting study
to the geologist, as it is, undoubtedly, an
old river bed, which stretches from High-
wood Creek, on the west, to Arrow Creek,
on the east. I am of the opinion that for-
merly both Highwood and Shonkin Creeks
flowed through it, and that erosion is the
only cause of the creeks having changed
their course, as in each case the streamti
follow a large fault in the strata down to
the Missouri. Large lakes are found in.
the Sag, which in the fall are a perfect;
paradise for sportsmen. The soil is nat-
urally dlamp and in places the blue grass
grows luxuriantly, contsequently it has al-
ways bheeni a favorite place for hay lnaking,
Ntumerous hay ranches will be located here
in the near future.

Proceeding up the Higthwood I miles
above the Sag, the creek passes through a
narrow canyon, arriving at. the head of
which. I reached the amain settlements on i
the (Creek. For about 6 miles the ranches
conic one after the other and heavy crops
are produced each year. The approaches,
however, to the valley are not as good as
they might he, making it hazardoun for
heavy eatoits. Arriving near the slopes of
Hocre Face Mountain. I found manti noi
sti ler-, Ito are now located here perna-
Inintly, the mtajority tof them ln ing the
right sort of emigrants required for a new
countlry. IlTe setilemllents now extend to
near the mouth of the second canyon. T'he
mountainous nature of the country will, I
think, preclude the location of any large
farms further up the stream.

Passing over the divide through a lowx
sag, I arrived on the head waters of the
south fork of the Shonkin. Here I found
Mr. Gray located, he having moved from
the Highwood. where e e formerly resided.
From his place extends a large area of al-
most level prairie, destined at no distant
period to be covered with tarms.

Leaving here I ascended once more to
the mountains atnd on the road noticed
some soft sandstone rocks, that have been
sculptured into the f'or of old ruins, by
the eroding action of the wind and rain.
Near the divide I founld the farm of Ed.
Keister, which at a giance bears the in-
pression of good management. The neighI-
horhood furnishes the principal supply of!
timbier requiired in the vicinity.

rFescendllng from the mountains, I tol-
lowed the Shonkin brainc:h down to the'
Sag. and passed through numerous fatrms
on the way, till I reached the main fork of
lihe strse.m near .h'c 'otell's place. At
this place the road, which reaches the up-
per rau:ches ascends the bluffs, as the can-
you is impractictble for wagons. I took
the canyoln for it, however, anlld wa amply
repaid therefor by the magnificent scenery
from the sides of the high hills. From the
appearance of the valley below me, Ijudg-
ed there was not room for i chitcken coop,
and I wondered where on earth the ranch- I

es could hi. However, I turned short to
the right to escape a large ravine, andt in
about two miles arrived at Mr. Thornton's
and about one mile further the r:nch ioft

Leavuing the Shonkin, I proceeded
through a esag in the mounltains till I arriv-
ed above the cattle farm of Mr. John Lys-
by.h A very picturesqiuet view of theShon-
kin Sag was to be hadl here, a large lake ill
the distance enhancing the prospect. De-
acenditng into the valley, I found the sag
almnost a mile broad, with a rich growth of
blue-joiut grass.

This beiing an extreme point of the set-

tlements in the county, I retracedt my steps
towardl Cobell's ranch and passed on over
the northern foot bills of the Highwood
Moulittains. I obtained here a splendid
secition of the nlunerous faults anid dykes

Schatateristic of this portion of the coun-
try.

A r riving on the Shotikin. I passed sever-

al settlements till I arrived at, that of

Messrs. MIlner & Boardman.
