The public general-
ly give but slight heed to such reports, but
even the N. Y. Herald speaks thus favor-
ably of these so-called cures:

From Boston comes the story that a
girl who had for eight years been a crip-
pie suddenly recovered the use of he,
limbs yesterday at the end of a novena to
"Our Lady of Perpetual Help." As lack
of belief in miracles is to some people the
sole substitute for any belief whatever, the
reported physical change will be doubled
by many, while others, almost as skepti-
cal, will attribute to imagination the re-
covery of powers long unused; but ali
doubt and suspicion must give way if op-
posed by absolute facts.

In the report of the proceed ings of the
supreme court recently closed at Ielena
we find this item: "The counties of Cus-
ter, Dawson and Yellowstone were restor-
ed to the first judicial district and Beaver-
head county was restored to the second
distaict." Now that the "god in Israel"
has performed the services required of him
by his masters and the "outs" occupy the
places of the "ins" in Custer county and
the little serio-comic play put upon the
boards by the Governor and legislature
last winter has had its "run," would it not
be the proper thing to restore Judge Con-
ger to the bench of the first judicial district ?
As "restoration" seems to be the order it
will not be comp.ete and satisfactory until
the unstained ermine of Judge Conger is
restored to his shouhlers.-Butte Miner.

As there is a strong probability that the
courts will soon decide that the church is
responsible for the late Bishop Purcell's
debts, the priests of the Cincinnati diccese
have concluded to devise some means of
remunerating the unfortunate people who
placed their hard earnings in his hands
for safe keeping and lost them. The clergy
claim, however, that if the money is ever
returned it will be done only as an act of
charity and not because tke church is in
any way responsible. When it is remem-
bered that part, indeed the greater part of
the money,was expended upon the ch nrch-
es it is hard to imagine that they are not
responsible. Bishop Purcell was an hon-
est old man and tried to do what was
right, doubtless, and if the church is now
charitably inclined it should refund the
money for his sake alone if it takes every
dollar's worth of property in the diocese.

A week from to day will occur the one
hundredth aniversary of an event of al-
most as much importance to this countr3
as the 4th of July, 1876. This event was
the signing of the deflitive treaty of peace
by the representatives of Great Britain
and the Ulnited States at Paris. The
American representatives were Franklin,
John Jay, John Adams and Laurens. The

English representative was a Mr. Haln tley.
The peace had been for sonme time practi-
cally agreed upon, a motion to end the war,
having been carried in the British House
of Commons some months before. The

complicated affairs of England, France,
and Sain had, however, to be adjusted
before the peace could be arranged. The
treaty was also somewhat retarded by
the suspicious manner in which Adams and
Jay regarded the French. Finally, how-
ever, on the 3d of September, 1783 the
treaty was signed at the rooms of Mr.
Hartley. The news did not reach the
United States until over a month after-
warLd.

There is something indescribably beau-
tiful about the death of Judge Black. The
spectacle of a man, who through a long
and busy life has never departed from
the tenets of his religion or ceased to trust
implicity in his Maker, expiring calmly,
crowned with years and honors, with the
words of prayer upon his lips, is enobling
and exalting.

die." The following are Judge Black's
last words:

Shortly before Judge Black died he said
to his wife, "'How can I fear to cross the
river wheimy father waits for me on the
other shote?" An;l added, "I would I
3 were as iomfortable about all I leave be-

hind unfinished in this world." He then
t breathed the following earnest prayer:
"Oh, thou most beloved and merciful
Heavenly Father, from whom I had myr being and in whom I have evertrusted, if

it is thy will, grant that my suffering end,
and that I be called home to Thee. Oh
-my God, bless and comfort thee, my
i Mary."

On the sixth page of this issue of THE

writer's views, but the article contains
many facts presented in a most entertain-
ing and happy vein.

Some years ago, when the Helena and
Benton Railroad was first suggested, Col.
Wolfolk, the able editor of the Helena In-
dependent wrote a number of forcible ar-
ticles in favor of the road, and among oth-
er things suggested that a committee of
leading and best informed citizens of the
Territory be appointed and sent east
with specimens of the mining
and other products of the Territory,
with a' view to soliciting interest enough
in the road to secure the sale of bonds after
incorporation. The enterprise was not a
success and the committee was not ap-
pointed, but we find that some one has
availed himself of Col. Woolfolk's idea,
and suggested through ,he columns of our
morning cotemporary that a similar com-
mittee be appointed to exhibit specimens
of our products at the coming Helena
Fair, and also to interview the President
of the Northern Pacific Railroad at the
celebration that will be held on the com-
pletion of the road. The idea is, doubt-
less, a good one. Whethereffectual or not
it is proper that our citizens should show
some practical interest in obtaining rail-
road communication. Thlere is no limit
to the arguments that may be used, al-
though it is probable that not one could be
suggested that has not already occurred to
htenry Villard, otherwise he would hard-
ly have sent his surveyors to examine the
country and if possible discover a practic-
able route. The one question with Mr.
Villard will be, of course, will the road
pay, and the surveyors' report will have
more to do with the settling of that ques-
tion than the most intimate knowledge of
our extensive resources. But the survey-
ors may report adversely without a full
al.d complete knowledge of the available
routes that might be found from the main
line to Benton, while there are men in our
midst who have scoured every foot of the
soil and could suggest routes that the sur-
veyors never imagined existed. We do
not assert this as a fact, but it could do no
harm to add to the commi ttee a man prac
tically acquainted with the country, who
could furnish information that those who
merely have knowledge of its resources
could not give. We understand that
Messrs. Paris Gibson, T. E. Collins and
Charles E. Conrad will be requested to in-
terview Mr. Villard. The gentlemen bave
been well selected and none are better
calculated to make a favorable impression
upon the great railroad magnate.

Every
ranchman in this vicinity has had excep-
tionally good luck with his crops and cat-

tle, and you know as well as we that their

prosperity means a great deal of money to

Benton merchants. The present quietude
in business circles is easily accounted for

and causes no alarm among tradesmen who

are acquiinted with the condition of the

people whose trade they depend on. It

may be pretty tough on you news skirm-

ishers just now, but you'll have plenty of

personals and business notes within a

month or my guess is wrong. Just lay a

little low for a while and see if what I say
does not come true." The remarks of this

merchant were emphatically endorsed by
another equally prominent one, to whom

they were repeated, with the addition of

this remark: "You can say in your paper

that any person who does not believe that
Benton will have an exceptionally large
trade this fail and winter, and that a rail-

way will be running in here in less than

two years, does not know as much about
interpreting the signs of the times as the

most ignorant school boy."

He was very
low for a time but will probably recover.

The structure was a suc-
cess, however, and Ah Young was yanked
to the realms of eternal youth in fine
shape.

The John Buford Post, No. 15, was
organized at Fort Custer, May 19, 1881.
A post was in existence at Fort Keogh
three years before this date, but it was
disbanded in 1880.

The
Alice mine recently shipped eight bars of
bullion valued at $11,004, and it wasn't a
very good day for bullion either.

The
Herald says: "We notice, with regret,
a number of business cards of a firm in
town, which have printed on the .. ,ck a
selection of obscene add blasphemous mat-
ter. The circulation of such matter is
clearly an offense against our statute, and
should be stopped.

Some renegade Indians lately appeared
at the Flathead agency and defied Major
Ronan to make them leave the reserva-
tion. The major sent to Fort Missoula for
military assistance, but before the soldiers
got ready to start the Indians got tired
waiting for them and left of their own
accord.
