The Indians,

It is several years since the Indians have
been quite as bad as they appear to be this
geagon. The information which has here-
tofore been published in the River Press,
that nearly all of the able bodied Blood
Indians are oi the warpath, would seem
tobe true. At all events they are on this
gide of the line in large numbers and have
committed depredations, not on the Crowa,
but upon the unprotected settler. In this
raid it is estimated that 200 head of horses
have heen stolen, but as far as we have
been able to learn no lives have been lost.
It is high time that the raiding of these
Indians should be stopped. They have
stolen horses almost under the shadow of
Fort Arsinaboine, but to the credit of the
commanding ofticer, Col. Otis, on every
oceasion when authentic news of Indian
depredations has reached him troops have
been immediately sent out, and now three
troops of cavairy are in the field. As usu-
al, however, some time has elapsed before
word is received and troops have been sent
hut many times on an almost hopeless er-
rand.

It should be borne in mind that the
troops in this country have made it what
it is. Life and property are comparatively
safe, and the Montana Indians, for the
most part, have settled down to make an
endeavor to do somethtng for themselves.
The question will be finally settled svhen
the two governments come to some under-
standing in regard to their wards.

This
great reservation, useless to the Tndians,
cuts you off from railroad communication
and checks the growth and advancement
of your town and county. Your anxiely
in the matter was a stimulas to me and told
me that no weak and measly effort on my
part would suffice; every interest, every
impulse prompted me to put forth my
best efforts, as L bope to show you during
the course of these remarks. - .

I want to say to you it is no small mat-
ter to sectire legislation of any kind, af-
fecting the Indians. They are the wards
of the government aud their interests are
zealously guarded. The moment any ef-
fort is put forth in this direction the peo-
ple of the northeaster states rise up en
massge to defeat it and are too often sue-
cessful. Almost any proposition, affecting
the Indians, from a western congressman
or delegate, is howled down and almost
invariably classed as a job to rob the poor
red man, This difficutty stared me in the
face but I met it as bravely as I could.
You know that for twelve years my able
predecessor, Major Maginnis, than whom
to no territory has ever had a better
representative, labored without success
