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Secretary Taft and Party Are Cordially 
Received By the Populace-

HAVANA, Sept. 19.—The American 
cruiser Des Moines, with Secretary uf 
War Taft and Acting Secretary of 
State Bacon on board, entered Ha 
vana harbor at T o'clock this morn 
ing. Ail on board are well 

At half past eisrht the captain of the 
port coQveyeù Seuor O'Farrell, the 
Cuban secretary of state: Mr. Sleeper 
the American charge d'affaires, and 
the representatives of The Associated 
Press on board. At the same hour 
Commander Colwell came over from 
the cruiser Denver. 

A fairly large crowd had assembled 
at the Caballero wharf to witness the 
landing, but there was no demonstra 
tion of any sort, as the launch carry 
ing the guests whose visit is consid 
ered so momentous to Cuba's future 
swept around the cruiser Denver which 
is still moored in front of this wharf 
The Denver's sailors were drawn up 
and presented arms and the cruiser 
fired a salute as the secretary of war 
stepped ashore 

The secretary at once faced a score 
of cameras. Then the mayor and the 
councilmen of Havana, clad in black 
frock coats, advanced and delivered a 
formal welcome to which Secretary 
Taft responded briefly. The party 
thereupon entered automobiles and 
were driven to the palace. Here they 
were conducted upstairs into the main 
saloon. 

Those at the meeting with President 
Palma were Secretaries Taft and Ba­
con, Minister Morgan and {Captain 
Frand R. McCoy, militiary* aide to 
President Roosevelt. The exchange 
of greetings were cordial. Formalities 
soon gave place to intimate conversa­
tion and the situation was discussed 
in a general way. Details were not 
taken up. President Palma expressed 
himself particularly appreciative of 
President Roosevelt's attitude, that no 
policy had been formulated with re­
gard to the future, and thatQPresident 
Roosevelt's representatives were ap­
proaching the task to bct|wholly in ac­
cordance with development«. 

Secretary Taft showed President 
Palma a list of names, of Alfredo 
Zayas and five other members of the 
liberal commission, which he said had 
been handed him by Commander Col 
well and which he understood to be 
the names of those who will be cou 
aidered the official representatives to 
the revolutionists. No obiection was 
made to these men acting in that ca' 
pacity. 

To Simplify Rate Tariffs. 

WASHINGTON, Sept. 19.—The inter 
state commerce commission today pro­
mulgated an important order—made 
September 15—providing for a hear­
ing here beginning October 8, to con­
struct rules for the simplification of 
rate tariffs and in connection there­
with have issued a circular embracing 
certain requirements which it is pro 
posed to insist upon. They include 
the filing of joint tariffs by the initial 
lines and the printing of the schedules 
of each initial line as an independent 
document; the filing with the commis­
sion by participating lines of general 
authority to the initial line in their 
behalf of all the tariffs or joint tariffs 
of«a special kind; the separation of 
class and commodity rates: the filing 
of a detailed index showing all com 
modity rates in effect, so that each 
commodity can be easily located; lim­
iting any tariff to five supplements 
and any classification to ten supple­
ments, the entire classification or tar­
iff to be reprinted where there are any 
excesses: the observance of a uniform 
order in the compilation of tariffs: the 
proper specification in the tariff of the 
initial line of all terminal charges: the 
absorption of switching or terminal 
charges where it affects the total cost 
to the shipper shall be stated upon the 
tariff. 

Disastrous English Train Wreck. 

LONDON, Sept. 20.—The crowded 
Scotch express train on the Great 
Northern railway, leaving London 
last night, was wrecked outside of 
Grantham at midnight. The train 
should have stopped at Grantham, but 
failed to do so. Shortly after passing 
the station, the train left the rails and 
then jumped a bridge. The engine 
and several coaches were dashed over 
the embankment, the engine turning 
turtle. Several coaches immediately 
took fire. There are many passengers 
beneath the debris. Of 10 extricated, 
five have died. The number of lives 
lost is not known, but it is believed to 
be large. Many were injured. At 
last accounts the coaches were still 
blazing and the fire brigade had been 
called out. The dead and injured as 
yet have not been identified. 

At the spot where the express was 
derailed there is a curve and it is sup­
posed the brakes failed to act. The 
train appears to have gone upon a 
siding, smashing the parapet of the 
bridge, which was completely shat­
tered. 

At 5 o'clock this morning it was of­
ficially stated that 10 persons have 
been killed and 16 injured. 

A dispatch from Grantham stated 
that the fire was well under control. 

President Extends Eight-Hour Law. 

OYSTEH BAY, Sept. 19.—President 
Roosevelt today extended the eight-
hour law to apply to all public work 
'Jcder th? supervi-ioL of any depart­
ment of the government. This order 
affects more particularly work on 
rivc-r acd I.arbor improvements. 

Charles F. Neill, commissioner of 
labor, who, at the direction of the 
i resident, ha? had charge since last 

winter of the enforcement of the eisrht-
hour law. has sent to the president a 
report, in which the concluding para­
graph is: 

"I might add here that 1 found that 
one very noticeable effect has already 
been produced in this matter of the 
eight-hour laiv. Contractors fully 
realize now that the law is going to be 
enforced with earnestness and they 
no longer dismiss it as a matter of no 
consequence. They probably like the 
law less than ever, out their attitude, 
none the less, is rapidly changing in­
to one of becoming respect for the 
statute."

NEW \OKK, Sept. 19.—A special 
cable to the Herald from Trinidad 
states that the critical condition of 
President Castro, since his removal 
to Antimo is unimproved. His mys­
terious sequestration continues. 
President Castro, the dispatch de­
clares, has performed no administra­
tive duties in two months. 

It was on the day of General Cas­
tro's return to Caracas from his sub­
urban residence that he caught cold, 
which was the beginning of his illness. 
He had been in retreat at Los Teques 
for several weeks, while Vice Presi­
dent Gomez ruled in his stead. There 
were many balls and other festivities 
in celebration of General Castro's re­
turn, and on returning from the last 
of these on July 21, in a pouring rain, 
he caught more cold, which quickly 
developed malaria. The disease 
proved stubborn» and soon the most 
alarming reports began to circulate. 
It was said that the president was at 
the point of death and despite official 
denials, the inhabitants of Caracas 
dwelt in continual alarm. 

Frightful Workïof Typhoon. 

HONGKONG, Sept. 18.—One thous­
and persons were drowned in a ty­
phoon which visited the city yester­
day morning. Besides the terrible 
loss of life, immense damage has been 
done to the harbor and. to the ship­
ping. The tvphoon lasted two hours. 
All business in the cityjjwas suspend­
ed, All vessels in the harbor were 
either driven far up on the shore, 
long distances from the usual water 
line, or were wrecked against the 
piers and sent to the bottom. Over 
500 sailors were drowned in the har­
bor. The remainder ofjthose who per­
ished were persons living on the small 
river craft or living in floating huts 
or cottages so close to the water line 
that they had no chance for escape. 

The disaster was onejof the worst in 
the history of the city. Scores of 
vessels were beaten to pieces against 
the piers and no record is known of 
those which were in the harbor, as 
the harbor master's books and all 
records are destroyed. The Ameri­
can sailing vessel S. P. Hitchcock is 
among the vessels ashore. Several 
of the crew were lost. Six steamers 
foundered in the harbor and it is re­
ported that all hands went down on 
each of those vessels. There was ab­
solutely no chance for any one to 
reach safety, even from the water's 
edge after the storm broke. 

HONG KONG, Sept. 19.—The typhoon 
which swept this coast, destroying a 
great * umber of vessels and causing 
much loss of life, was of a local na­
ture. Tt came suddenly and without 
warning. The observatory had pre­
dicted moderate winds, but half an 
hour after the gun signal had been 
fired the storm was at its height. It 
lasted two hours. Most of the dam­
age done was wrought on the Kow. 
loon peninsula. The losses are esti­
mated at several million dollars. 
Over one thousand sampans and junks 
are missing from Hong Kong alone. 
Wharves were swept away and houses 
collapsed. The military barracks are 
in ruins. 

HONG KONG, Sept. 20.—It is now 
estimated that 5,000 Chinese lost their 
lives in the recent typhoon. Reports 
are daily increasing the mortality. 

Millions For Water Supply. 

NEW YORK, Sept. is.—That the 
commissioners of the new board of 
water supply already have 547 engi­
neers at work doing preliminary work 
for carrying out the «161,000,000 en. 
terprise for increasing the water sup­
ply of this city was revealed today at 
a meeting of the commission. It was 
asserted that the work when completed 
would be more gigantic than even the 
building of the Panama canal. No 
time will be lost in pushing the work, 
and it is predicted that within three 
years bO,000,000 gallons of water daily 
will be added to the city's supply. 

This «0,000,000 gallons of additional 
water supply will be acquired by build-
ing part of the aqueduct around Hun­
ter's brook and Shoap'river, and a 
tunnel beneath Hudson river which, 
with its approaches, will be six miles 
long.
