Will Make Personal Inspection of Canal 
Work On the Isthmus. 

WASHINGTON, NOV. 8.—"Good-bye, 
I am going to see how the ditch Is 
getting along," shouted President 
Roosevelt as he stood on the after 
starboard deck of the y acht Mayflower 
at the Washington navy yard, as the 
vessel was leaving the dock with the 
president for his Panama trip. Ac­
companying the president were Mrs. 
Roosevelt and her maid, Surgeon 
General Rixey of the navy and M. C. 
Latta, one of the assistant secretaries 
of the white house. 

The Mayflower will take the party 
to Wolftrap light, at the mouth of the 
Rappahannock river, in Chesapeake 
bay, where a transfer will be made to 
the battleship Louisiana, which is to 
convey the president to and from the 
isthmus. 

The president will spend four days 
on the isthmus. He will arrive at 
Colon Thursday, November 15, where 
ha is to be greeted aboard ship by 
President Amador of Panama and 
Mrs. Amado, and officials of the ca­
nal commission. A considerable part 
of that day will be spent at Laboca 
and Ancon, the train making a slow 
run across the isthmus in order to al­
low an opportunity to see the sights 
and make an examination of the work. 

At Laboca there ia to be an inspec* 
tion of the terminus of the old French 
canal and the Panama railroad, fol­
lowing which there will be a trip to 
nearby islands, where the president 
is to be shown the proposed actual 
Pacific end of the canal in deep water 
and its approaches. In the afternoon 
there is to be a sight-seeing trip 
around Ancon hill. At Ancon the 
day is to be made a "fiesta." with the 
town decorated and illuminated. The

KAII.KOADS ARE INDICTED. 

.Millions For Kcclamatlun. 

WASHINGTON,  Nov. 7.—The yen-
oral land office has completed a com­
pilation of returns for the fiscal year 
from local land offices throughout the 
country, showing receipts from sales 
of public lands, and computation of 
the proportion which is to go into the 
reclamation fund. The statement 
shows that $4,882,064 was added to the 
reclamation fund last year, and that 
its total on June 30 last was $32,598,-
192.12. North Dakota's share of this 
total is $.">,374,395, of which $933,*03 
was contributed last year. Montana's 
receipts last year were $500,74*5, the 
total for the state being $2,ti47,433. 

The reclamation act provides that a 
major portion of the money obtained 
in each state shall be expended in that 
state, and the secretary of the interior 
has construed this to mean that 51 
per cent, shall be so allotted. The

Great Northern And Other Western Koads 
Must Answer In Court. 

MINNEAPOLIS, NOV.  8.—Indictments 
have been voted by the special federal 
grand jury which convened in Minne­
apolis October 22 to Investigate al­
leged freight rebates. In the case of 
the railroads the indictments con­
tained 147 counts. The minimum pen­
alty for conviction in each case is 81,-
000 and the maximum 82,000. 

None of the interested railroads ex­
pected that they would be indicted. 
Each company has disclaimed with 
apparent sincerity the possibility of 
any criminal act in their relations 
with the grain companies concerning 
which their employes had given testi­
mony before the jury. It is believed 
that the grain companies and those 
connected with them had received no 
inkling of the fact that they were be-
in*: investigated by the grand jury. 

No member of either grain company 
was called to the stand, nor were any 
of the railroad men indicted who had 
testified before the grand jury. H. B. 
Duncan, special agent of the depart­
ment of justice, conducted the investi­
gation.

Refused To Pay Iesurance. 

WASHINGTON, NOV. 8.—The policy­
holders of Saa Francisco today ap­
pealed to the state department to aid 
them in forcing three German insur­
ance companies and one Austrian 
company that refused to pay for any 
of the property destroyed by fire and 
earthquake, which aggregated about 
$14,000,000.

different states will exceed 325,000, 
whereas the total vote for Swallow for 
president in 1904 was 250,419. 

In New York, Francis D. Gates, 
prohibition and independent candi­
date, was elected state senator, and in 
Seattle, Geo. T. Cotterill,  national 
grand chief templar, was elected state 
senater on the democratic ticket, 
backed by prohibitionists and inde­
pendents, in a district that gave 
lioosevelt 1,800 majority in 1904. 

In Illinois the prohibitionists broke 
all records, their candidate for state 
treasurer, Allin, receiving 85,000 
votes carrying over a dozen counties. 
At least six prohibitionists are re­
ported as elected to the legislature. 
In Massachusetts the prohibitionists 
are credited with 40,000 votes for Mo­
ran, who carried cities despite his 
defeat for governor. The prohibition 
party polls a "balance of power" vote 
in at least seven states—New Hamp­
shire, lihode Island, Pennsylvania, 
New York, Illinois, Iowa and Kan-
sa-. 

Missouri Uoes I'einocrutic 

In July, ls7ti, congress granted to 
the Union Pacific Railroad company's 
southern branch, now the Missouri, 
Kansas it Texas Bailroad company, a 
right-of way 2ou feet wide from Fort 
lliley to the south line of the state. 
Afterward patents were issued to priv­
ate persons for land through which the 
railroad runs, without excepting the 
right of way. These persons have 
treated the right-of-way as being only 
lou feet wide, and in some cases valu-
ab.e improvements have been made on 
the other .>0 feet on each side, which 
have been occupied and used without 
disturbance for many years. 

The railroad company brought suit 
to oust these occupants, and the court 
decided in its favor. The laud affected 
by the decision lies in Geary, Morris, 
Lyon, Coffey, Woodson, Allen, Neo­
sho and Labotte counties.

WILL INVESTIGATE RATES. 

Western Railroads Alleged To Have Made 
I'njust Freight Charges-

W ASHINGTON, Nov. 9.—A general 
investigation of what is known as the 
Harrlman system of railroads under 
the authority conferred by the law, la 
one of the subjects that has been dis* 
cussed for some time by the interstate 
commerce commission, and that body 
it is said, really stands committed to 
an Inquiry. 

"We have been informed," a mem­
ber of the commission said tonight, 
"that this system in some of its fea­
tures is not unlike the Northern Se­
curities company, which was dissolved 
through the interposition of the attor­
ney general of the United State«." 

Any steps which may be taken by the 
committee along the lines referred to 
will be, it is said, in accordance with 
the general powers of the commission 
conferred by law, and not because of 
any immediate and specific complaint 
of a violation of the statutes. In 
January, if time permits, the com­
mittee will take up the complaint of 
the municipality of Spokane against 
the Northern Pacific, the Great North­
ern, the Chicago, Burlington & 
Quincy, the Union Pacific, and the 
Oregon Short Line railroad, involving 
alleged discrimination in charging a 
higher rate for a shorter than a longer 
haul. This complaint was the firat 
tiled with the commission under the 
amended interstate commerce act. It 
is regarded as of considerable im­
portance, as its adoption will logical­
ly have a bearing on the whole ques­
tion of transportation in Qthe west, 
from the Caoadian border to Mexico, 
and Chicago and St. Louis to the Pa­
cific coast. It is also of importance 
in connection with the proposed In­
vestigation of the Harrlman system 
whose territory and connecting lines 
cover a large portion of the west. 

Land Fraud ruse In Court. 

SALT LAKE,  Nov. 9.—Arguments in 
the case in which the federal govern­
ment seeks to recover 17,000 acres of 
coal land said to have been fraudu­
lently secured by coal companies con­
trolled in the interest of the Denver & 
Kit) Grande railway system were con­
tinued iu the federal court today be­
fore Judge John A. Marshall. 

Fred R. Maynard, of Grand Kapids, 
Mich., special United States attorney, 
made the principal argument for the 
prosecution in reply to the points 
raised by the defeuse in its demurrer. 
Mr. Maynard charged that the interior 
department had made gross blunders 
in permitting title to these coal lands 
to pass to the coal companies, and 
that inasmuch as the carelessness and 
blunders of officials of the department 
had made it possible for the company 
to secure patents by fraud and deceit, 
the government was uot barred from 
se.-kiug redress in the courts. He 
charged the Utah land board with 
"extravagance ami wanton pro­
cedure, ' '  in its dealing with the coal 
companies, by which they were per­
mitted to buy valuable eoal deposits 
as agricultural lands aud gracing 
lands. Ile maintained also that the 
men who took up such coal lauds as 
agricultural lands, paying $1.25 an 
acre for lands worth thousands of dol­
lars, were employes of companies. 
There was a conspiracy, he said, and 
the government was entitled to redress 
through legal proceedings. 

ST. LOUIS, NOV. 8.—Unofficial re­
turns from the 105 of the 114 counties 
in Missouri show that the democratic 
state ticket has won by a majority of 
practically 0,000. 

Xineteen state senators were elected 
Tuesday. Of this number 14 are dem­
ocrats and five are republicans. As 
they serve for four years they will 
have a voice in the selection of a 
United States senator in 1909. The 
members of the house are elected for 
only two years. In the legislature the 
democrats will have a' majority of . 'JO 
on joint ballot at the session which 
opens in January.
