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UIO COAL LAND KRAIDS 

('resident Orders Investigation That May 
Uncover Crooked Work 

WASHINGTON*, NOV. 7.—Wholesale 
criminal prosecutions are to be begun 
by the department of justice against 
high officials of the Union Pacific Coal 
company and others, who are alleged 
to be mixed up in the fraudulent ac­
quisition of vast coal lands in Utah 
and Wyoming. 

President Roosevelt has interested 
himself personally in the land frauü 
cases, and after a careful examination 
of the report of the Interstate com­
merce commission, which was made 
direct to him, he has turned over the 
papers to the department of justice 
with instructions to act, and act vig­
orously, against all who* were shown 
to have been concerned in the fraudu­
lent entry and fraudulent acquisition 
of lands by the coal company and by 
the railroad company. 

Attorney J. T. Marchand, of the 
commission, and former J udge Elmer 
E. Thomas, of Omaha, are engaged in 
arranging the evidence for presenta­
tion to the federal grand juries in at 
least two places. Indictments will be 
sought for perjury, subornation of 
perjury and violations of the land acts 
under which thejcoal lands, valued at 
many millions of dollars, are claimed 
to have been stolen from the govern­
ment by the railroad company »for the 
use of the coal company, which it 
owns. 

It is also understood that the gov­
ernment is to make a determined ef­
fort not only to punish a (number of 
men who occupy high positions, even 
to landing them in the penitentiary, if 
possible, but also is going ^to begin 
proceedings for the» recovery of all 
coal lands illegallyjtaken. 

The evidence upon which|]prosecu-
tion will be based was obtained by the 
interstate commerce commission in re­
cent hearings in Omaha, Denver and 
Salt Lake City.QThese hearings are 
to be followed by others which will 
soon be begun, and which will be di­
rected against other big railroad sys­
tems in the west. 

In the end, it is expected, the gov­
ernment will uncover land frauds 
which will stagger the imagination in 
their aggregate magnitude. Few, if 
any, of the railroads which now hold 
coal lands are said to have got them 
honestly, andjjthe government pro­
poses extending investigations, and 
wholesale prosecutions, criminal and 
civil, until all the guilty Iparties are 
made to suffer, and until the railroads 
are compelled>to make restitution.

Charles E Hughes, republican 
Utndldnte for «jnypnor, has n ma­
jority i.i "jj.ovi/, u).proximately, out 
the remainder of ttje candidates are 
in doubt. .overcor-Elect Hughes to­
night gave out !ae following state­
ment : 

"It is a victory for sobriety and de­
cency in administration of govern­
ment. But the people will uot tolerate 
indifference to public wrong. They 
desire neither exaggeration aor in­
flammatory appeal, on the one hand, 
nor moral obtuseness, on the other 
hand. 

"The election is a rebuke to dema­
gogues and is also impressive in its 
demands for responsible leadership. 

"I shall address myself to the task 
of squaring the administration of the 
government with the interests of the 
people, confident that 1 may rely on 
the good citizenship not only of those 
who voted for me, but also those who, 
in the intensity of their desire to end 
abuses, voted for my opponent. To 
the work of insuring, to the extent of 
my power, the just administration of 
the government of this state I shall 
devote myself unreservedly." 

Mr. Hughes said he was very weary 
from the labors of the campaign and 
intended going up to the mountains 
for a little outdoor life aud a little 
undisturbed rest. 

WASHINGTON, NOV. 7.—President 
Roosevelt's appeal for a republican 
congress was not in vain. With the 
count still going on, the result so far 
shows the election ofJ22ii republican 
congressmen, 160 democrats. As the 
results now stand, the democrats have 
gained twenty districts held in the 
present congress by republicans. 

The president eagerly awaited the 
returns as they came ;tover the tele­
graph wires. He todayjsent a mes­
sage of hearty congratulation to Gov-
ernor-elect Hughes, of New York. 

A Brlife Kept la Repair by Mauel«. 
Th» byssus, or silky beard, by which 

the mussel moors Itself to the stone, is 
a familiar object of our sea rocks. It 
Is in its nature like the silk of the silk­
worm and exudes in a glutinous thread 
from an organ at the base of the foot. 
Hie following is an instance in which 
the mooring of the mussel was useful 
to effect a purpose which human skill 
could not accomplish: A large bridge, 
with twenty arches, in the town of 
Blddeford, in Devonshire, crosses the 
Torridge river near the spot of its 
Junction with the Taw. The tide flows 
Bo very rapidly here that it was found 
Impossible to keep the bridge in repair 
by means of mortar. The corporation 
therefore keeps boats employed in 
bringing mussels to it, and the inter­
stices of the bridges are filled by hand 
with these mussels. It is supported 
from being driven away by the tide 
entirely by the strong threads which 
these mussels lix to the stonework, and 
by au act or grant it Is a crime liable 
to transportation for any person to re­
move tlie mussels unless In the pres­
ence and l>y the consent of the cor­
porative trustees.—Scottish Nights.
