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HUNTING TRAIN ROBBERS, 
Northern Pacific Offers Reward For 

Conviction of Bandits. 

ST. PAUL, May 8.—Officials of the 
Northern Pacific railroad said today 
that they had no information from 
Butte or elsewhere in that vicinity 
that would confirm the story from Hel­
ena last nigrht that the train robbers 
had been captured. The Northern 
Pacific has issued the following re­
ward notice: 

"The Northern Pacific railroad 
company will reward, for the arrest 
and conviction of the robbers who 
held up Northern Pacific train No. 2, 
near Welch, on Butte mountain, 
Montana division, on the morning of 
Tuesday, May 7, 1907, aa follows: 

"Two thousand dollars for each 
robber convicted." 

BUTTE, May 8.—With 94,000 re­
ward hanging over their heads, the 
sheriffs of four counties, the police 
department of Butte, the detective 
corps of the Northern Pacific, a dozen 
expert man hunters and a pack of 
bloodhounds on their trail, the ban­
dits who murdered Engineer Frank 
Clow of the North Coast Limited in an 
effort to hold up and dynamite the 
train yesterday morning, have thus 
far given the officers a wild chase over 
the rocky ridges of the continental 
divide of the Rockies. 

A purse of several hundred dollars 
has been made up for Fireman Sulli 
van, who, though wounded, and with 
the engineer dead on the cab floor, 
saved the train from runnning wild 
down the mountain grade. 

C. N. Finch, general superintendent 
of the Northern Pacific, with Dan 
Boyle, assistant superintendent, ar­
rived in Butte tonight. They, with 
Chief Detective R. H. Goddard, of the 
Northern Pacific, will have general 
charge of the railroad force which is 
looking for the robbers. The rail 
road company has at least twenty men 
working on the case. 

Robert McDonald and A. H. Fisher, 
arrested at Basin and lodged in the 
Boulder jail, do not answer the de­
scription of the robbers. They are 
believed to be tramps, beating their 
way. One of the men was taken off a 
freight train near Basin and the 
Other was arrested in the yards. 

Officers are determined to hold Wm 
Crawford,  the tramp arrested on the 
train at  the t ime of the holdup. His 
various contradictions in his story 
lead the authorit ies to believe he 
knows more about the holdup than he 
cares to tel l .  

This afternoon General  Manager 
Horn wired Superintendent Fineh to 
extend to Mrs.  Clow the sympathy of 
the Northern Pacific officials  and ad­
vise her that  the company had mailed 
her £ draft  for $4,000 as a  recognit ion 
of the fai thful  service of her husband. 
The company presented Fireman Sul­
l ivan with a  draft  for $1,000.

Police and detective# watch the rai l­
roads and highways entering the city 
and i t  is  the general  belief  that  they 
will  be able at  al l  t imes to fully con­
trol  the si tuation.

READY FOR TRIAL 
Heywood Case Will Attract Attention 

of the Entire Country. 

May Delay Land Patents. 

WASHINGTON, May ".—The recent 
coal land order of Commissioner Bal-
linger of the general land office will 
result in some interference with the 
issuance of patents for lands of entry-
men who are close to deposits of coal 
on government areas. Until the geo­
logical survey shall have completed 
the maps now in course of prepara­
tion, all claims near coal deposits in 
Montana and other western states will 
be liable to being held up until ex­
amination may be made to ascertain 
whether or not it be coal land. 

Furthermore, the burden of proof 
will rest with the settler, who, if the 
question be raised, must satisfy the 
government that his claim is not com 
prised of lands bearing coal which it 
would be profitable to mine. 

Throughout the western states, 
wherever coal has been found, when 
claims come before the general land 
office for examination as to the entry, 
the coal matter will be kept constant­
ly before the officials with a view to 
determining the extent of coal de­
posits, if any. All entries must be 
checked on this score. The rule will 
be that if an entry is near a mine 
which is being workad, it must be 
held up pending a report. 

Commissioner Ballinger wishes to 
carry out this order with the least 
possible annoyance to settlers, and 
has proven his desire along this line 
in numerous ways since taking office 
March 4. At his office the statement 
was made that prior to the reception 
of the maps from the geological sur­
vey there will be more or less of de­
plorable annoyance, which will be 
minimized later. 

BOISE, May 8.—By overruling today 
the motion of the defense for a bill of 
particulars, setting forth what overt 
acts, if any there were, to connect the 
accused with the murder of former 
Gov. Frank Steunenberg, Judge Fre­
mont Wood, of the district of Ada 
county, cleared the way for the trial 
of Wm. Heywood, secretary of the 
Western Federation of Miners, which 
will begin tomorrow morning. Hey­
wood is the first of the four men ac­
cused of complicity in the Steunen­
berg murder to be selected for trial. 
The others, Moyer, Pettibone and 
Orchard, the last of whom is said to 
have made a confession, will be tried 
as circumstances dictate, following 
the conclusion of the proceedings 
against Heywood. 

The victim of the Caldwell  assassin­
ation,  long a conspicuous figure in the 
poli t ical  l ife of the state,  was person 
ally known to hundreds of the ci t izens 
of Ada county,  and personal al ign­
ment and part isanship in the labor 
si tuation,  in which the prisoner and 
his co-defendants were for a  long per 
iod active leaders,  is  quite general ,  
so that  i t  is  at  once a difficult  and 
delicate task to find men free from the 
disqualif ications that  unfit  them for 
the high duty of a  juror.  

Many men who know the community 
very well ,  and who add to their  cal  
culations the further handicap of ap­
prehension of future violence for re 
venge,  take the extreme view that  i t  
wil l  be impossible to secure a  jury 
but the weight of opinion is  against  
this  extreme conclusion.  

Caldwell ,  where Governor Steucen-
berg l ived,  is  the county seat  of Can­
yon county.  A change of venue was 
taken to Boise upon the application 
of the defense,  i t  being contended that  
a  fair  tr ial  at  Caldwell  would be im­
possible.  

A number of socialist  leaders,  in­
cluding editors and speakers,  have 
arrived in the ci ty,  and planned to­
night to hold an informal meeting.  
One of the speakers who arrived today 
from Seatt le,  was requested this  after­
noon to appear before Mayor Haines,  
where he was told that  public agita­
t ion would not be allowed in Boise 
during the continuance of the tr ials .  
This same speaker was here some 
eight months ago and was active in a  
street  corner campaign in the interest  
of the prisoners.  

Street Oratory Forbidden. 

Salaries Are Fixed By Law. 

BOISE,  Idaho,  May 7.—As a pre 
cautionary measure,  street  speaking 
or preaching will  be stopped in Boise 
during the tr ials  of Will iam D. Hey­
wood and the other leaders of the 
Western Federation of Minera for the 
al leged murder of Frank Steunenburg.  
I t  is  feared that  freedom of speech in 
the street  may lead to local  agitat ion 
for  or  agains t  the  pr i soners  and pos­
s ib le  d isorder ,  and  Mayor  Haines  has  
decided tha t  i t  wi l l  ba  be t te r  to  i ssue  
and enforce  a  s t r ic t  order  cover ing  
the  mat ter .  

The  c i ty  cont inues  ent i re ly  qui te  and 
there  i s  not  the  s l ightes t  indica t ion  of  

BUTTE,  May 8.—An opinion was re­
ceived by the county commissioners 
this  morning through the mail  from 
Attorney-General  Galen relat ive to the 
law governing the payment of depu­
t ies '  salaries in the county offices.  
The  opin ion  resul t s  f rom the  reques t  of  
the commissioners and County Asses­
sor Boland for i t ,  after  the deputies 
in Boland's  office said they must have 
pay for extra work or they would re­
turn to the mines.  

Mr.  Galen's  statement is  very plain 
and complete.  He says that  neither 
the county commissioners nor any­
body else has any legal  r ight  to pay 
deputies more than the law prescribes,  
and adds that  i t  wil l  be a  violation of 
their  official  duty and malfeasance if  
the commissioners warrant anything 
of the kind.  He says also that  they 
will  be responsible on their  official  
bond for money paid out in such way 
by them or under their  authority.  

In reference to the threat  of the de­
puties to resign,  he says that  he can 
not believe that  i t  will  be impossible 
for Assessor Boland to find other men 
to take their  places,  and adds that  i t  
is  the duty of Assessor Boland to do 
the best  he can to fai thfully and effici­
ently discharge the duties of his  office,  
and that  he was elected to his office 
and  the  deput ies  took the i rs  wi th  a  fu l  
knowledge ,  presumpt ive ly ,  of  the  com­
pensa t ion  they  would  rece ive .  Mr .  
Galen  says  tha t  the  assessor  i s  an­
swerable  on  h is  bond for  the  fa i thfu l  
conduct  of  h is  of f ice .  The  a t torney 
general  adds:

Eddy, janitor of the high school, and 
one of Lewistown's most respected 
citizens, has been notified that through 
the death of a brother in South Africa, 
he is left an estate valued at from 
140,000 to 950,000, consisting princi­
pally of one of the finest farms in the 
vicinity of Georgetown, South Africa. 
Mr. Eddy will leave before long for 
South Africa to take over the estate. 

GREAT FALLS, May 9.—In the dis­
trict court today Sigfried Ahlberg in­
stituted suit against the Cottonwood 
Coal company operating mines at 
Stockett to recover $30,000 damages 
for alleged personal injuries. He al­
leged that June 29 last, while in the 
employ of the defendant company, he 
was caught under a fall of rock and 
coal, receiving injuries that have sev­
erely crippled him for life and have 
permanently injured hi6 sight. He 
alleges that the company was negli­
gent in not properly timbering the 
mines in which the accident occurred. 

BILLINGS,  May 9.-—E'our members 
of the Barclay family of this  ci ty are 
in the ci ty jai l  charged with robbery.  
James Barclay,  a  ten year old boy,  
has confessed that  he was one of the 
part ies who entered the rear window 
of the Golden Rule store February 15 
last  aud made away with several  hun­
dred dollars from the safe,  which was 
accidentally left  unlocked.  He divided 
the money with his father,  Ii .  C. Bar­
clay,  his  sister ,  Marie Barclay aud a 
smaller  brother,  Roy Barclay.  

BUTTE,  May 9.—Julius Richnitz,  at  
one t ime said to be worth nearly 1100,-
000, died last  night in a  shack iu Wy 
oming street  al ley in the rear of the 
Oxford Hotel ,  surrounded by several  
of his  dope rieud associates.  The de 
ceased was 40 years of age aud a Hun­
garian Jew. He came here from Hel­
ena five or  six years ago and was at  
that  t ime a confirmed user of drugs 
Richnitz was a prosperous Helena 
resident,  but  he lost  heavily some 
years ago through a clever swiudlin 
game and then took to drink aud liu-
al ly the use of morphine.  

They Must Pay Road Tax. 

Supplemental  to a recent  opinion 
Attorney General  Galen l ias rendered 
an opinion elaborating on the collec­
t ion of road taxes,  from whom they 
are due and under what ci icumstau-
ces they may be collected.  In es­
sence,  i t  is  held that  the tu. \  is  due 
from male persons under Uie age of 
f if ty and more than 21,  who have ac­
tually taken up a residence iu the 
county.  No specified t ime is  required 
to subject  the person to the operation 
of the law. Failure to vote is  not  a  
valid excuse nor fai lure to declare an 
intention to reside permanently in the 
county.  

The opinion states that  the r ight  to 
collect  this  tax may be l ikened to the 
r ight  to tax goods of one who tem­
porari ly comes into the state to dis­
pose at  '  t ire sale ' '  or  the l ike.  If  a  
persou can show that  he has an es­
tablished residence elsewhere to which 
he intends to return in seasons of re­
pose when his labor in Montana is  
f inished he cannot be considered a 
resident of the county.  On the other 
hand a person with no fixed residence 
may be taxed when found. 

The opinion came in response to a 
request  from County Attorney Schultz 
of Sanders county.  

Tra in  Robbers  Not Located. 

Bui IE,  May 9 .  —The authorit ies 
staud beaten and baft led in their  pur­
suit  of the scoundrels who wantonly 
shot down l ingineer Frank Clow at  
his post  of duty.  Rumors on rumors 
have poured into the sheriff 's  office 
regarding suspicious characters seen 
at  this ,  that  or  the other place.  Every 
report  has been investigated to no 
purpose.  

One of the men in close touch with 
the criminal element and the would-be 
bad men of Butte stated last night 
that there was scarcely a doubt the 
bandits came to Butte and were here 
•early as soon as the news of the out­
rage was received in Butte. According 
to the best advices obtainable the hold 
up must have occurred about 3:30 
o'clock. It was nearly two hours later 
when the news of the killing of En­
gineer Clow reached Butte, and then 
it was necessary to telephone the news 
from the dispatcher's office in South 
Butte, to the sheriff. It was impos­
sible to get the officers all together 
without loss of considerable time, and 
when they did get together the trans­
portation was not of the best.

HELENA,  May 8.—Copie9 of the laws 
passed at  the last  session of the legi.-? 
lature are now ready for distr ibution 
and are being sant  by Secretary of 
State Voder to county and state of­
ficials .  I t  has been found that  anutn 
ber of blunders have crept  into the 
laws,  ei ther through the carelessness 
of the authors of the bil ls  or  that  of 
the enroll ing clerks.  In the O'Connor 
bil l ,  requiring hotels,  restaurants and 
boarding houses using impure food to 
post  notices to that  effect ,  the law, by 
a  str ict  interpretat ion,  would require 
that  no such notices be posted,  thus 
reversing the desired effect .  The new 
law relat ive to the measuring of hay 
in stacks provides that  after  i t  has been 
iu the stack six months,  such rule 
sha l l  prevai l  i f  i t  La-  been there  three  
months.  The law io regard to the 
sa le  of  meats  makes  i t  apply  to  "de­
ceased ,"  ins tead  of  d iseased  products .

more  wood each year than the four 
together.  The question as to whether 
3U0 or  3,000 trees should remain on an 
acre is  where the real  value Jof scien­
tif ic forestry is  shown. Then, too,  
there  a re  many more  mi l l ions  of  cubic  
feel  which reach maturi ty and|pass off  
to decay,  never thri l l ing tojthe wood­
man's ax.  There are,  however,  very 
few companies in the Phil ippines 
properly equipped to handle large 
logs,  and without master mechanics,  
expert  gang bosses,* in»;fact ,  al l  tha 
skil lful  labor required and without a  
full  s tock of the best  supply material ,  
i t  would be hazardous to move the 
large logs which must be cut  and 
brought to market  if  the forests  are 
to be properly exploited.  A good 
price is  paid in Hongkong for every 
st ick of t imber from the Phil ippines,  
and the American lumbermen with 
modern methods can solve the prob­
lern,  and in doing so they will  not  
only help to educate the adaptable 
Fil ipino as to practical  things,  but  
will  insure him cash wages,  some­
thing unusual in Spanish days.
