Perce 
tage of applications denied, 20 per 
cent. 

Number of marriage licenses issued 
from January 1, 1887, to January 1 
1907. 1,109. Marriages performed and 
certificates returned, l,0o8. 

Percentage of divorce applications 
compared with marriages performed 
in the period mentioned, 21 per cent 
or about one divorce application to 
every five marriages. 

Mr. Starkweather, who is making 
similar examinations in other parts 
of Montana, will next visit Flathead 
county. 

A DIABOLICAL DEED. 
Great Northern Train Wrecked By 

Man Who Must Be Crazy. 

News of the most fiendish crime ever 
committed in northern Montana was 
brought to this city Sunday morning 
by arrivals on the westbound pas­
senger train, who reported that a dis­
astrous wreck on the Great Northern 

few miles east of Havre was caused 
by an alleged crazy man tampering 

ith the switch. The supposed luna­
tic was arrested at the scene of the ac-

ulent, and placed in jail to await 
proper legal proceedings. Threats of 
lynching were made by a few indig­
nant citizens, but better counsel pre-

ailed. 
The wreck resulted in one fatality, 

John Fento, fireman of the derailed 
locomotive, being scalded to death. 
Several of the passengers suffered 
minor injuries from bruises and cuts 
by broken glass, and John Miller, a 
Great Northern cook, was badly 
burned by an explosion of acetyline 
gas due to a breakage in the gas tank 
of the smoking car. Ihe locomotive, 
mail car, baggage car and smoker 
were derailed, but the other care re­
mained on the track. 

In giving a description of the dam* 
age caused by the wre •«, one of the 
passengers says every seat of the 
smoking car was torn irom its fasten' 
ings and forced to the front end of 
the car by the sudden stoppage 
Every window in this car was broken 
out and the escape from death of the 
passengers was miraculous. In the 
rear cars none of the passengers were 
injured, although they all received ï 
hard shaking up. 

During all of the excitement subee 
quent to the wrecking of the train the 
man who was responsible for the terri 
ble accident remained calmly at the 
scene of his crime and passengers 
alighting from the sleepers found him 
sitting upon the timbers upon which 
the switch stand stood. He made no 
attempt to get away and seemed to 
take but little more than a passing in 
terest in the awful scene his act had 
caused. 

He made no attempt at evading re 
sponsiblity for the wreck and to those 
who approached him he said that it 
wa6 his work and tbat he had received 
a message from above telling him to 
do it. He has been identified 
tramp musician who has recently 
visited most of the towns in the Milk 
river valley, and who was known as 

victim of the liquor habit. It is 
stated that he was in the vicinity of 
the wreck for several hours Saturday 
afternoon, aud made frequent 
quiries as to the time the ill fated 
train would arrive at that point. The 
belief is expressed by some that the 
man is not demented, but no other ex 
pi an at ion of his diabolical crime 
can be suggested. 

A coroner's jury was empaneled 
Sunday by Justice W. B. Pyper, 
absence of Coroner D. S. Mackenzie 
to make official report upon the cause 
of the death of the unfortunate fire 
man.
