Immense Area Near Fort Benton Is 

Open To Entry. 

According a Washington dispatch, 
Great,| a large area of public lands in this 

part of northern Montana will soon 
become subject to entry under the 320-
acre homestead law. The first news 
to this effect appears in the following 
press dispatch: 

WASHINGTON, Aug. 9.—Acting Sec­
retary of the Interior Wilson today 
designated 1,658.640 acres more of 
land located in the northwestern part

Will Contest the Sale. 
KALISPELL, Aug. 13. — That the 

state's right to sell the 80-acre tract 
of mountain land adjoining Belton 
station which was recently sold 
auction to the Great Northern Rail­
way company for $75.50 per acre, will 
be determined by contest appears evi­
dent from the methods adopthed by 
the forestry department to reinforce 
its claim to the land, which lies within 
the forest reserve. An order setting 
aside the 80 acres for administrative 
purposes has been issued and rangers 
are throwing a fence around the land. 
The state claimed the tract by right of 
a prior grant by the government, but 
the land was withdrawn and thrown 
into the reserve before the state's title 
was secured, and on this situation 
hangs the contest. 

The land Is worthless for forest re­
serve, being mostly rocks and burnt 
stumps, but it is of incalculable value 
to the railroad as the site for its pa­
latial hotel, which will be built at the 
gateway to the park to accommodate 
the tourist traffic. Tbe object in op­
posing the railroad purchase is not 
apparent, as the land is even useless 
for a ranger headquarters, owing to 
its physical characteristics. 

ASTRONOMY. 
Its Exactness Illustrated by the Dis 

covery of Neptune. 
There is perhaps no more striking 

Illustration of the power of scientific 
method than that relating to the dis 
covery of Neptune in 1846. The planet 
Uranus, until then the outermost 
known member of our solar system, 
refused to follow the path computed 
for It by mathematical astronomers. 
With the progress of time the discrep­
ancies between its predicted and ob 
served positions grew constantly larger 
until in the early eighteen-fortles the 
discordance amounted to fully seven 
ty-flve seconds of arc. This is a small 
angle, not more than oue-twenty-fifth 
the angular diameter of our moon, yet 
a very large angle to refined astron 
omy, for a discrepancy of two seconds 
would have been detected with ease. 
The opinion gradually developed that 
Uranus was drawn from its natural 
course by the attractions of an undis­
covered planet still farther from the 
sun than itself. Adams in 1843 and 
Le Verrier in 1845 independently and 
each without knowledge of the other's 
plans attacked the then extremely dif­
ficult problem of determining the ap­
proximate orbit, mass and position of 
an undiscovered body whose attrac­
tions should produce the perturbations 
observed. Regrettable and avoidable 
delays occurred in searching for the 
planet after Adams' results were com­
municated to the astronomer royal in 
October. 1845. Le Verrler's results 
were communicated to the Berlin ob 
servatory in September, 1846, with the 
request that a search be made. Tbe 
disturbing planet, later named Nep-
tune, was found on the first evening 
that It was looked for less than one 
degree of arc from the position as­
signed by I.e Verrier. If an energetic 
search had been made in England the 
year before the planet would have 
been discovered within two degrees of 
the position assigned by Adams.—Pro­
fessor W. W. Campbell In Popular Sei 
ence Monthly.
