A Flying Trip Made Through Great 
Milk River Valley. 

According to a staff correspondent 
of the Anaconda Standard, who was 
with the senate irrigation committee 
during its visits to the several gov­
ernment projects in Montana, the trip 
of the committee through the Milk 
river valley did not afford opportu­
nity for extended interviews with set­
tlers in several localities. The story 
of the trip says in part: 

From Culbertaoo, in the eastern 
part of the state, to Havre the trip of 
the senate committee on irrigation re­
sembled a political speech-making 
tour. Word was sent ahead of the 
hour when tbe special train wauld ar­
rive, and at each place there were 
crowds awaiting tbe arrival of the 
visitors. 

From the rear platform Senator Car­
ter told tbe people what the irrigation 
service and congress expected to do 
for them when the obstacles which 
now stood In the way could be re­
moved. They were promised that tbe 
Milk river valley would be one of 
the first places to which attention 
would be given when there could be 
secured tbe necessary funds with 
which to build the canal. Senator 
Carter made the promises. He was 
followed by Senators Flint and War­
ren, who told the delighted audiences 
how their senior representative in the 
Benate had buffaloed all the other 
senators and secured the big slice of 
tbe irrigation appropriation for his 
state. 

The visit to Culbertson was at the 
suggestion of President Hill of the 
Great Northern railroad, who thought 
that as tbe trip could be made at night, 
the committee could view the Fort 
Peck reservation and the Milk river 
valley on the return during tbe day. 

From Culbertson they were taken 
up to Glasgow where the big demon' 
stration of the afternoon was held. 
Here they had a band in attendance 
and an exhibit of conditions about 
the town, with and without water. On 
a water wagon was a big sign read­
ing, "Welcome, We Want Water. 
Another wagon contained a magnifi­
cent exhibition of the fruits of agri 
culture. The wheat, corn, potatoes 
turnips and beets were such as to ex­
cite admiration. This bore tbe sign, 
"Results With Irrigation." On an­
other wagon were some sickly looking 
specimens of grain and these were la­
beled, "Results Without Irrigation.' 
On a dilapidated wagon, the front 
locomotion of which was an oil barrel 
and drawn by a huge bay horse and a 
tiny mare, sat one made to represent 
au aged settler of the Milk river val 
ley. He was Daniel McKay of Malta 
Mr. McKay was introduced as the 
spokesman of the people of the valley 

"Senators," he said, "we want wa 
ter. Give us here in this valley the 
price of a battleship that we may use 
it in makining this part of our coun 
try a glorious valley that will smile 
for us and our children and our chil 
dren's children for a thousand years 
We ask you to do your duty and pro 
vide for the people of this valley the 
greater blessings of raising fertile 
crops and making a glorious paradise 
We call on you, senators, to help us.' 

Senator Carter mounted a wagon 
A little girl pushed her way to the 
front and handed him a bouquet. The 
miss was rewarded with a senatorial 
kiss. Senator Chamberlain later made 
known the fact that one little girl told 
him Senator Carter generally kissed 
tbe mothers also. Good cheer was 
poured into the ears of the gathering 
by the speeches which followed. 

At Malta there was another stop of 
ten minutes, where another red coated 
band blew a welcome, and here a few 
more cheerful speeches were made 
A dozen times the train was stopped 
long enough to inspect tbe partially 
completed structure which is going to 
provide a great reservoir for irrigat 
ing the valley. At Chinook a short 
stop for speeches was made. 

A large portion of Havre turned out 
to welcome the senators. They were 
escorted to the Havre hotel, the local 
band leading the way. Here a bi 
meeting was held. L Newman pre 
sided and introduced Senator Carter 
and the other senators, who repeated 
their speeches of the day, with a few 
local complimentary additions.

Bridge and Construction Co., and 
Charles G. Sheely. 

After considering the various prop­
ositions, that of O. E. Peppard for 
three steel bridges was accepted, the 
prices being as follows: The bridge 
at Wagner, 89,240; the McNamara 
lane bridge near Big Sandy, 92,011; 
the Battram lane bridge, 81,926. Mr. 
Peppard's bids were found to be 8329 
less than those of the next lowest 
bidder.

Biggest Fleece In the World. 

One of the exhibits in the agricul 
tural building at tbe Seattle exposi 
tion that will interest Montana sheep 
men and others, is a fleece of wool 
that is claimed to be a record breaker 
A news item descriptive of the exhibit 
says: 

Columbia county, Wash., presents 
as the most striking feature of its ex 
ploitation exhibit in the Agricultural 
building at the exposition four enor 
mous fleeces of wool clipped from 
sheep raised in that county, all 
them of phenomenal size, and the 
largest claimed to be tbe largest fleece 
ever sheared from a single sheep. All 
four were sheared from sheep belong 
ing to Representative R. A. Jackson 
of that county this year and the wool 
of each of them is of exceptional 
quality as well as the fleecess being of 
phenomenal size. 

Tbe smallest of tbe four fleeces 
weighs 42 pounds, the next 48 pounds 
the third 52 pounds and the largest 
the record-breaker, 67i pounds. The 
sheep from which the largest fleece 
was clipped is a French Merino ram 
and probably tbe largest sheep ever 
raised in Washington, weighing some 
ting over 300 pounds immediately af 
1er the fleece was removed.

Federal Court Will Be Busy. 
HELENA, August 21.—The federal 

grand jury will be convened here 
September 2, Judge Hunt today order 
iDg a venire of sixty names to be 
drawn from the jury box to report 
that date. Only names of residents of 
Lewis and Clark, Jefferson, Broad 
water, Meagher, Cascade, Powell 
Deer Lodge and Granite counties were 
drawn. 

In the last 18 months criminal busi 
ness in the federal court has greatly 
increased and more frequent sessions 
of the grand jury have become neces­
sary. Whether this due to an in­
crease in crime or to greater activity 
on the part of the officers, is a ques­
tion. Between 60 and 70 cases will be 
considered by this grand jury. 

October 4, Judge Hunt will go to 
Great Falls and expects to hold court 
there all that week. The week follow­
ing court will be held in Helena, and 
then October 18 the trial of cases in 
Butte will begin, continuing until the 
middle of November. 

The Helena docket is now far behind, 
and criminal cases In which Indict­
ments were found by the grand jury 
last December have not been acted 
upon, while not a single case reported 
by tb* last grand jury in the spring, 
except where the defendants pleaded, 
has been tried. The civil docket is in 
tbe same shape, and if business in­
creases at tbe rate it has for the past 
few months, it will soon take two 
years for a litigant to secure a hear­
ing.
