With the Indictment
by the grand jury of four state sena-
tors on a charge of sollciting bribes,
of three state representatives on the
same charge and the indictment of
the sergeaut-at-arms of the senate, ac-
cused of alding, nbetting and procur-
ing in the solicitation of a bribe and
acting as n “go-between,” it has, how-
ever, crystallized into a tangible some-
thing that bids fair to exhbibit a mush-|
roomw growth.

The Indictments returned were
against Senator Isaac E. Huffman, a
lawyer and a Democrat from the
Fourth  district,
living at Oxford;

Benator L. R.
Andrews, lawyer
and Republican
from the Eighth
district, living at
Ironton; Senator Edgar T. Crawford,
merchant and Republican from Car-
roll county; Representative George B.
Nye, physiclan and Democrat from
Pike county, living at Waverly; Rep-
resentative Andrew Clark Lowry, phy-
siclap, Republican, from Lawrence
county, living at Ironton; Representa-
tive J. Owens, merchant, Democrat,
from Stark county, and Andrew J.
Diegle of Sandusky, sergeant-at-arms
of the senate. He is a Democrat and
was formerly a hotel manager at Put-
in-Bay. All gave bonds.

Many and devious were the wiles the
small army of lobbyists that make Co-
Jumbus their headquarters sought to
exercise over some legislators, accord-

Certain solons who bave taken part
in these little pleasure jaunts ure said
| to be in dire fear and trembling lest
(he!r constituents at home “learn how
they spend their leisure hours and in-
fer that their duties as representatives
of the people are but avocational."”

The habit among legisiators of bor-
rowing mouney from omnipresent lobby
ists with pockets stuffed with the
“ready necessary” is said to have been
common at Columbus.

Several measures have been men-
tioned in connection with the search
for alleged corruption, among them the
public utilities bill, the 1 per cent tax-
ation measure, bills to abandon por-
tions of caoals, bills for ship canals,
the optometry bill and that requiring
examination of civil service mining en-
gineers.

The Denouement.
The denouement in the bipartisan
alleged corruption and bribery cases
. came on April
20, when Rep-
resentative Nye
made public
charge that two
$100 bribes had
been offered him
by F. 8. Harri-
son, David M.
Barry and A, C.
Balley, who, he
declared, were
lobbyists, with a
$6,000 corruption
fund in their
REPRESENTATIVENYE occacgion,

Ouve joint aflidavit signed by Nye
charged Bailey and Barry with pay-
ing him $100 on April 15 on the nine
hour bill, Harrison, Bafley and Barry
remained in jail overnight and then
sprang thelr coup on May 1, when
they announced that they were detec-
tives In the employ of the W. J. Burns
ngency.

The Burns operatives have a ver-
batim report of the conversations be-
tween themselves and the lezlslnlorn
they naccuse of
being corrupt,
taken down at
the couferences
in their rooms at
a hotel. An in-
strument called
tbhe dictaphone,
which transmits
the slightest
whisper, was
employed anpd
hidden under a
couch In the
room where the SERGEANT-AT-ARMS
already suspi- DIEGLE.
clous legislators failed to find It. A
stenographer In an adjoining room
took down their words in sbhorthand.

The grand jury bas declined to in-
dict the detectives for bribery of the
legislators. Expert legal advice has
it thut they are !mmune from prose-
cution. Inasmuch as they committed

ing to the testimony given before the

bribery iu order to get evidence.
