FINANCED by business men of 
national prominence whose 
combined wealth runs into the 
hundreds of millions and w!in 

will conduct it as they would a private 
business affair, a new religious cru­
sade is spreading through the United 
States and Canada. So farreacliint* 
and important will It be that its spon­
sors declare nothing like it is recorded 
In the previous history of the human 
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race since the reformation, and its pro­
moters proclaim it will surpass in Its 
effect the crusades of history. 

It differs from all previous religious 
crusades in that the supreme effort is 
to take the church to the people rather 
than the people to the church, and it. 
will be characterized by n spirit of 
broad humanity, by the personal con­
tact of the workers with those needlug 
uplift rather than by the mere preach­
ing of the gospel to gathered thou­
sands. 

The first actual work began recently 
In New York when James G. Canuon, 
president of the Fourth Natioual bank 
and chairman of the entire movement, 
entertained at dinner the thirty men 
who are going out to give the lirst 
Impetus to a task which Involves visits 
to ninety of the leading cities on the 
North American continent and from 
which the work will be mushroomed 
until it reaches the smallest crossroads 
towns in Canada and the United 
States. 

Large Employers Interested. 
In the chain of big cities extending 

from the Atlantic to the Taciflc coast 
in this country and in the big cities 
of Canada extraordinary efforts are to 
be made to reach all of the people. 
In New York, Chicago, St. Louis, Chi 
elnnatl, Denver and San Francisco and 
cities to tho north and south of tlii 
line large stores and big corporation 
bave agreed to give to their employee 
from one to two hours a day in which 
to listen to the addresses that will bo 
made to them in their stores and work­
shops. 

There is to be, according to the pro­
moters of the movement, no sectarian 
ism, no sensationalism and little oi 
no evangelical exhortation in the work 
The plan is as far as possible to take 
every man by the hand, to help him 
in material things if he needs help 
and thus infold him in the Christhu 
faith. 

A Stupendous Undertaking. 
Harry Arnold, a layman, conceived 

this great religious move while asso 
dated with tho work of the Young 
Men's Christian association and in 
furtherance of the plan called several 
meetings of the heads of the organ 
lzatlon. All of them discouraged the 
Idea as being so stupendous as to be 
Impracticable, but finally he enlisted 
the aid of Frederick B. Smith, a re 
llgious worker of note, and through 
him reached with bis idea practically 
all of the leaders of the Frotestant 
faiths In North America, and work 
was begun. 

Now, with the preliminary plans prac-

tically completed, there are more than 
8,000 prominent men in this country 
and Canada actively engaged in the 
cause, which is known as "the men 
and religious forward movement." 
Special effort is to be given to Chris­
tianizing the bpyhood of the two coun­
tries. 

Every worker in the immense move­
ment is expected to find at least one 
boy who needs guidance and is to tell 
that boy that he is his "pal" and his 
confidant and learn from him the cause 
of his lonesomeness and unhappiness 
and apply the remedy.

brotherhood of America, the Brother­
hood of St. Andrew and the United 
Presbyterian brotherhood.

Will Work In Teams. 
The field force consists of thirty 

workers, and the middle west Is the 
first battlefield. The force is divided 
into teams, and each team Is to the 
movement what a faculty is to a col­
lege. The teams are made up of ex 
perts. They are evangelists, Bible 
teachers, missionary leaders, social 
service lecturers, men accustomed to 
solve big problems and offhand speak­
ers to men In shops and In the streets. 
They go to different cities and hold 
institutes for eight days in each. 
They then move on the next city. In 
this way it is expected that college 
sessions will be held in about ninety 
cities between now and next May. 
Men from the large cities will hold 
extension Institutes in small cities 
near them. 

Among the faculty members will be 
the Rev. David Itussell, just hero 
from South Africa; Frederick B. 
Smith, head of the Young Men's 
Christian association religious depart 
ment; the Rev. Charles Stelzle of the
