Maaoy of the local homesteaders were
of the opinlon that such agood show-
fog for improvements and cultivation
were evident that the contestant could
pnot win out, however, the secretary
decided in favor of the contestant,
Eva J. Underwood.

The decision reads: ‘‘Improvements,
Do matter how extensive and expens-
ive, do not take the place of residence,

which 18 & prime and esseotial re-
quisite of the homestead law.” This
will glve many local homeasteaders s
‘‘bunch,”’ for land in vorthern Mon-
tana is getting valuable, sod many
newcomers coming fn prefer land
pear town than out eeveral miles, and
would not object to contesting.

For School Sections.

HELENA, Jan. 2. —Governor Norrla
has recelved a telegram from Acting
Becretary A. F. Potter of the depart-
ment of agricnlture advizing h'm the
sgreement had been signid by which
the &' ut+ will acquire a compaet body
of timber and containing between 400,-
000 und 500,000 acrer, in exchange for
its uneurveyed school sections 16 and
36 within national foreste. The Mon-
tana delegation in coogress s work-
fog for ao appropriatiin of 825,000 to
cover the government’s share of the
expense of appraisiog the lands in-
volved io the treoefer, aud when the
Mootaoa | girluture authorizes s
similar expepditure, the actual trane-
fer will be made,

The consummatls = * this deal, with
the procecdings beu..J it, e probably
the biggest accomplishment of the wd-
ministration of Governor Norris, more
thao a million acres of land belog in-
volved, which urc worth not less than
$20,000,000.

Three or four years ago the depart.
ment of the loterior ruled that when a
natiooal forest wae created, the title
of the state to unrurveyed school sec-
tions 16 and 38 was automarically ex-
tioguished. The usiate resisted the
contention, and when the goveroment
approved the survey of a section near
Belton withino the Klathead forest, after
the forest had been created, the lsnd
board directed the state land ageant to
take possession. The forestry officials
resloted, and reports sppeared in the
newepapers there was a likellhood of
the state militin being called out to
enforce the claim of the state. The
reason the swate forcivly took posses-
slon of the seciion was to luy & basls
for attackioy the loterior department’s

ruliog in the United States supreme
