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LOS ANGELES AQUEDUCT. 
Water Supply Brought 250 Miles From 

a Snow Fed R-iver. 
Los A.n>re!i's. since the founding of 

the pueblo in 17S1. Itus drawn her 
water for domestic uses from the Los 
Angeles river. Enrl.v in 1U02, when the 
city began the inmiiw-iiml operation of 
its waterworks, it became apparent 
that the supply Irom tills source was 
receding and (hat unless oilier sources 
Were found the very rapid growth of 
the community must he brought to a 
standstill. Investigation on the part 
of the engineers of the federal govern­
ment and of the city revealed the fact 
that no sufficient quantity for the me­
tropolis they had in mind existed along 
the western face of the coast range. 

After two and one-half years of con­
tinuous investigation the municipality 
in sheer desperation determined to go 
250 miles northward to the Owens val­
ley and there divert the flow of a river 
fed by the everlasting snows of the 
Sierras which should guard the city 
against the then omnipresent thirst. 

Rising in the Sierras near the bounda­
ries of Yosemite park and flowing in a 
fenorally southerly direction, the peren­
nial Owens river drains the eastern 
faro of the Sierras (the Inyo range is 
negligible In figuring the rain crop) 
and w^h a basin of 3.200 square miles 
of mountainous, thinly populated coun­
try. flows into the Owens lake, an al­
kaline body of water without outlet. 
Bltuated on the northern edge of the 
Mohave desert. From this river and 
the many small tributaries which the 
aqueduct Intercepts In the Owens val­
ley the city Is the complete owner of 
a permanent water supply. 

As now constructed the Los Angele* 
aqueduct is designed to deliver a dally 
flow of 20.000 miner's Indies. 258.000.-
000 gallons. Into the Impounding reser­
voirs at Its outlet In the San Fernando 
valley, twenty-four miles northwest of 
the city of Los Angeles. This con­
stant flow is assured through the series 
of impounding reservoirs. 

At its intake the aqueduct has an 
elevation of 3.812 feet above sea level: 
at the outlet the elevation Is 1.401 feet 
above sea level. The elevation of the 
steps of the Los- Angeles city hall is 
270 feet. Built to permit of a gravity 
flow throughout, the water will enter 
the Intake of the aqueduct to gush 
from the consumer's spigot—Engineer­
ing Magazine. 

ELECTRIC CIRCUITS. 
of New Method of Remote Control 

Light and Power 8witchea. 
Turning oil and off the electric lights 

connected to a distant service circuit 
has been a problem that has hitherto 
been met in three ways—by sending 
a man to manually switch on the lights 
In the evening and switch them off 
again in the morning, by clockwork 
switching devices set to operate at a 
predetermined hour and by utilizing 
a prepayment meter to open the circuit 
when a determined amount of energy 
shall have been consumed, says the 
Scientific American. A new method 
of remote control of lighting and power 
circuits whereby such circuits may be 
closed at any time from the central 
station (as, for example, to cover the 
contingency of a sudden fog and vary­
ing hours of darkness) has been de­
vised, utilizing a special current super­
posed on the main lighting current, 
whether the latter is alternating or 
direct. 

The new system is particularly adapt­
ed to the control of street lighting cir­
cuits. In the application of this method 
to alternating current service a "rip­
ple" or alternating current of higher 
frequency than the actual frequency 
of the service current is sent out over 
the mains for an instant, actuating a 
local switch operating relay perma­
nently connected to the mains, but de­
signed to be sensitive only to the "rip­
ple" frequency. In the application to 
direct current service a condenser In­
cluded in the relay circuit acts to pre­
vent consumption of energy in the 
relay except during the moment of 
passage of the alternating current 
ripple which traverses the condenser 
In operating the relay.

Tan Bark as a Fuel. 
Perhaps the most important of waste 

fuels In the United States has been 
speut tanbark. A rough estimate would 
indicate that this material generated a 
few years ago an amount of steam 
that would have otherwise required 
the yearly consumption of about 2,000,-
000 tons of high grade coal. Yet thl3 
valuable fuel was at one time consid­
ered a mere detriment and an expense 
to the leather industry. It was dis­
posed of by dumping It into rivers, fill­
ing in waste ground and by making 
roads with it, often necessitating the 
paying out of large sums for Its dispo­
sition. This strikingly illustrates a case 
of how the Improvement of a furnace 
converted a hitherto supposed com­
bustible into a valuable waste fuel of 
the autocombustible class and shows 
bow an enermous waste was convert­
ed into an equally great economy.—En­
gineering Magazine. 

BOOKS AND MAGAZINES. 
In Summer Speolal Care Should Bo 

Taken With Library. 
Magazines quickly serve their day. 

They are read, tossed aside and for­
gotten in anticipation of the next 
month's Issue. Occasionally they are 
preserved In the form of bound vol­
umes. These bound volumes are In­
teresting, and shelves of them reach­
ing back for many years are valuable. 

Serial stories can be taken out and 
bound. Any one who understands 
bookbinding can get really beautiful 
books In this way, but the woman who 
does not understand this art can cover 
pieces of pasteboard a little larger than 
the magazine page with cloth, careful­
ly folded over and pasted down on the 
wrong side about the edges, the Inside 
of the cover made neat by a square of 
cloth or paper pasted over the edges of 
the covering of the other side. Two 
of these covers, with half a dozen holes 
punched half an inch from the back 
edges, can be fastened together over 
the story by means of silk cords run 
through neat corresponding holes in the 
pages of the story. 

Books demand great care in the sum­
mer. The dampness which collects in 
unused houses Is bad for them, and so 
are darkness and dust, other attributes 
of the house vacated for the summer. 
Dust is avoidable in summer, for the 
books, if they are not protected by 
glass doors, can be covered with 
newspapers tacked over the shelves or 
with strips of heavy muslin. Damp­
ness is almost unavoidable In an emp­
ty house. And darkness, unless glass 
doors protect the books, is also un­
avoidable. If the books are under 
glass leave the room where they are 
shelved as bright and light as possible. 

Melting Points of Fire Bricks. 
According to the United States bu­

reau of standards the melting points 
of fire bricks are as follows: The most 
common fire brick, or those made of 
clay of which the main ingredient is 
kaolin, will melt at a temperature 
ranging from '2,831 to 3,137 degrees F.; 
bauxite brick, from 2.0-1!) to 3.245 de-
gives; silica brick, from 3.»K)2 to 3,101 
degrees; ch.romite brick, at 3.722 de­
grees. and magnesia brick, at 4.02!> de­
grees These melting points, which 
represent the lowest temperature at 
which a small piece <>f the brick could 
be distinctly seen to flow, were deter­
mined in an electric vacuum furnace, 
the temperature being measured with 
an optical pyrometer.
