lash the man. became transfixed in A

position, as immouveable as a piece of
statuary. Ile was in the act of rais-
ing le shovel when attacked. Ills
right hand tightly clutched the f
shovel handle near its end and the
left hand near the middle. His left
leg was advanced and slightly bent at
the knee, while the blade of the
shovel pointed at au inclination of
about 30 degrees.
