Padded Claim.

MRS. O'GRADY THEN DISAPPROVES ENTIRE CLAD;

The latest Dolin mandamus case
against the County Auditor, praying
Judge Comer to call Mrs. O'id
into court and order her to audit one
of his "phoney" claims, .wc~ is
padded and illegal and whic tr:amn
all appearances is - fraudulent mad
perjured, came Up for hearlag last
Monday afternso. Assistant Coun-
ty Attorney Culde appeared feebly
for the county auditor and Babcock
& Ellery appeared for Mr. Dolin.

Mrs. O'Grady went on the witness
stand in her own behalf and explain-
ed to the court that the reason that
the claim had not been audited was
because that Mr. Dolin had failed and
neglected and refused to bring her
proofs of publications in order that
she could measure up the publica-
tiuns and comnissioners proceedings
in order to determnine whether he had
billed the county honestly or other-
wise. She has requested him
to iroduce the proofs again and
aga•m, and that upon the furnishing
of the proofs desired she was ready
and willing to audit the claims im-
mediately.
