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company alias Montana Development association. We are linter
ssted in Mr. Galen, because he, like Mr. Story, has been iod0tlted
of *me. On June 13, 1917, the United States district court for
th f dltrlet of Montana found Galen "GUILTY OF MISBEHAVI-
OR, OBSTRUCTING THE ADMINISTRATION OF JUSTICE55
In a criminal case and fined him $500.00. The United States der-
cult court of appeals, sitting at San Francisco, indorsed this con-
viction of uilty, and the supreme court of the United States of
Amerlea, sitting at Washington, refused to hear his appeal from
his conviction for obstructing justice.

Those who sought in these high courts to save the reputae
tion and lberty of the gentleman who wishes as an associate of
Justice Holloway to sit i/ th court that condemned the misap-
propriator of the ppgple'is ,ipey, Mr. Story, Jr., are such well
known friends of freedom ass Mr. L. O. Beans, chief counsel for
the A. C. M., Gunn & Rasch of Helena, and counsel for the Mon-
tana Development association; Montana counsel for the Northern
Pacific railroad, Wm. Wallace of New York city, formerly counsel
for the same railroad, now counsel for the Butte & Superior Cop-
per company one of the contributors to the "sinking fund" of
$250,000.00 OF THE MONTANA DEVELOPMENT ASSOCIA.
TION; Charles Donnelly of St. Paul, formerly chief counsel for
the same railroad, and elected last week to the office of president
ofthat railroad. .....

This crime of Galen is a long story. Liun most crimes, i
has its origin in another crime. The Northwestern Trustee
company made a specialty of robbing widows and orphans, using
the mails to defraud them. Burton K. Wheeler, then United
State district attorney, undertook to send the officers, directors
and principal stockholders, both Inside and outside official life to
the .penitentiary at Leavenworth,.a place used principally to con-
fine labor leaders and other friends of freedom. Only two of the
crooks were'convicted. The jury was tampered with.

The clients of Galen and Kelly were: William Ray, at the
time of his trial state treasurer, thereafter assistant cashier of
the Metals Bank of the A. C. M., last week made assistant tax
agent for this company and the Montana Power company; A. M.
Alderson, at the time of his trial secretary of state, thereafter
lobbyist and snoop for the State Contcil of Defense and directly
in the employ of the A. C. M., in the defeat of the right of the
people to vote on a compensation law for wage earners.

Mr. Wheeler was unafraid then as he is unafraid now. For
justice then as he is for justice now, he haled before the bar of
justice, Galen, former attorney general, powerful in the political
and industrial life of Montana, chairman of the State Exemption
board under the Draft law. And Mr. Wheeler convicted this man
of obstructing justice. Galen took his case to the circuit court
of appeals. Wheeler followed him there and again convicted him.
Galen then went with the brand of crime upon him to the highest
court in the republic. There again Mr. Wheeler had the convic-
tion affirmed. For this case Wheeler earned the hate and malice
and the venom of the United enemies of law and order. Fortun-
ately the courts of the United States, the ones that function under
the constitution, have settled for all time the relative merits of
an honest United States district attorney and a dishonest candi-
date for associate justice of the supreme court of Montana.

Here is the record. Read it to the end.
The United States court said:
"IN VIEW OF AND UPON THESE FINDINGS THE CON-

CLUSION MUST BE AND IS THAT RESPONDENTS' BEHA-
VIOR CONSTITUTED MISBEHAVIOR OBSTRUCTING AD-
MINISTRATION OF JUSTICE AS CHARGED AND THEY ARE
AND EACH OF THEM IS FINED IN THE AMOUNT OF $500.00
AND COSTS."
- ONE OF THESE CONVICTS IS ALBERT J. GALEN, THE
KIND OF A MAN THAT THE ANACONDA COPPER MINING
COMPANY, THE MONTANA POWER COMPANY AND THE
MONTANA DEVELOPMENT ASSOCIATION WANT ON THE
SUPREME COURT TO PASS ON THE LIFE. LIBERTY AND
PROPERTY OF YOU AND YOUR FAMILY AND YOUR
NEIGHBOR'S LIFE, LIBERTY AND PROPERTY.

Again the court says:
"IT FOLLOWS THAT JURORS MUST NOT BE SUBJECT-

ED,TO ANY VARIETY OF INFLUENCE OUTSIDE THE JURY
BOX. THE LAW FORBIDS IT."

THIS FOR THE CANDIDATE FOR THE SUPREME
COURT. THIS FOR THE MAN WHO WOULD WEAR THE
ROBE OF PURITY AND PASS UPON YOU AND JUDGE YOU
AND IMPRISON YOU AND TAX YOU, AND MAYHAP, IF
THE MASTER SAID THE WORD, HANG YOU.

Again the court says to Mr. Galen. Mark the words address-
ed to a man who would sit on the highest tribunal of the state of
Montana:

"ANY SUSPICION THAT JURORS HAVE BEEN IMPRO-
PERLY INFLUENCED, TAMPERED WITH, IS INTOLER-
ABLE; FOR IT IMPAIRS PUBLIC CONFIDENCE IN JURIES
AND VERDICTS, CREATES DOUBT OF THE COURT'S ABILI-
TY TO DO JUSTICE, LESSENS RESPECT FOR LAW, INCITES
VIOLATIONS OF LAW, AND ENCOURAGES PRIMITIVE
FORCE TO AVENGE OR REMEDY WRONGS, ENDANGERS
PERSONS AND PROPERTY, BREEDS MOBS, RIOTS, AND
LYNCH LAW, AND MAKES FOR DISORDER, CRIME AND
ANARCHY."

And again the court speaks to and of Mr. Galen in this
fashion:

"IT IS MOST DISTURBING TO REMEMBER THAT, RE-
SPONDENTS' CLIENTS CHARGED WITH FELONY, WARN-
ER ENTERED THE JURY ROOM AND DELIBERATED UPON
HIS VERDICT (OF ACQUITTAL) WITH KELLY'S PROMISE
AND GALEN'S EXTENDED HOPE AT LEAST, THAT AF~'ER
THE VERDICT THEY, MEN OF RANK AND INFLUENCE,
WOULD GRANT HIM FAVORS ARDENTLY DESIRED AND
SOLICITED BY HIM."

And there is a lot more, but is not this enough?
Again we wish to inquire of Judge Hololway, are you going

to vote for Mr. Galen for associate justice of the supreme court,
along. with Story, Jr., convicted by you of wrotgfually taking pub-
lic money and along with Stewart, for secretary of state, who
sends the people's money to Sears, Roebuck and others outside of
Montana? Speak up, Judge, the people have a right to know.

It was built and is
owned by the Anavonda Copper Mining Company. The Ford building and the
First National Bank building are two of the finest office buildings in Great
Falls.)

Sen. Dixon is now going up and down the state, reading afldavits about
the taxes in North Dakota. He is srying nothing about the taxes in Mon-
tana. Over at Avondale, a farmer asked the Senator to talk a while on the
tax conditions in Montana, but the profiteer's candidate frankly admitted
that he did not.know anything about Montana taxes. Yet Mr. Dixon wants
to be governor of the Treasure State.

It is men of the striple of Mr. Shirley Ford of Great Falls, who are
peddling the propaganda about taxes in North Dakota: men who before the
farmers took over the government of that state were paying taxes just the
same way as Mr. Shirley Ford is paying taxes in the city of Great FalIs,
but who are now paying their fair share of the taxesin'North Dakota, thanks
to the farmers.
The Nonpartisan League promised the people of North Dakota to do this
very thing and the League kept its promise, the first political organization
in the United States to do so, and if the Nonpartisan League and the Mon-
tana Labor League is given the government in Montana, it will keep its
promises in this state: the huge corporations will pay their just share of
taxes, just the same as the farmers and laborers.

And that will mean that while the gigantic interests in this state will
pay a lot more taxes, the farmers will pay in proportion, a lot less. Now,
Sen. Dixon is worrying about the land sharks and speculators, and is phono.
graphing their squeal, yet at the same time he avoids all mention of the
fact that while the Anaconda Copper Mines are producing four times the
wealth each year, than is produced on the Montana farms, yet that company
is paying only 8/zI per cent of the taxes while the farmers are paying 32 peg
cent of the taxes: He just talks about North Dakota and Russia and free
love-the senator does not know anything about Montana.

Now the facts are these: North Dakota pays a per cdhita tax, including
taxes for state, township, village, city and school and soldiers' bonus tax, of
$16, while Montana pays on the same, without the soldiers' bonus, a per capi-
ta tax of $37 or over twice as much as North Dakota.

The Nonpartisan League in North Dakota is only responsible for state
tax levies alone. Compare state tax levy of North Dakota with the state
tax levy of Montana, and we find that Dakota pays $2.30 and Montana $3.70
per capita.

In point of financial condition, North Dakota ranks fourth in the Union,
while Montana is at the bottom of the lists, and while North Dakota is prac-
tically out of debt, Sheridan county, Montana, alone is in debt over a million
dollars, or 10'times as much as the indebtedness of the State of North Dako-
ta.
