His sister was standing near the|

desk a few feet away, but neither
recognised the other, and she
presently went up to the parlor
After a few minutes, Olinger
asked Frank Murray, the clerk,
who wished to see him. Murray
said nothing about the person
who was looking for him, but led
him to the parlor.

The meeting between the brother
and sister, who were entire
strangers, was a most affecting
one, and Olinger, who had known
nothing of his sister’s where-
abouts, was greatly astonished,

Olinger has a daughter, Mrs.
Mead, liviag in this city, and he
immediately took &his newly
found sister to the home of her
niece.

Advertising Thai Pays.

The business man advertises
that he may secure custom and
build up his business. To him
the right kind of advertising is
of supreme importance. As a
wise man he wants the best re-
turns for the money he invests.

Considerable light is afforded
by the recent strike in Butte.
For weeks no paper was publish-
ed and business men and theatre
managers were at their wits end
to know how to acquaint the pub-
lic with what they had to offer in
the line of business and amuse-
ment. Bill-boards and dodgers
were used but the results were
not satisfactory. Business fell
off from one-quarter to one-half,

Now here was an experience
on a sufficiently large scale and
of sufficient length to enable the
people concerned to estimate the
value of various kinds of adver-
tising. The verdict unanimous-
ly favered newspaper advertise-
ments. That there is a certain
value in other forms is admitted,
but there is nothing like leberal,
judicious, and attractively dis-
played advertising in the home
paper to promote quick and large
sales.

There is no secret about it.

One great fault with bill-board .

advertising is that people have
to go where it is to see it. It is
just the reverse with the news-
paper ad. The paper goes regu-
larly into the home and is read
from beginning toend. This is
a very great advantage to the
advertiser. Again, a man cannot
often change the announcement
on a bill-board, nor send some
one every week to disficure land-
scapes with painted signs. It
may do once in a great while bat
not as a regular thing, and what
the business man needs is to con-
tinuously and in taking manner
draw the attention of the public
to his business. This his home
paper enables him to do without
trouble to himself, at a compara-
tively low cost, and in the. most
effective manner.

Lumber Rates Reduced.

Helena, July 25.—Practically
the same lumber rates that were
in effect on the Northern Pacific
prior to the first of this month
will again be effective twenty

| days after certified copies of the

tariff schedule are served on the
company. This is practically a
reduction of about 25 per cent
over the present rate. Under
the new rates there has been a
grouping of terminal rates on
which intermediate rates will be
based. The terminal points fix-
ed are Helena, Butte, Anaconda,
Livingston, Billings and Wibaux.
The matter was adjusted at an
informal hearing. J. G. Wood-
worth, traffic manager of the
Northern Pacific, says that the
new tariff is unsatisfactory to
the company.
