AT SAINT LOUIS.
The entires and other decorations 

mi the great, exposition buildings a t 
St. Louis promise to be the best the 
world lias ever known, and this is j 
due largely to a simple discovery 
that permits the unlimited reproduc­
tion of the finest and mot in tricate ' 
• losigns.

The statue or piece to he repro­
duced is first rib d and then covered 
with a layer of clay about two inches 
thick. Over . is pint a coat of 
platt r-of-pa: ;s. being first taken off 
.m sections After the (lay has boon 
taken away the outer shell is re­
pine, i and Mu' space between is 
pouted 'nil of gelatin After it bo- 
'  e n t e s  ' tiff M is taken off in sections 
with tlii- alt r -led! and is again put. 
together without tire, original core 
and is ready to lie used in reproduc­
ing tin- statue or decoration. For 
this purpose "staff " is used, which is 
a  light fllnotis piaster firrl used for 
the same purpose tit. the Chicago 
world's fair. The advantage of the 
gelatin mold is in its flexibility 
which permits the intricate parts 
and "undercuts” to he withdrawn 
without injut-j to the mold. The gel­
atin is tough and flexible and can be 
list'd as many times as desired. The 
process is inexpensive, while the 
work is perfect in the tlnost did ails.

A N  A L A R M I N G  P R O P O S I T I O N .

Congressman Dixon’s bill to con­
struct a wire fence along the Can­
adian boundary between Lake of the 
Woods and Point Roboris, equipped 
with an electric contrivance to con­
vey warnings to inspectors and offi­
cers that an inroad was being made 
'ivy Chinamen to Uncle Saint’s do­
mains. svems bo have some little 
ln<e r.it. The dispatches of the past 
few days announce that Chinese la­
borers are rushing into Canada by 
the hundreds, and on every steamer 
from the. orient they are arriving on 
«■onto to British Columbia.

The cause for the sudden influx 
into Canada lies in the fact that the 
Canadian government recently enact­
ed a law by which every Chinaman 
landing on British soil after January 
1. will he compelled to i*ay a head 
tax of $500. Under the present law 
the Chinese are only required to pay 
$5. They go to British Columbia to 
gain entry into the UInted States, 
the border being not difficult to pass, 
there are so few men on guard com­
pared to the mileage of the boundary. 
Mr. Dixon would provide a barrier 
-which would sound an alarm every 
time an attempt was made to smug­
gle Chinks or any other thing with­
out the pale of the law, across the 

•boundary.

HERBERT SPENCER.
In the death of Herbert Spencer 

England loses the last great, figure 
of the Victorian era. His works have 
been translated into every civilized 
tongue and yet Spencer would hardly 
be called a literary figure, for he 
was more than that. A moral phil- 

] osoplier, lie was an arrant freethink­
er. hut not for the purpose of (»scap­
ing the moral obligations of life. 
The single goal of his existence was 
truth, and Iris works are the result 
nP his search for it.

With tlie possible exception of 
Darwin, Spencer did more than any 
other man to shape the world's ideas 
as to the origin and end of man and 
in tlie changing attitude of the worid 
toward theology due 1o tlie discover­
ies of science. Spencer’s pen gave 
form and substance to the new be­
liefs, or rather the old beliefs as 
viewed in the light of newly discov­
ered truths.

A correct estimate of his work 
cannot he made until time has soft­
ened its lines.

At the time of his death Spencer 
was in his eighty-fourth year.

The late pope, Leo XIII., was 
known to lie possessed of vast sums 
of wealth hut after his death but lit­
tle was found. Mad search was made 
for the missing treasure hut to no 
purpose. A few days ago Cardinal 
Gotti, prof net of the propoganda 
drove up to tlie Vatican in company 
with one of the laic pope’s secreta­
ries and together they carried in and 
laid before the ix>po a package con­
taining $9,000,000 in bank notes. 
About the same time an electrician 
at work in tlie apartments of the 
late pope discovered $1,850.000 in a 
hole In the wall. The money was en­
trusted to Gotti by Pope Loo in the 
evident expectation that Cardinal 
Gotti would succeed to the papal 
chair. In the event th a t another suc- 
oeedled |bo the position, howlever, 
Gotti was instructed to turn over the 
money within four months, which 
he did. Tlie money was accumulat­
ed through the medium of the “Pet­
er’s Pence,” an offering collected for 
tlie pope in cvrv Catholic church in 
tire, world.

The secretary of the interior has 
revoked the order under which final 
action on entries under tlie timber 
and stone act were suspended, and 
all such entries, aggregating a large 
number, will now lie acted upon in 
the regular order by the general land 
office. Th(‘ order involves several 
hundred t.houcaiwl acres of public 
domain in the west, all entries on 
which have boon held up because of 
Hie hig frauds perpetrated on the 
govern ment under the Umher and 
stone act.
