Horse S ealers.

Last night J. J. McLaughlin had his
fine saddle horse stolen from his stable.
The thief pried off the lock from the barn
door, and has successfully escaped arrest
so far. This morning, when Mack discov-
ered his loss, he immediately notified
Deputy Sheriff Jack Conly, who inspected
the stable, and taking the trail of the
horse, found that the railroad had been
crossed near the bridge, from thence the
trail went into the foothills, and after fol-
lowing it up some six miles, he discovered
the horse he was in search of in company
with two others, all of which he corraled
and drove into town. The officer’s suppc-
sition is that the horses had been cachcd
where he found them by the “rustlers,”’
who were either waiting a reward for their
return, or trying to get a larger band be-
fore they drove them from the country.
Prompt and speedy measures should be
taken tc stop this horse stealing in its in-
cipiency, and with Mr. Conly’s help we
believe it will be done.

Per-
sonal fear is unknown to him, but while
he is reckless of his own person, he s
cautious of exposing his troops unle:s
there is something of importance to 1e
achieved thereby. He is of the opinion
that in dealing with the Indians the only
thing is to set one tribe against another
and take his chances. - He has never found
any other mode of dealing with them to
be successful, especially with the moun-
tain Indians. This accounts for his taking
such a large propordon of Indians with
him in his excursion into Mexico—210
Indians to fifty white soldiers.—Chicago
Tribune.

Last week & young mechanic at work
on the Bedford bridge lost his footing and
fell backward into the swollen waters of
the Missouri and was drowned. It is
said the unfortunatc man was a good
swimmer and made resolute efforts to
stem the flood, but weighted by woolen
clothes and heavy boots he sank beneath
the waters and disappearea before a boat
sent to his aid could rescue him.
