Greece and the Moslems in Ciete, it is
said, were entirelj willing to agree to
these conditions, but the powers suddenly
put a stop to the negotiations It is be-

lieved in Athens that the German and
Austrian diplomats at Constantinople ba e
thwarted the plan of Lord Salisbury and
M Hanotaux in favor of direct negotia-
tions betueen the sultan of Turkey and
the king of Greece.

"I "am confident or the ultimate success
of Cuba in the stcuggloshe Is now making
for independence Nothing but the most
encouraging reports have come to me from
the island, and it Is freelr predicted that
the war will soon $e terminated.

"All that Is needfedto Insure our success
isthe recognltionbjthis Gov ernmenfc which
rightfully belongs to ius The national
Bepublican convention1 unequivocally de-

clared In favor ot Cuban independence, and
I feel confident that President McKinley
will he guided bj tha' dictates of his party
in the matter.

"The fact that 20.0P0 soldiers have
been ordered to thotPhilippine Islands to
quell tho revolution hore, very materially
Increases Cuba's chances for gaining her

L

independence This means at leasts 5 ear's
fighting for the army now representing
the .Spanish government on the islands, as
it would take at least 120,000 men during
that time to fill up the gaps that thu
Cuban insurgents will make in the present
army.

"Interest in Cuba's independence is daily
increasing in this countrj, and from North,
East, South and West come the most en-

couraging reports regarding the cause. The
Republican conv ention at Khode Island has
just declared that this Government should
show justice to the revolutionists, and
will urge Congress to take speedy action
in the matter.'

Regarding the Ruiz matter, the Cuban
representative said

"Mrs. Ruiz has laid her statement be-

fore Secretary Sherman and it is now
being carefully considered by that official.
Mrs. Ruiz saw Hon. Cushman K, Davis
toda in reference to her cae, and will
call upon Mr. Ilitt tomorrow."

Mr Quesada had nothing to say in
reference to the special Cabinet nceting
on yesterday, which discussed the neu-
trality laws. He said he preferred to
wait and sec what would be done before
giving hisopinion on the action of the
Administration.

Jinx

doubled up and came forward into a second

left on the Jaw and the battle was

over. Corbett fell to bte fcnees, crawled

towards.ethesrppcs, with hisrigli6.naad-acros-

his brea.sB and his left stretched

out as if to grasp the lower rope for
support. i

His face wore an agonized expression

pitiable to behold.

Fitzsimmons stepped quickly baek to his

corner, where he stood surrounded by his

seconds.

Referee biler stood over Corbett with

both hands uplifted, and in a loud voice,

counted the second.
At seven, Jim made a desperate and con

vulsive effort to raise himelf to his feet.

It was of no use, and his head dropped

down until the referee had reached the

fatal count. Slier threw his hands down

at ten and made his way quickly out of

the ring A scene of the most

confusion followed Fitzsimmons was

quicklj surrounded by a crowd, who burso

through the ropes, and the Australian

danced about for a few seeonds Corbett;
