In
order to carry out its plans it controls ab-

solutely the price of sugar. Notwithstand-
ing those facts, the profit of this tiust is
guaranteed them under the bill.

He continued:
I opposed sugar on tho to Congress because of

list originally, and the substitution of u
bounty paid for a tax received. I believe
yet that the sugar tax, being purely and
ilmost wholly a revenue tax, is a legiti-

mate tax, but I do not believe that while
levying that tax we ought to foster and
perpetuate the sugar trust in the way that
It is done in this bill.''

Mr. McMillin criticised also the Increase
or duty on tin plate made in the bill, de-
nouncing It as unwise and oppressive.
"Under the law of 1890," he said, "the
duty on tin plate was Increased to 2.2 cents
a pound. "When we came to frame the law
of 1894, 1 cent a pound was taken off tho
duty. Gentlemen on the other side pro-
claimed that this was the ruin or an Ameri-
can industry; that the reduction would
close the factories; that labor
would stalk idle through the streets, and
that hunger would invade the home of the
worklngman. These gentlemen "were ts

nor sons of prophets, asis pioved
by the i eport of Mr. Ira Ayer, special agent
or the Treasury Department, concerning

the United States."
Another item in the hill which met his

disapproval was the retention of the present

duties on pig iron and steel rails,
while the manufacturers of them in the
"United States were exporting their prod-
ucts. He devoted much time to a con
sideration of the agricultural schedule,
which he denounced as an attempt to
humbug the farmers.

This bill, bald Mr. McMillin, carried not
only higher rates of duty than the present
law and higher rates than the ilcKinley
bill, but higher than any law ever passed
by an American Congress or groaned under
by anAmericanpeoplc. The rateson woolen
goods were not only higher than ever seen,
but the rates on raw wool have been in-- ci

eased by impressing higher duties on the
wools coming from certain countries than
were heretcforeimposcd. The rate of duty
borne by woolen gouds taken as a wuoleand
neraged would amountto between 99 and
101 per ceat.

"Thus it is proposed to destroy all
of reaching foreign markets "with

jur woolen goods; to tax the carpets and
clothing of tho people more than double
what they are taxed now; to hamper manu-
factures by excessive duties on raw
material and proclaim to the American
people that against the exactions of the
avaricious there is to be no relief. They
ire given to understand that the Govern-
ment will hold them while the manufacturer
llceces thezn, and that neither nursing,
crying nor complaining will relieve them."

"If theie were nothing else against
this measuie, the fact tliat it proposes to
raise unnecessary revenue ought to con-

demn it iu the minds of the people. (Ap-
plause )

Itut this bill benefited manufac-
turers at the expanse of the masses.

ilr. Bolford of New York said the Re-
publican party was in power today under
a solemn pledge to give tho people a
speeJy execution or their will. There was
no room to dcubt the nature of the com-
mission given by the people. They had
decreed an immediate return to the liaan-cia- l

and industrial policies under the opera-
tion of which the country had shown the
most remarkable growth in the history of
the world, "and we will command the
largest share of popular respect and retain
the fullest measure of popular confidence
by simply giving the people what they have
asked for, giving it 'to them at once, and
then going home, letting the bill work
out its beneficcntresults."

Mr. Brundig, of Arkansas, spoke against
the bill, and Mr. Bromwcll, of Ohio, in
its favor.

Saying that ho should vote for the bill,
Mr. Kerr of Ohio criticised the reciprocity
feature as being, In his opinion, fatally
defective. The concessions proposed in the
scheme, he said, were so.lnMgnlflcant com-
pared with What wo nlufc ask la ex-

change, that any natIon,UngrtIatliig with
us for them would bo ' Vithout either
dignity or sense. He urged' the. substitu-
tion for the provislonsof t the bill tho
reclpiocity section of tlioj tycKInley bill,
born in tho bralu of Jajfies G. Dlnlnc.

The last speech of tUe evening 'was
delivered by Mr. Oldstead of Pennsyl-
vania, in support of the bill, who ad-
dressed six Representative on the floor
and a score or visitors in the galleries.
At 11 o'clock the committee rose, and
on motion by Mr. Sherman of New York
tho House adjourned.

A "LIBERAL" NIGHTMARE

Catholic Opinion On the War n

Alleged Factions.

What n PrJeist and a Professor
Think of Lust Tear's Liter-

ary Hessians.

The periodically alleged war between
Dr. Schroedcr, professor or dogmatic the-

ology at the Catholic University, and a
certain mythical "liberal Catholic" ele-

ment has broken out again. Several col-

umns have been already written about It,
and all of them replicas of the dispatches
from the last war, or nearly a year
ago.

Itappears that Dr. Schroedcr has written
an article, in which, as professor of dog-mat-

theology, he condemns "liberal
ism," Which he clearly defines, assert-
ing that it is a subject half a century old.
Dr. Schroedcr talked about this liberalism
a year ago, when it was only forty-nin-e

years old; and it was just when the sub-
ject "was of that silvery age that an
agitation wa3 commenced In two or more
nowspapcrs to show that it all referred to
Bishop Kean& No attention whatever was
paid to these Inferences by the authorities
of tho Catholic University, until It was
Stated that there were factional differences
among tho trustees, who then denied the
statements, none of which was ever made
on anybody's authority.

One of themost prominent oCthcCatholIo
.clergy Was asked last night if there wat
anything now ut all in the recent publi-
cations. "Nothing, whatever," he said.
"Itis always alleged that Dr. Schroedcr Is
attackiuga certain liberal element, but who
are, and where is, that element? The
burden of the mercenary song last year
Was that Bishop Kcanc was the archetype,
Uiehegemoa, of this Catholic liberalism, and
that, ho was being dethroned by the anti-liber-

literature of Dr. Schroedcr. Now,
Dr. Schrotjder, remember, Is theprofessor of
dogrfiatio theology, and his teachings must
be, as they have been, approved by the
Pope himseir.

"It requires only a pennyweight of com
mon sense to see that if Dr. schroeder's
Ideas of liberalism condemned Bishop
Keaue, tho good bishop must with greater
reason have been condemned by the Pope
and all tho alleged "liberals" of the
United States and the universe. What
happened? Bishop Keane has been taken
to Rome, given higher honors, and is
one or the chief advisers of the Pope on
matters relating to tho church in this
country. It is not the history of the
Catholic church that teachers or preachers
ot what It considers heresy, 'liberal' or.
otherwise, are glvca preferments at Rome."

DOESN'T LIKE ITS ORIGIN

Tlie Secretary of Agriculture Con-

demns Mr. Morton's Pamphlet.

Thos. G. Shenrinan, the "Well-Xno-

Attorney aud Singlc-Tuxe- r, Men-
tioned ns Part Author.

Morton's document entitled
'Local Taxation as Affecting Farms" had

a very narrow escape from being burned
in the market place like the bad books of
Boccacio. It is tabco at the Department
of Agriculture, and it has a very inter-
esting story as revealed yesterday morn-
ing by Mr, Wilson, Secretary of Agilcul-tur- e.

This pamphlet went out with the im-

primatur or "Hon. J. Sterling Moiton,
Secretary or Agriculture," and "Henri A.
Robinson, Statistlcan." It was cne of the
last things to go to press, and it was
being turned off at the rate of 10,000 a

minute when the new Secretary of Agri-
culture stepped in and ordered the press to
a dead standstill. "When you ask them
about it at the Department now, they fehake
their heads, look wise, and are silent.

It was reported that the book had been
suppressed. A reporter for The Times
called at the department yesterday morn-
ing to getacopy of the pamphlet and was
furnished with two without any difficulty.
These were then taken to Secretary Wilson
to find out what was thematter with them.
The Secretary said that when he assumed
charge he found this book being printed
and he stopped the printing as he wanted
to see what was going out from the de-

partment. He examined the pamphlet and
didn't like "It. It Is full of political and
economic heresy, from the G. 0. P. stand-1oiti- t.

Secretary Wilson rart
of the work at which he takes umbrage
and characterized Its conclusions
a top-hea- superstructure, considering the
foundations on which they were erected.
The mllkin the cocoanut exuded, however,
when Secretary "Wilson put a blue ring
around the following extract:

"In compliance with these Instructions,
the experts personally visited 1,114 farms
in 1895, selecting the extreme eastern and
western sections of the State of New
Tork.

prepared to great extent through the
suggestions and counsel of Thomas G
Shearman, esq., of New Xork, the author
of "National Taxation," and one of the
foremost exponents of the single-ta- x

doctrino. These facts queered the publi-
cation In the judgment of Secretary Wil-

son; but, he has not, as reported, sup-
pressed its distribution. Certain Con-

gressmen arc getting It, and everybody
can get It who calls for it.

Secretary Wilson was asked if there was
anything In or about this obnoxious
pamphlet to show that, going out under
the auspices of the department, he, the
present orthodox Secretary, did not ap-
prove of its teaching.

"There Is nothing about It," he
plied sententlously, "to show that I

re-

do
approve it."

It will not be burned, therefore, or
mutilated, or even revised. It win go
out duly credited to Mor-
ton, and the Republican party washes its
hands of It. Secretary Wilson did not
wish to show" any discourtesy to the re-

tiring Secretary, of whom he spoke in the
highest terms.

THE CHAPMAN CASE ARGDED

Petition For Writ of Habeas Corpni

Presented By Connsel.

Contentions ot Appellant and Got
eminent Set Forth Koted Spec-tuto- rs

Jn the Audience.

The case against Elverton R. Chapman,
the New York stock broker, finally reached
a hearing in the Supreme Court of the
United States yesterday afternoon. Chap-
man was convicted or a Molation of Sec-
tion 102, R. S., which makes it a ml
demeanor for a witness summoned before
a Committee of Congress to retese to
answer questions propounded to him.

HI3 alleged recusancy was committed is
connection with the investigation by th
Senate of the alleged sugar trust scandal
at the time of the consideration of th
tarifr bill in 1804. He has applied to
the Supreme Court for a discharge from
custody under that conviction on a writ
of habeas corpus.

The case was argued for the petitioner
by George F. Edmunds and

Dittenhoefer, and for the Govern-
ment by Solicitor General Conrad.

The contention of counsel for the peti-
tioner wasthree-rold:(- l) that thelawunder
which the conviction was bad is unconsti-
tutional in that it seeks to make a refusal
to testiry before a committee of Congresj
a contempt of the authority of the body
ordenDg the Inquiry to be mado; (2) thut
the law is unconstitutional for the reason
that Congresa cannot impose on, nor com-
mit to, the Judicial branch of the Govern-
ment the punishment for contempt of its
dignity or authority; (3) that the law is un-

constitutional for the reason that by tho
firth amendment to the Constitution no
person shall be subject for the some of
fense to be twice put in jeopard of lira or
limb.

Upon the second proposition. In answer
to questions by Justice Gray, Mr. Edmunds
said tliat when Congress touched the indi-
vidual citizen, the ultimate decision as to
whether It was rightly or wongly exer-
cising its power ,mustbe with the Supreme
Court of the United States.

Against the contentions of Messrs. Ed-
munds and Dlttenhoefer, Solicitor General
Conrad asserted the full power of Congress
to do juat exactly what had been done la
this case.

Counsel for the petitioner, he said, con-

founded acts with offenses; it was easy
to conceive that the commission of a single
act might and should subject Mm to pun-
ishment for two or more separate offenses.
But in this case, he said, Chapman had
not been charged with contempt of the
Senate nor convicted of IU he had been
convicctd of a misdemeanor, committed, as
the indictment said, against the peace
and dignity or the United States. It was
entirely competent, Mr Conrad asserted,
for the Congress to define the actot the pe-

titioner as an offense and provide for
its punishment by the Judicial power.

Interested auditors of theargumentwere
Senators Gray and Lindsay, members of
the committee which examined Mr. Chap-
man.

AIAY AFFliCT FEAHSON'S CASE.

Judge Bradley's Chnrgeto the Grand
Jury Aronsing Interest.

Considerable interest is being manifested
by the members of tie local bar concern--

1 ing the ruling of Judge Bradley, Tues
day, in the trial of the case of Daniel
Gray, charged with murder.

Congress passed a law which was ap-

proved January 13, which permits a Jury
in finding a verdict of guilty of murder, to
qualify the verdict by adding "without
capital punishment," and sach a verdlot
making it obligatory on the part of the
court to impose a sentence of imprison-
ment at bard labor for life.

The trial Tuesday was the first one
for murder that has taken place In the
District since the act became a law, and
the ruling of the court was awaited with
a degree of interest that is unusual.

In his remarks Judge Bradley said that
in his opinion the act of Congressis beyond
doubt applicable to the District of Colum-
bia, and added that while the act of
January 15, 1S97, provides that its pro-
visions shall not apply to or in any way
affect any proceeding or indictment then
found or pending, or that may be found
for any offense committed before tha
passage of the act, shall be punished under
the laws then in force: Provided, that
juries may return qualified verdicts in
such cases according to the provisions of
section 1 of the act (the one authorizing
the qualified verdict), and the sentences
shall be imposed as therein provided.
The etrect or the act is to repeal all pun-

ishment ror the crime of murder com-

mitted prior to the passage of the act
Courts, Judge Bradley said, must apply

the law as they find it. and finding that
the act of January 15, 1607, is as ho
stated it to be, it was hl3 duty to hold

that at the present time there Is no
punishment prescribed for the crime of
murder committed prior to that, date.
