1S97. obtained a deed from
Ann Maria Buckly in fee .simple, for the
lot, which he conveyed to Mahlon and
George E. Fleming, as trustees, to secure
a promissory note for $7,000.

The complainants claim that Ann Maria
Buckly was without power to sell or trans-
fer the lot, except under a provision in the"
will, that it became necessary for her to
doso, lo maintain herself .and complainants
allege this "was not the case, for she owned
