NO FRAUD IN THE TRUSTS

Juli:i Suit to Prevent Sale

of Hotel A rn o Dismissed.

Justice Cox Declares It Roniarlmble
That Children Should Charge

Fraud Against Parents.

Justice Cox, presiding In equity court
No. 1, rendered a decision yesterday in
the suit brought by Julia M. Prall to re- -

strain the forcclosutc of certain deeds or

trust executed on the property known as

the Hotel Arno. The justice dismissed the
bill upon the grounds that the trusts were
valid and no fraud had been perpetrated,
as charged.

The suit was brought by Mrs. Frail In
or the infant heirs. She alleged that

their interests were jeopardized' by their
father, William E. Prall, who executed the

trusts, and it was attempted upon her part
to show that their consent had not been
legally obtained.

There were two trusts involved, one in

favor or the Philadelphia Savings Fund
Society, of Philadelphia, for $!.". 300, the
other for ?."i,0()0, in favor of a defendant
named .leaks, also of Philadelphia..

The property was inherited by Mrs Prall
with power to sell.lt was alleged, hut with-
out expressed nuthoilty to effect a loan
upon it. In order to borrow money, it is
stated, the live lots embraced In the
heritage, were conveyed to William Henley,
Mrs. Prall's brother, und by him n con-

veyed to his wife, and upon her application
$10,000 was borrowed, to secure which a
deed of trust was placed upon the property.
Subsequently other loans were secured, in
all amounting to $39, GOO.

Inord it to release the property f ro.n these
several incumbrances, application was made
to Tyler & Rutherford rr a loan of $50,-00-

which was eventually secured tin ough
Mr Tyler or the Having Association, wlih h
supplied $15,000, and obtained a first
mortgage, and Mr. Jcnks who accepted
a second mortgage for $5,000, the last
mentioned amount lo be paid within one
year, the other In four years.

There was a default of payment, Justice
Cox, remarked, oa the $5,000 loan, and In
consequence the trustees were diiccted to
sell the. property.

The petition in behalf of the children
charged that they were defrauded by the
deeds of trust; that the money obtained
was for the benefit or Prall him-el- and
not for improving the nor for
the interests of the heirs. It was also
alleged that the conveyance to Mr. Uenley,
and subsequently to his wife, was a sham
sale, of which Mr. Tyler, of Tyler & Ruther-
ford, was advised prior to his transaction
in securing the $50,000 loan.

"The most remarkable feature in this
case," remarked Justice Cox, "is that the
children charge fraud upon, their father
aim mother." He added that from the
testlmoin it was shown that the children
must derive title from the parents.

Prall had evidently brought the accusation
or rraud, or had acquiesced In It, and the ef-

fect of the action was to defraud the
creditors. Mis. Healcy's title was
