annoyed by the incoiisintent position
of some of the Democrats of the Bailey
school, told the Democracy that the Repub-

licans weie elcted to power to run the
Government and they would do it as It
seemed best to them.

Mr. Railey was also unfortunate in hla
endeavor to publish to the country that
there was a personal disagreement between
bimseir and Mr. McMilliu. who is regarded
as oneof the foremost men standingagaliist
the policy which Mr. Bailey represents.
Mr. McMfllln disclaimed any such disagree-
ment, theoffectlertou the House being that
lie did not tare to dignify the differences of
policy as personal matters, or perhaps to
preclude the jwssibility ot Mr. Bailey ex-

plaining his mistakes as differences of the
Democratic party and the "personal dis-
agreements" oftho.se who have beenlooked
to for advice.

Mr. Bailey joined yesterday, with the
grace born of necessity, the general at-

tack on the Republican positions. The
whole Democratic vote was cast for the
first tune against a Republican measure,
and one which, in effect, had been advo-

cated by Mr. Bailey himself.
At one time the Republicans mustered

as many as 103 votes. The Democrats,
however, had also got wind through the
publication in The Times of the general
call for the Republicans, and they, too,
responded numerously, the vote at one
time reaching 93, so that it was not so
great a numerical "crush'' after all.

As usual, the proceedings opened with a
surprise. Mr. Dalzcll, of the Committee on
Rules, offered a resolution that the House
meet on Mondays and Thursdays until
further notice-M- r.

Bailey's vote to go on with business
without committees whenever the Repub-

licans desired, had evidently been for-
gotten for the moment, or, perhaps, the
Republicans had come to the conclusion
that certain Democrats were too irre-
trievably committed to the position of
voting against the appointment of commit-
tees for their protest at this late day to
have any saving grace, even to their con-

stituencies in the far Southwest. The
Republicans certainly showed that they
bad no further use for their late allies. It
was a day of black eyes, and one which
accentuated the truism that political po-

tentates should not put their faith iu
other political princes, and especially from
Maine and Pennsylvania.

Mr. Bailey wanted to go on with the
bau kruptcy measure in the committee of the
whole, und made pretty much the same
speec'a that has been reported frequently
in The Times.

Mr. Dalzell replied that the Republicans
desired to assume responsibility for the
bankruptcy bill, and that they desired to
wait on Mr. Henderson, who had charge of
the bill in the la6t Congress, and who would
probably bo, the chairman of the committee
which would have the bill under considera-

tion, lie did not want to discuss it be-

fore it "was reported from the proper com-
mittee.

Mr. Grosvenor admitted that the consider-
ation of the bankruptcy bill would be a
good thing, but the Republicans wanted
it considered by the proper committee
first. The Republican party, he said, was
responsible for legislation.

Mr. Bailey, be said, had hitherto voted
against the appointment of committees,
and very properly (Republican and Demo-
cratic laughter), and he ought not now to
want discussion without committee action.

Mr. McMillin here took the floor in re-

ply as a member of the Committee on
Rules. He said: "The Republican party
is today .shirking a responsibility DY keep-
ing this House in a state of disorganiza-
tion. It is afraid to legislate. (Applause
cu Democratic side )

"Why do they not provide for the
or the Committee on the Judi-

ciary and let that committee consider this
question without further delay? The gen-
tleman from Ohio says that the Republican
majority are responsible for the approprla
tion bids, and they are. "Why not, then,
appoint the Committee on Appropriations
and let those bills be considered in the or-

dinary method, instead of forcing through
as you are doing without due deliberation
or any opportunity to amend?

"I am one ot those,'' said Mr. McMillin,
'who have believed from the beginning
that the "way to run a House of Repre-
sentatives is to organize that House. Let
the Speaker take the responsibility of
organizing the House now, Instead of re- -'

fusing to do so. Let the House take the
responsibility of legislating for the country
ia the ordinary and accustomed ways, in-

stead of the present chaotic fashion. Mr.
Speaker, we remember, when in the Fifty-fir- st

Congress, you raised that gnvel and
revolutionized without authority of the
rules, the ruling:? of this whole Govern-
ment on the question of the government
of the House. We remember how,"a little
later on, you had a code of rules adopted,
the "most stringent that have ever been
known in the history of the Government.
And all this was done on the pretense that
you wanted to enable the House 'to do
business.' What will the country think
of you when you now confess, as you aie
confessing daily, that, having the power
to do business you will not let the House
do any business? (Applause on the Demo-
cratic side. )

"Mr Speaker, there is nothing better
than-th- e proceedings of this morning to il-

lustrate the fact that the House ought to
be in a state of organization. I have
never believed I do not believe yet that
Tjy anything we can do by refusing to
urge the organization of the House we can
Btop you in the ultimate passage of the
measures that you have determined to
pass. You hnvc certain measures you, as
the majority, intend to put through. If
you are resolved to do it, do it in such a
way, by organizing the House, that we
can make our minority reports on them,
discuss them, amend them, and go to the
country on thera for discussion, instead of
forcing them through by Bpedal rule with-
out deliberation. But I believe that the
truo courso of legislation is for you to pass
your measures before the election, and let
tee people havo a chance at you At the
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election, instead of the last session of this
Congress, after the election.

"Tnat has been our contention. That is
our contention still, and 1 am glad that
we have the united front in opposition to
disorganization and a do nothing policy
this morning (Applause on the Democratic
side ) Sir, let the good work go on.
Carry the war into Africa. Let this ac-
quiescence on our part iu the Republican
program of adjourning thiee days at a
time end- Let the Democratic party stand
aF it has always stood, for Democrntio
principles, defying Republican wrong-doin-

and the people of this country who have
made that party potent for the last cen-
tury will keep it potent for the century
that is to come- - (Applause on the Demo-

cratic side.)
"Now, Mr Speaker, in anything I say I

do not propose to criticise either the
the motives of my

No man has a greater reverence for the
colleagues "with whom he legislates than
I have. No man defers more to the opin-

ions ot others than I do; but when the
question is whether wo shall support you,
Mr. Speaker, in refusing to legislate for
bankruptcy laws, or the admission ot

for free homes, or for Judicious
appropriations, or for the investigation of
wrongs and outrages in connection with
the Pacific railroads, let us stand in the
future, as we stand today, athwart your
path aud defy you to a conflict where
justice will tear you down." (Applause
on the Democratic side )

Mr. Bailey said that ab he and Mr. Mc-

Millin were agreed on their opposition to
the resolution of Mr. Dalzell. other dis-
agreements might be adjourned to an-

other time.
Mr. McMIUinsald that such disagreements

existed only in the imagination of the
gentleman from Texas. (Applause.)

Mr Clarke of Missouri also made a witty
and telling speech, bhowing that the Re-

publicans were dodging action and bbirk-in- g

responsibility.
.Mr. Cannon made a fiery speech, in

which he upheld everything the Republicans
had done for the past thirty years. He
promised financial legislation after tariff
legislation.

Mr- - Dalzell replied specifically to Mr.
McMillin's strong presentation ot the case,
and defended the Speaker- - He said that
a Democratic Speaker, it should bo re-

membered, had indorsed what he denounced
as being done by the preseut Speaker In
a previous Congress. (Applause). He said
the Democrats had done nothing but ad-
vertise themselves cheaply in the newspa-
pers.

The Democrats should remember that
ttte Republicans came here with a bet-tie-d,

fixed policy, and they intended to
carry it out. He called the previous ques-

tion on the resolution from the Committee
on Rules.

Mr. Bailey moved that the resolution bo
recommitted to the Commltteeon Rules.

Mr. Dalzell raised the point thatthis was
not germane to the resolution.

Mr. McMillin Raid that a similar condition
aiosein thcForty-eight-h Congress, Speaker
Carlisle 1 u the chair, and such a motion was
entertained.

Mr. Cummlngs called for Mr. Bailey's
motion, which was to recommit, and thatit
report that, on Monday, May 24, the House
resolve itself into committee of the whole
to consider the bankruptcy bill.

After 6ome parliamentary tangle Mr.
Bailey withdrew the resolution to recommit
and moved simply that the resolution be
committed.

The Speaker put the question and de-

clared it lost. A division was called.
Then Mr. Wheeler offered a resolution

to recommit with instructions to the com-
mittee to inquire whether the resolution
was not in violation of the spirit of sec-
tion 5 of aiticle 2 of the Constitution.

This was but as an amendment to the
committee resolution and was lost.

Mr. Bailey then put his motion again to
recommit. The Speaker declared It lost
on a division "cas 93, nays 105.

The previous question was then ordered
on the resolution ot the Committee on
Rules. The yeas and nays were de-

manded, and the roll-ca- began at
p. m.

The roll call resulted: Yeas. 101; nays,
S3. The resolution of the committee was
adopted.

Mr. Barlow, of California, desired to
offer a resolution calling on the Secre-
tary of War to inform the House at the
earliest practicable moment what had
been done toward the building of the
harbor of refuge for commerce at San
Pedro, Cal. lie asserted that he had ask-
ed the information and it had been denied
him.

Mr. Paine Oh, that is not in order.
Mr. Barlow I hope that I will be able

to get the information.
Mr. Grosvenor said that the best way to

get it "was by omitting any reflection on
the Secretary of War.

Mr. Dinglcy What did the Secretary
say? Let the gentleman state It.

Mr. Grosvenor I object.

Mr. Diugley then objected.

The resolution was ruled otit.

The resolution was not introduced, and
the House adjourned at 2:30 p. m. until
Monday.

MR. CLEVELAND IS REBUKED

The Senate Passes the Pettlgrow
Amendment Modifying and

Cleveland's Executive-Order-

and Proclamations Mr.
Bacou Pleads for Arbitration.

Before resuming tho consideration of
the sundry civil bill in the Senate yes-

terday, some, matters of special Interest
were considered. Mr. Bacou of Georgia
introduced a joint resolution reciting that
the United States deprecates war aud de-

sires peace with all tho world; that
this country favors the principle of in-

ternational arbitration; that it avow its
willingness to submit questions to a court
of arbitration, and that it Invite a similar
expression from other nations.

Bills were reported favorable to a
$2,000,000 public building at Indianapo-
lis and one for $100,000 at Abilene, Tex

Mr. Jones of Arkansas called the atten-
tion of the Senate to the Important fact
that the promised comparative tariff state-
ment had not yet appealed. He desired
to have it ready as early as possible so
that it could be given due consideration.

Mr. Allison said that it would be ready
probably on Saturday.

The pending amendment, Mr. Pcttigre w's.
to the sundry civil bill, to suspend the order
ot President Cleveland creating the vast
forest reserves, was taken up.

The attack wasle.1 by Messrs. Pettigrew,
Wilson, Carter, Tmner and others, in the
course of theh remaiks Mr. Cleveland be-

ing severely criticised.
Mr. Gray defended the President, stat-

ing that he had acted on an investigation
begun by Congress itself, through the Na-

tional Association of Science.
The President's ordei ot February last

was characterized by Mr. Clark as an net
showing "absolute and Intolerable igno-

rance " An indignant protest was made
by Mr. Turner against requiring Senators
who called at the executive department
In relation to these forest reservations, to
"kick their shins in the corridor.1'

"While the Senators from the entire
West,'' Mr. White exclaimed, "stand to-

gether and present this unbroken front,
regardless of politics, some attention ought
to be paid to our demand."

Mr. Rawlins saw In the action of Mr.
Cleveland an outiage similar to that com-

mitted by William the Conqueror, when
he turned a rich and extensive district in
England into a hunting lescrvc

Mr Gorman lcsouted the idea that Mary-

land, Delaware, Massachusetts, or the
Eastern States, were responsible for the
existing condition of affaiis.nnd intimated
that the Western Senntoia had themselves
to blame In not having the mailer
remedied before.

Mr. Gorman went on to cilticise the
amendment as obnoxious to the lule that
new legislation shall not be put upon
appropriation bills. In the course of his
lemarks, he icf erred to the House as a
body which had no present legislative
facilities. The remark was taken up 'by
Mr. White, who spoke of the House as
being under a "legislative padlock."

While the discussion was going on Sec-
retary Sherman came into the chamber
and shook hands with many of his former
associates. He took a seat first beside Mr.
Allison and then beside Mr. Morgan, with
whom he conversed for some time. "

A motion by Mr Allison to strike out
of the amendmentso muchof it nsdeclares
the orders and proclamations of February
22, 1697, suspended, and the lands re-

stored to thepublic domain, was defeated
yeas, 14; nays, 32.

A vote was taken on Mr. Gorman's mo-

tion that the amendment was not in or-

der, and resulted: Yeas, 25; nays, 23. So
the amendment was declared in order, and
it was agreed to. It authorizes aud em-

powers the President to revoke, modify or
suspend any and all of the Executive or-

ders and proclamations setting aside for-
est reservations; and it Immediately sus-

pends the orders and proclamations of Feb-
ruary 22 last, setting apart lands ia "Wy-
oming, Utah, Montana, Washington, 'Idaho
and South Dakota, and restores those lands
to the public domain '

Mr. Berry. Democrat, ofArknnsas, offered
an amendment authorizing contracts for
the improvement of the Mississippi River
to the amount of $2,583,000 for the fiscal
year ending June 30. 1899, and of a like
sum for the following fiscal year. Agreed
to.

The Nicaragua Canal Commlsbion was
finally completed of one officer of the
Army, one officer of the Navy and one en-

gineer from civil life.
The bill was passed after a few other

amendments.
Mr. Frye reported from the Committee

on Commerce a bill to adopt regulations
governing the navigation of the rivers.
harborB and other inland waters of the
United States, except the great lakes, to
carry out the recommendations of the
American delegates to the international
maritime congress.

The bill was read and passed, and the
Senate, at 6:15, adjourned till Monday
next.

By far the paper of moat general Inter-
est read during tlie session was one sub-

mitted to the Amerlcau Pediatric
yesterday morning embodying the

results of a systematic inquiry by a
special committee of four physicians into
tho efficacy of autl-loxi- n in the cure ot
diphtheria.

Tlie work of the committee extends ovei
a period of two years, and covers the
treatment or 1,700 cases by 422

In all paits of this country and
Canada.

Out of the 1,700 cases treated, only 17
per ccnltesulted fatally, while without the
anti-toxi- n injection the mortality is many
times greater. The statistics demonstrate
conclusively the ability ot the injection
to effect cures. The report closed with a'
special Instruction to phyMcIans to apply
the remedy before the third day of the
disease, and to inject the regular dobe of
2,000 uuits. Any departure from the--

rules are fraught with danger to the
patient.

ATTEMPT TO FREE HUKKI3.

A "Writ of HaheuH Corpus Issued by
Justice Bradley.

An application Was pieisented yenterday
to Justice Bradley, and approved, for the
issuance of a writ ot habeas corpus In
behalf of Michael Burke, now confined in
the workhouse on conviction ot having
violated the law passed to regulate the
sale ot intoxicating liquors in the District.

Justice Bradley directed that the writ
be returnable forthwith, and it
was sent down for bervlre, but, as

Stoutenburg was absent at the
time, further proceedings were deferred
until today. Burke will be brought before
Justice Bradley at 10 o'clock this morn-
ing.

The petition set forth that Burke is
unlawfully deprived of his pergonal liberty,
being held a prisoner at the workhouse by
virtue or a warrant of commitment from
the police court, which warrant he de-

clares to be illegal.

Picking TJ p Nujrjjets.
The tales told by Ed. .Thorp since his re-

turn from the Klondike have set Juneau
wild. He says: "The storiei in circula-
tion concerning the extraordinary rich-
ness ot the recent discoveries in Klondike
district havo not been exaggerated in the
least. Gold In good paying quantities
has been found on a number of creeks above
Bonanza, but interest centers almost en-

tirely in'that stream and Eldorado, its first
and princtiial tributary.

'The amount of gold contained in many
ot the claims, which can be computed with
a reasonable degrceot accuracy by sinking
a dozen or fifteen prospect holes in various
portions ot the pay streak, and taking an
average or a number of pans from each one,
is almost Incredible. When it 1" remem-
bered that dirt that averages 10 cents to
the pan Is considered very rich, what must
it be when It runs S4 and $5 to the pan?
On Clarence Berry's claim, No. G Eldorado,
all the men that could be had were given
emplojment this winter at $1.25 an hour
He has sunk some fifteen or twenty pros-
pect holes to bedrock, and has Iocatea the
pay streak for a width ot 150 feet, and
averaging three feet in thickness the rull
length ot his claim. Pay dirt is encoun-

tered immediately under the muck, which
in that locality Is about nine feet thick,
that goes from 8 to 25 cents to the pan,
but the pay streak is not considered to
have been struck until 75-cc- dirt is
reached. Pans taken from the bedrock
on this claim almost stagger one's be-

lief, they not infrequently running as high
as $150 and $200. The heaviest pan
washed out so far in the entire district
came rrom No. G and weighed $338, one
nugget alone in the pan weighing $238.
Berry's expenses this winter have been
from $100 to $150 per day, and he settles
with his employes every evening after
working hours, using only a pan and some
water secured by melting ice to wash out
the amount necessary to pay his labor.
The amount of gravel already lying on the
dump, ready to be washed out as soon as
the water runs, contains a fortune close
on to six figures

"I was standing near Berry's dump one
evening when Mrs. Eerry came down from
the cabin to call her husband to supper.
While waiting for him to come up the
shaft she picked up over $50 In coarse
gold and nuggets that were lying loose in
the gravel Just as it came from bedrock,
not five minutes' time being occupied in
doing it." Seattle Post.
