IN THE HOTEL CORRIDORS.

Mr. R. C. Woolley, a traveling salesman
for a tobacco concern, said la&t night at
the National Hotel.

"The present row In Cuba is nn illustra-
tion or the fact that 'It is an ill wind th-- t

blows no ono good.' The Cuban tobacco
plantations, where the rich volcanic soil
occurs, are being devastated, but so long
as some remain to produce seed, the enter-
prising firms who are now contiolllng
Cuban tobacco in Florida and manufactur-
ing the same there will reap a rich financial
harvest.

"Cuban tobacco planted in Florida has a
tendency to run out, but if new seed is
introduced at certain Intervals of time the
article Is as good as Its ancestor. Now, as
the duty on rise lear is high, and as seeds
for u larger area take up but a small
space, the inference is very plain If these
dons do not soon arrive at some amicable
arrangement ono of the great industries of
the Island will be sadly minimised, for a
small acreage would be sufficient to furnish
the stock, which could be expanded to any
extent on our side of the Florida channel.
However, It is Impossible to expect any-
thing from Spain. I understand the Spanish
i'enlusular is a country where four lan-
guages are spoken, each one of them not
understood by the people who speak the
others. From an eccentric country like
that there is no hope."
