Jlutteriue Industry in Illinois to
Be Killed.

Chicago, June 15, Gov. Tanner's signa-
ture or the bill forbidding the coloring of
"'bntterine"" will undoubtedly put an end
to the manufacture of that article in
Illinois It will throw thousands out
or employment and tlie Tederal govern-
ment will lose more than $600,000 nunu-,tll-y

m revenue That is one view of the
passage of the law. There Is another
view which is taken by the farmers.

Charles T. Ivnlglit, secretary of tlie
Illinois Dairymen's Union, estimated that
the operation ot the new law will put
53,000,000 a year Into tlie pockets or
the fanners ot the State. Millions of
pounds jt butter liave been displaced by
the bntteiine turned out by the skilled
workmen in the packing-lious- e adJuXivH.
So clever an imitation of the real dairy
product have the bctterlne makers placed
on the market that aestaurant, Imtel and
'boarding-bous- e proprietors have been

to renst tlie temptation to buy the
cheaper article.

There are four firms engaged in the
manufacture of butterine, ATmorrr, Swift,
Brown & Fltts, and Hammond
firm lias an expensive plant at Hammond,
2nd., and will suffer only the loss of the
Illinois trade. The other nouses will be
obliged to move to other States. Armour
and Swift liave plants at Kansas-Cit- and
will probably transfer themacliiuery used
2iere to that city.
