REV. DR. CONATY'S ADDRESS

ne Urges Ills Youthful Hearers to
Become Intellectual and Christina
Gentlemen Brilliant Commence-
ment Kxerelses, Followed by the
Presentation of Prizes.

nis excellency Archbishop Martinelli,
apostolic delegate tyi America; dispensed

awards to the deserving pupils of Gou-zaga

College yesterday morning. The
commencement was'held in Gonzaga Hall,

on 1 street, near the corner of First
northwest.

The cozy little lyceum ueer presented
a more attractive appearance than it did
on this occjislod. On either side of the
stage was a banndr, one tho American
flag, tiie other the white and purple ban-

ner of the college.' Suspended in the
center of tho balcony was hung the
colors of his holiness, the Pope. Sturdy
uniformed lads and' pretty girls in gay
attire dotted the audience, which occu-

pied every seat In the hall. Archbishop
Martinelli occupied the center of the
stage. He was resplendent in his robes
of office and ubout him were grouped the
fatners of Gonzaga and invited guests

Music for the occasion was furnished by
the boys of the college brass band, under
the leadership of Mr. Samuels. After the
overture, "Faculty March," James F.
Markey recited from Shakespeare's Julius
Caesar. After him J. Vincent Coughlan
sjioke upon "Slinkespeare's Roman Poli-

tician."
The next speakers were Henry A Hegarty

and Robert J. Achstetter, whose recita-
tions were "Shakespeare's Roman Orator"
and "Shakespeare's Roman Gentlemen,"
respectively.

The Rev. Dr. Thomas J. Conaty, rector of
the Catholic University, then addressed
those present. His speech was splendidly
delivered, and he was repeatedly inter-
rupted by prolonged bursts of applause.

He spoke concerning the course of college
iustructlcu, dwelling stiongly upon the
fact that the collegiate education was be-

coming more and more a part of the
gentleman's education, not only in pro-

fessional pursuits, but also for business
lire. "College education," said Dr. Conaty,
"broadens a man's views and makes him
familiar with the thoughts of the world
or letters. It familiarizes him with the
history of past events and prepares him
to provide for like contingencies in the
future. It gives him an intimate acquaint-onc- e

with the great minds whose power
has moved and ruled nations. Education
makes one great grand brotherhood of
thought. There Is the greatest
of college education today, more so than
there was in past years, because those in
the ranks of the educated aie far more
numerous-tha- they foirnerly were. Take
advantage, young men, of what your
parentH are now doing for you and strive
with all your energies to reciprocate for
their kindness by acqulriug a liberal edu-
cation. Parents should let no sacrifice
retard them in affording their children
this opportunity. It is particularly neces-
sary and advantageous that a leiigious
atmosphere should be thrown about the
student."

Continuing, Dr. Conaty fpoke against
th" idea that denomlnntionalimi had no
place in college or higher education by
pleading that --man always and every-
where needed-hi- s Christian faith to be
a part of his education, no matter what
field he entered, and tliat this faith was
absolutely needed when the minds came
in contact with the unreligioue or pagan
thoughts of scholarship.

'The world needs Christians and we
are railed to be Christian gentlemen ard
Christian scholars," continued the rector.
"The world deeds men with faith in
their hearts and knowledge hi their minds,
into whose keeping the interests of the
people can be placed. College men should
be leaders, and, In order to lead in-

telligently and sarely, should place their
knowledge upon the broad and lasting
foundation which religion guarantees us
The Catholic church stands in the front
rank of educators, because it has the
mission to educate men according to the
spirit of Almighty God, and because It
develops the spirit and the mind of its
scholars."

After these remarks. Archbishop Marti-
nelli awauled the prizes and especially ca-

BLIND PUPILS' RECITAL

Scholars of the Maryland Institnte
Appear in Concert.

Sightless Children Sintj mid Per-
form u Pleasing Little Tlay.

Address by Prof. Morrison.

The Maryland Institute for the. Blind
gave an Interesting concert at theLafayette
Square Opera House yesterday afternoon.
This school, which is one of the greatest
of its kind in the world, is located at
Baltimore. Children from the State of
Marylaud and from the District of Co-

lumbia are eligible to enter there. The
performance given by its pupils was
nothing short of marvelous. They dis-

played a "wonderful talent for music, and
some of the solos were powerful In their
depth of feeling and in their sweetness.

The program began with an overture by
the orchestra of the school. It is no ex-

aggeration to say that few professional
orchestras could have equaled the masterly
manner in which these sightless boys
rendered this difficult piece The little
children were next heard in a chorus, "The
Mermaid's Evening Song," Miss Gertrude
Keony played the accompaniment. Master
Clinton R'ussel, a Washington lad, won
the hearts of all by his expressive music
on the violin, Daucla's "Sixth Air Varie"
was the piece played, and though he had
no music to guide him. not an echo of a
false sound was heard.

The two next numbers on the program
were 0 vocal solo by another Washington
hy, Harry T. Maxwell; and selections from
Carmen by the orchestra. Both were
well received. Hut the event which most
sTongly affected the audience was the
performance of the kindergarten class.

The very youngest children of the school
firt appearetl in a little play called "Build-
ing the Bird Nest." There were a dozen
who participated in it and right "well did
they sing and go through the little act.

The kindergarten andlnfant classes then
appeared together In a flag drill. They
wheeled and turned, crossed and twisted
their columns in all conceivable manners of
squares and fancy figures, but not one of
them missed his proper place or faltered
as to what should next be done.

The second portion of the program began
with a piano concerto, played by Mr.
Francis C. Myers, accompanied by the mem-

bers of the orchestra. This young gentle-
man, although totally blind, orchestrated
every note jf the piece played. After this
followed a clarionet solo, by Mr. Oliver C.
Keeny; a piano solo, by Mr Wilfred Jones;
singing by the glee club, and an ably ren-

dered piece of descriptive music by the
orchestra, rn titled "The Hunting Scene."

Prof. Morrison, "who has charge of the
Institution, addressed the audience at the
close of the first part of the exercises.
He spoke about the school, saying that
it was not to be considered an asylum,
out that it is similar to any other boanl-in- g

school. Tuplls aie received in Sep-

tember and are alkrwed to return home
in June. Although there are a number
of District children enrolled in the roster
of the school. Dr. Morrison desires to
have a larger representation here. Not
only are the blind eligible to enter, but
all whose sight has become so defective
as to preclude all possibility of learning
by means of the public school system ol
instruction. By a recent acton Congress,
any child in the District can enter tht
school, those "whose parents are too poor
to pay being allowed to enter free.

Pupils are taught to read, "write 'and
to perform music as soon as they enter.
The highercurriculumcontains pretty much
the same course of study as in use at
ordinary schools. In addition, the girls
learn to sew, knit, crochet and use the
typewriter, and the boys to tune pianos,
make mattresses and other kindred pur-

suits.
Dr .Morrison, nfter the close of his re-

marks, called upon several of the little
ones to read. This they did with marked
proficiency, feeling their "way over the
pages and calling out the "words without
hesitation.
