her leading man. She was then a great
star, and the young actor was held up
most conspicuously aud Judged unsparingly.
But he made excellent creations of the"
leading roles of "Amy Robsart," "The
Social Swim," "A Modern Match" and
others of Marie Wainwnght's trials, and,
iu "The School for Scandal," he was
pronounced the best Charles Surface that
wc had or have.

Then he went to Nat Goodwin, and
played his leading roles. .His greatest hit
was as 'Squire Chivy in "David Garrick."

Proof of this is found in the fact
that whereas Richard Mansfield has had
as many managers in as many years,
Mi. Goodwin has had one manager for
thirteen years. Moreover, he geU along
with his people, so that they are always
glad to stay with him. The reason of this

is that he not only pays good salaries, but
is always appreciative of their work. He
seems to be totally devoid of that Jealousy
which impels most stan to dispense with
the services of players who take too much
applause for themselves.

"On the contrary, Gcodwin is always
delighted to have his people popular.
Tor example, 1 headed a stcck company
in Salt Lake City two summers ago Now,
the Salt Lakers, when once they take a
liking to a player, always remember him.
