and emptiness of things in the Senate
chamber. Senators will not stay la the
chamber, and they, regardless of the fact
that they are still on the nay roll , resent
the ringing of the bell which brings them

back to wool and hides and blankets and
sulphuric acid and other hot stuff during
a day's Journey through the tariff bill,
which, according to Mr. Hauua, was fear-
fully and ,woudeifully made. Mr. Pen-ios- e,

of Pennsylvania, was the fir.sC to get
restless A week ago he got tired of say-

ing that ho was paired with the gentleman
from this or that precinct. Then Mr.
Wellington took It up and he drawls out
his polite objurgation against being obliged
to tell so often with whom lie is paired.
Mr Tillman has become so tired of henig
immolated by the roll call that he point
blank refused to say "No" yesterday, and
used 140 words to explain why he wouldn't
say no. Senators Vest, Jones, of Arkan-
sas, and "White, are sitting up fairly well
with the corpse and so Is Senator Gray.

Thi silk schedule Is such a lotten deal trat
Mr. Mantle and Mr. Teller had to vote
against it out of Others voted
for it for other reasons.

The tariff discussion was resumed at
the section providing a duty of 62
cents i er yard on carpets. Mr Vest
moved the restoration of the WilEon bill
rates. The vote resulted 17 yeas to 24
nays; no quorum. The Senate was called
and the motion of Mr. Vest was again
dcefatcd.

Various other amendments were proposed
and defeated.

At tills point Mr. rettlgrew presented
a bill for the incorporation of the "Was-
hington and University Railroad Company.
Referred to the Committee on the District
of Columbia.

Mr. Jones of Arkansas moved that the
dutv on the cheap grades of Japanese and
Chinese silks be reduced, fco that while
there should be a fair revenue the tariff
bliould not be prohibitory. The proposed
duties, he showed, were as high as 700
per cent. Certain silk, costing 8 cents in
Japan was to cost 62 cents under the new
tariff, and others in the same proportion.
It was all done, Mr. Jones contended, in
the interest of a few proposed American
mills tiiat couldnot compete. Mr Jones
thought that 75 per cent was a fairdutyif
there must be one.

Mr. Mantjemadc a short speech.in which
be took Hdes with Mr. Jones. --"

Mr. Piatt of Connecticut here had a
shot at Mr. Mantle by saying that not
longagotherewasa wallfrom themountaln
country of the "West, and the Pacific slope
against Japanese and Chinese competition.
As to the figures, about 700 per cent, he
thought they v, eie exaggerated.

Mr. Gray thoughtthat75 percentorlt'O
por cent on anything was an outrage.

Mr. Hoar It was a Democrat (Mr.
Jones) who suggested 75 to 100 per cent

Mr. Quay I don't care what its origin
may be.

Mr. Jones In justice to myself I want
to say tbatl merely think 75 or 100 per
cent better than 700 per cent; but I regard
75 per cent as an outrage.

Mr. Mantle, replying to Mr. Piatt, said
that the "West did want relief from Ja-
panese and Chinese, but not by 700 per
cent duties. They would be satisfied If
they got a restoration of money as it ex-
isted prior to 1873.

Mr. Piatt reiterated that the duties were
not more than 75 per cent, Instead of 700
per cent.

Mr. White read communications from silk
importers, showing that some of the lower
goods wr.ie taxed 700 "per cent, and that
the higher goods were taxed only 50 per

"
cent. 2

Mr. Piatt, who was in an oriental dream,
replied vivaciously: "I thank the Senator
for introducing the statement to prove
that this talk about 400, 500 and 700 per
cent is all nonsense."

Mr. "White said that the communications
proved exactly the opposite.

Mr. Piatt shook his head.
Mr. White 1 notice the Senator from

Connecticut shakes his head, but he can't
eliminate a type-writte-n document with a
shake of his bead.

Mr. Teller said that It was to be re-

gretted that there was so much difference
of opinion as to the ad valorem rate. He
thought It was the duty of the Finance
Committee to state the true rate, which
ranged in debate all the way from 75 per
cent to 700 per cent. He believed In a
fair rate of tariff so as to compete with
Japan, and especially in view of the change
in their money standard. "Our gold
standard friends," he said, "are congratu-
lating themselves on the statement that
Japan has gone to the gold standard. She
has cut her yen (worth about a dollar) in
two. She has recognized the appreciation
of gold. Her present plan simply enables
her to continue her advantages." He had
voted for tome things which did not meet
his views, but he had given notice the
other day that he would Insist on a Re-

publican tariff measure, lie thought the
"Wilson bill a very good protective measure.
He would bcinolined to vote for theumend-men- t

offcred by Mr. Jones If It could not be
shown that the duties of the bill were not
excessive.

Mr. Jones' amendment was lost 23 to
20. Mr. Mantle and Mr. Teller voted with
the Democrats.

Mr. White then moved to insert a pro-
vision as to these cheap silks that they
pay a no greater duty than 75 per cent ad
valorem The amendment was lost, Mr.
Mantle and Mr. Teller voting with, the
Democrats.

Mr, White moved to make the greatest
ad valorem duty 100 per cent. The Tote
was: Yeas, 25; nays, 28.

Mr. White then moved to make It 200
per cent.

Mr. Mantle hoped the Republicans would
accept that rate and clear up the mystery
about the schedule.

Mr. Piatt said that the motions were
simply to embarrass the bill.

Mr. Gray- - Whj then, is a minimum per-
mitted?

Mr. Allison Because a certain minimum
is necessary to form a basis of calculation
for revenue.

Mr. White said that the opposition of
the Republicans to a 100 per cent rate
vlien Mr. Piatt said 75 was about the
average under the bill demonstrated the
statements made by Mr. Jones as to the
enormously high rates.

Mr. Morgan made a speech, In which
he said that It would be an outrage on
Japan, whose foster-moth- the United
States is, to tax her exports 200 percent.

The remaining sections of the silk sched-
ule were adopted over the Democratic votes
on protest.

The Senate then went back to the
tobacco schedule. When the duty on
wrapper tobacco was taken up Mr. Vest
bald that the whole controversy was the
old one between Sumatra tobacco and the
Connecticut article. The people want
the Sumatra tobacco, and Congress was
asked to make the people buy the Connecti-
cut article.

Mr. Hawley said that Mr. Vest was mis-
taken I n speaking of Connecticut tobacco
as the only kind to be piotected. The
fiiirao kind of tobacco was grown in New
Hampshire, Vermont. Ohio. Pennsylvania,
etc. Senator Hawley made a plea for the
protection of home agriculture.

Mr. Allison announced a change from the
printed bill (Sec. 210) of "15 per cent
(In weight) of wrapper tobacco" instead
of 5 per cent. The duty was alo an-

nounced as Increased from $1.50 to $1.75
uustemmed, and from $1.25 to $1.50
btemrrcd, per pound.

Mr. Fasco supported the changes.
Mr. Mills lemarked after listening to Mr.

Pasco's argument that "smoking a good
cigar by a Democrat in this country was a
lost art." He moved to strike out the
whole paragraph and to Insert a duty of
30 per ceut ad valorem on ?.!i leaf tobacco.
Mr. Bacon desired to know why the

higher rales were desired by the people.
Mr. Pasco Fa d that the tobacco growers

of Florida desired the higher rates and
the manufacturers the lower rates.

Mr. Mills' amendment was defeated.
Mr. Tettigrew said that he knew jt was

no use toptotcst, because the Republicans
could make any infamous legislation In
caucus and have it passed.

Mr. Allison moved that the duty on all
tobacco not mentioned in the act be 55
cents per pound instead ot 40 cents, as In
the bill. Adopted. He asked ulso that
the proviso' that cigarettes of all kinds
weighing less than four pounds per 1,000.
pay a duty ot $3 per pound, be disagreed to.
Adopted.

The Senate went Into executive session
and soon thereafter adjourned until today
at 11 a. m.

Several Senators gave notice of inten-
tion to talk on the remaining tobacco
paragraphs today.

Plans of Mr. GraVes and What
Is Said of4The'ra.

j i
MODEST FEE AND BIG RETURNS

Alluring Inducements Offered As-

piring Students to Join the Na-

tional Cooperative, Society of
Americun Art Its Incorporators
and Its Promoter.

T.ho National Society of

American Art has been incorporated under

the laws of t lie District ot Columbia, its
objects, as stated in the articles of in-

corporation, being "to foster American
art." The incorporators are Mr. Arthur
Gordon Graves, Mr. Horace MacDonald,
Mr. Jerome Uhl, Mr. George S. Chase, and
Mr. J. M. Vale.

An mt'ulry concerning the National Co-

operative Art Society made by a Times
reporter, yesterday, develops beveral in- -,

tcresting particulars.
Itls found that Mr. ArthurGordon Graves

Is the Initial mover in the plan, and that
the other incorporators know very little
ot it. Something of Jlielr views is given
in another part ot this article.

Mr. Graves has explained his plan In

part to several Washington artists. It is
also outlined lu the proposed constitution
of the society, now in the possession ot
Mr Graves, but which several people have
seen The Idea of Mr. Graves is first to
establish blanches all over the country
In every large city. These branches Mr.
Graves will negotiate. Each of them
will be entitled to hold exhibitions. To
these exhibitions members of the society
who arc artists will be entitled to send
their pictures at their own expense and
risk.

Membership in tie society shall also en-

title one to reciive miniature copies of
all the best of the new pictures, to be
made by the 60cietyln large numbers by a
new process. Mr Graves' constitution
further proposes that large copies of all
thcbc best pictures shall be furnished to
members of the society at cost price.

An initial membership fee of $5 is to be
paid by everyone who Joins.

Certain Washington artists are d'stniet-fu- l
of Mr. Graves and his society. There

is some murmuring and some 01.cn insinua-
tions even.

The plan, in the first place, with the
exception of the paragraphs relative to
the initiation fee, is thought by many to
be, la a measure, nebulous, airy,

But inquiry has elicited
the following definite facts, which are
thought to be much more than nebulous.

There Is in the constitution or the so-

ciety a "proposed Jist or judges" who--

duties it will be to decide on the merits
of the plcturcssubiulttedto the exhibitions

This is a fine list, including twenty or
moie of the greatest ,American artists,
St. Guudens among thnnv fji is an im-

posing" preface to the .rcyiarnder of the
constitution. r ?"

This Is only a "proposed'.!. Jist, however,
and unfortunately it wilftae necessary to
revise it materially Several of the artists
mentioned have written the strongest klud
of protests against the use of their names
by Mr. Graves. These protects come with
great regularity as soon as the gentlemen
are questioned about tlie association.

Interviews with the four gentlemen who
cooperate with Mr Graves as founders of
this society leads to the information
that two ot them, Mr. Vale and Mr. Chase,
are lawyers with no knowledge of art
or ot the association. Mr. Tale is the
gentleman who wrote the articles of in-

corporation, and Mr. Chase was a con-

venient gentleman, with an office across
the hall from him, in the Atlantic bu

Thev only become Incorporators at
the request of Mr Graves, because It was
discovered to be necessary under the Di-
strict laws that three Incorporators should
be residents of the United States and also
of the District of Columbia.

Mr. Vale savl to a Tunes reporter that
his ait knowledge was hardly enough to
allow of a good Job at "painting the
town.'

Mr. McDonald and Mr. Uhl told The
Times man that Mr. Graves had come to
them bravely behind a most attractive
pair of whiskers, and that they bad con-
sented to let their names be used almost
before they knew it.

They weie not personally acqualated
with the gentleman, and considered the
scheme almost too large Xor Mr. Graves
to accomplish.

Said Mi. McDonald: "The gentleman says
he wiches to give the next three years or his
lite to art, and that after that, on a secure
foundation, the society will be able to do
wonders This Is a most beautiful plan
There aie Tew poor gentlemen eo

Mr Graves' plan, as he has developed It
to others, however, Is not so entirely

He wishes to secure $5 from
every new member of the society. Three
dollars of this amount is to go to Mr.
Graves while he is proselyting for the
society. The other S2 he believes will be
ample tor the needs of American art, as it
romes dliectly under the fostering care of
Mr. Graves. The gentlemen hopes to secure
from 1,000 to 2,000 members each year.

Mr. Graves reached Washington some
weeks ago from Boston, and from an
artistic point ot view the chief glory
of this gentleman seems to be his
whiskers, which arc square cut, parted in
the middle, and luxuriant. One remembers
nothing else of his personal appearance
after a first interview, it is said.

Nothing of Mr. Graves' history ante-
cedent to his reaching Washington can be
learned, except that he was once before
in the city with another "art society"
plan of the same nature. ,Thp sole features
of this plan, so far as they, have yet de-
veloped jwe re an Initial subscription of
$5 for membership fee, and a finely en-

grossed certificate ot membership.
Shortly after Mr. Graves left Washing-

ton the first time therecamc notices to
Washington aitists that the gentleman
was no longer authorized to collect mem-
bership fees for the art society,

Tlie present whereabouts of Mr. Graves
cannot be learned. None pf the incor-
porators of the "National Art
Society" with him know it. A diligent
search yesterday afternoon failed to locate
blra.
