of the Senate was made lurid with a run--.

Din debate between Senators Tillman

and Chandler on the amendment to the
tariff proposed by the former, Jawing a

100 Lead tax on immigrants.
The curllei part of the bcsslc-- was de-

voted to a discussion of tin; tariff on

watches and chirks, which, although op-

posed vigorously by Senators Gray, Vest
and Joiie-.- , was adoptetl in the shape de-ur-

by the Finance Committee.
A proposed placing of pincaples on the

dutiable list was also rushed through with
the support of the Southern Senators.

Section 170. im'pOKinK a auti' ot
cents a pound on lead, was opposed by
Senator Allen. He said that it the tux
is placed at 1 2 cents its practical ef-

fect would deprive American smelters ot
local advantages and send tiic smelting
business to Mexico or British Columbia.,

He was from a State which contained the
largest lead mines in the country. He was
not hero to represent any such interettvH
His contention was for the interest of the
consumers, regardless of that of the
miners

Mr. Vest Tcad from published statements
of the Lend Trust to show the enormous
dividends declared in recent years. The
Lead Trust manufactured two-third- s of the
white lead, and it was history that higher
duties meant higher prices for white lead
The Lfad Trust admitted that fact. Ho
wouldn't vote for higher duties If it cot
him bis teat in the Senate Mr. Vest was

Mr Tillman asked that lie be allowed
to take up his amendment relating to
immigration nud Imposing a head tax of
Si 00 on immigrants. This measure, he
said, ias, perhaps, a startling proposition.
As we have &. large expanse of unsettled
country tor millions of people, the idea of
limiting immigration was perhaps an ob-

noxious cue A bill, be said, had been
paswd rcunctiug immigration on the lines
of Intelligence as a qualification. The
present amendment put a value on Ameri-
can citizenship. ,

Mr Chandle- r- You would sell it to wme
foreign citizen.

Mr Tillman If you want to get Into
a colloquy, I shall accommodate you be-
fore I" get through. At any rate this
amendment carries the Kepubllcau prin-
ciple of protection. You Republicans
vote to keep out pauper products, but you
admit pauper laborers.

Mr. Tillman said he desired to put
Democrats and Republicans on record as
to standing by their platforms. Would
they let the constant stream of a half- -
million of men annually come in to com--j
pete with American labor? Mr. Tillman
said it was such immigration as this
that ruined the country and debased Its
politics. He saw thousands of them stand-
ing on tho streets of Chicago, waiting
to be liought. They had congregated hi
Pennsylvania, where, in the coal mines,
they were In worse condition than the
slaves in the South before the war.

Tho miners are, however, to be taxed
3 cents a head oy a recent Pennsylvania
legislation.

Federated labor had asked that, Immigra-
tion be restricted for flvo years. Mr.
Tillman had an article read on this t.

These federated laborers, he said,
had, no doubt three-quarte- of them voted
the Republican ticket. They bad been
promised protection by the Republicans
by the tariff. Would Republicans now
aid In this kind of protection?

Mr Tiilman read statistics relating to
miners, their ignorance, how they lived,
their foreign ways and lives, their dirt,
end "all that la Pennsylvania (to Mr.

were uot worth a snap of the finger ns
to keeping out undesirable immigrants.
Mr. Tillman said he was not talking for
the South, for there, thank God, everybody
who 'wanted it ruld get work and some-
thing to eat. He was talking for the ben
cfit of civilization of other sections. He
protested against keeping open the flood
gates tolet in t lie Goths, Vandals and Huns,
who one dnvi like the commune of Fans,
would destroy this country.

The Democratic party btands committed
to restriction, and so Is the Republcan
parly. The $100 is a very small bonus for
a man to pay for the privilege of being
fostcml here by the Republican party.
(Laughter). "And now," he said, "I Will
give I lie Senator from New Hampshire,
who is 'ooking at me derisively, a chance
to make a meal out of mc."

"Mr President, nothing would give mc
greater pleasure than to devour the in-

cisive, inconsistent Senator from Soutn
Carolina," said Senator Chandler, "but
I am afraid I bhall not have the pleasure
of making a final meal of him tot lay.
The Senator has well stated the evils
of unrestricted immigration to this
country, and 1 agree with every word lie
has bald with reference to those evils."
Mr. Chandler held that everything that
could be done by law to keep out tho
vicious class of emigrants should be
done. The Republicans, in fact, had made
an effort not long ago to pass a good law
It passed tho Houwj and the Senate re-

stricting immigration under an cducatjonal
test, but it was vetoed, and by whom?

M.- - Tillman By a Republican President.

Mr. Chandler resented this sally good
humoredly, and taid that he now felt
indeed I bar the Senator fiom South Caro-
lina ought to be devoured.

Mr. Chandler would not be Interrupted,

but Mr. Tillman broke in with, "I insist,
Mr. President, on putting myself straight
on GroverCleveiand."

necked during the whole of this running
debate.)

Mr. Tillman went on to say that lie went
to Chicago in 1892 at the head of the
South Carolina delegation. The delegation
was opposed to Cleveland; It had an idea
of what Mr. Cleveland would do, and o
had the South C.nclina State IegMuture,
which had passed i resolutions denouncing
Cleveland as a prostitute -

Mr. Chandler Oh, Mr. President, I pro-
test against that. I protest dgainst tho
Senator from South- Carolina talking about
his president in that way. (Shouts of
laughter.) d protest against the use otany
buch language.

Mr. Tillman broke in again, not halng
finished his denunciation of Mr. Cleve-
land, nud addressed his remarks directly
tp Mr. Chandler- -

The M Piesidcnt called the attention
of Mr. Tillman to the rule that he must
address Senators through the chair.

Mr. Chandler said that he didn't want to
be interrupted.

Mr Tillman Please let me go on.
(Laughter)

Mr Chandler-We- ll, I will consent if you
will speak in your usual respectful tvrms
of the late President of the Senator from
Soutli Carolina. (More laughter and ap-

plause.)
Mr. Tillman Well, we went to Chieago

knowing what lie was going to do. Wc
voted against him every time, but lie was
nominated, and we iiad nowhere else to
go (I'iughtcrl, and we did not desire to
go back on lite result. We went home and
v it ed for him. We wore always consist-
ently opposed to him.

Mr. Tillman suggested to Mr. Chandler
that lie switch some at the Democrats .who
had followed and who still follow Cleve-
land instead of him , Tiilman), "who was
such a fool as to have voted for him "
(Laughter.)

Mr. Chandler then went on With his
argument after premising that the Xnct
"remains that the lull was vetoed by a
Democratic President." There was not
a fciugle Republican against it. Later
In his speech Mr. Chandler refeired to
the three factions of the Democratic party,
whi'ja Mr Tillman promptly corrected by
stating that there were four amid gieat
laughter.

Mr Chandler argued agalnstthe amend-
ment that it would take from the Im-
migrant tnevi-r- thoney he needs when he
comes to these shores to make his home
comfortable. Mr. Chandler said that lie
was in Tavor of restricting immigration
and putting all tafeguards a rounds it, but
he saw no mc-riti- the amendment of Mr.
Tillman. IJe replied to the taunts of Mr.
Tillman about the Republicans being afraid
to vote for thisamendment although it was
a protection to American labor by retort-
ing that the Southern States had gotten
protection In cotton tic:?, etc.

Mr. Tillman wanted to know specifically
If Mr Chandler would vote for absolute
restriction of immigration on the priuuple
of absolute prohibitive duties.

Mr. Chandler There is a distinction
a human being coming to this

country and a bale of goods, even if the
Senator from South Carolina can't see
it. (Laughter)

Mr Chandler described the latter part
of Mr. Tillman's amendment as a tail
introduced for political effect. He said
sarcastically that of course all the ills of
the miners and other laborers, so graphic-
ally described by Mr. Tillman, would all
be removed when the country had the free
coinage of sliver at 10 to 1.

Mr, Tiilman recalled the fact that Mr.
Chandler had delivered a speech on bi-

metallism last spring. He said that If
there were such free coinage there would
be no tramps and paupers.

Mr. Tillman addressed Mr. Chandler sev-
eral times as "You."

Mr. Chandler protested because "It fright-
ened him lrrtte than Mr. Tillman was
aware of." (Applause.)

The vote was taken on the Tillman
amendment andrcmltcd: Ayes, 3; nays, 48

When Mr. Quay voted aye there was a
great l of ftmu&cment In the Senate and
galleries

Messrs. Quay, Butler and Tillman were
announced a having voted for the amend-
ment.

Cabinet to Take Up the Questio

at Fridays Bleetiiig.

VIEWS OP THE SECRETARIES

The Proposition for Suturdny Half
Holidays Durinjr the Hot "Weather
Generally "Favored Commissioner
Emits' Decided Opinions in Op-

position.

Secretary Alger, with nearly all the
others or the He id of department-- is In

favQror an early closing hour on Saturday
afternoon during the hot summer mouths
from now until the 1st of October He

went Ui the Cabinet meeting yesterday
primed with statistics and prepared to put
the whole business before his colleagues

in the Cabinet. He mentioned the sub-

ject, but went no further with it, as before

any discussion occurred President McKin ley

requested that ho would hold the matter
over until Friday' meeting. President
McKInley gave no reason for thfs reipiehfcr

and none is surmied, except that
the President may consider himself not yet
sufficiently well up lu the matter to de-

cide on it.
It Is considered probable throughout the

departments that this return to the old

practice of several years ago will be made
thW summer. Only one or two of the
Cabinet are known to be opposed to tho
idea, and most of them are strongly In
favor ot it. President McKmley also is
understood to consider this Saturday early
closing In bummer a good thing.

It is sad that the President has one
objection to the plan, or rather a reeling
not (mite amounting to on objection, per-

haps. It seems to him rather unfair aud
peihaps almost verging on heartless for
tho clerks in the departments

every month ,belng
able to work all the time with no lay-

offs because business is slack and times
are dull, except for a long holiday with
pay, to receive in addit'on shortened hours
just at this time when all over the country
bo many people are in so much less
enviable position

A Times reporter made a tour of the de-

partments yesterday which included nearly
all ot them and some ot the bureaus, In

beaich or the opinions of the secretaries
and the heads of bureuus on this question
Two or three refused to make any state-
ment, but there was only one gentleman
on the list who expressed fthwelf strongly
in opposition (o the plan the Commissioner
or Pensions, Mr Henry Clny Evans. y

Gage said that he had not yet
made up his mind, but seemed rather In
dined toward disapproval

Secretaiy Gage taid "I have not yet
considered the 'natter fully enough to have
formed an opinion whether thu short Sa'nr-da-r

i an be given to tho clerks without In

any way injuring the service. It may be
tho. It can be done. As a purely business
proposition, however, the clerks In the de-

partments here have a very easy time cam-pa- !
t with thow employed by private

corcenib in oher cities. The liours arc
short and there is already a large atnouut
of leave allowed to every clerk. There Is
thirty daye for everybody, a twelfth of the
whole time; there is thirty days additional
which a good many take as sick leave,
which makes a sixth of a whole year, and
a Secretary mnv, at his discretion, to a
faithful rlerk who poems especially de-

serving, give still a third month's leave,
or, in all. a quarter of the whole year.

Commissioner Evans said: "Everybody
takes the full thirty days' leave: a very
large percentage take a very large part of
our thirty days' sick leave. I have oiorks
in the bureau here who have taken ninety
days' leave In one year, and not long
ago, knowing something of this, I had a
record of the amount of leave obtained by
each clerk In past yeare I understand
that there was some objection made to
this, and that some of the ladies thought
it was mean of mc to look Into back

However, It Is certainly Impossible
for me to look Into the records of the

and, as I was quite desirous of find-

ing out something of the matter, I sawfO
oilier way.

"There are of course a great many peo-

ple who take their thirty days each yrar,
get thoroughly rested arid prepared for
another year, and ask for nothing more.
It Is noticeable that as a general thing
these people are among the best of our
clerks in every other way. I do not ap-

prove of this Saturday half holiday ir
even of the shortening of the day. The
day Is already shorter than is prescribed
by law. by half an hour, and is certainly
not an frksfuiie one. In any other business
than the Government business hours would
!) longer every day and leave less.

"I find that a gocd many of the Con-

gressmen are of my opinion, too. Remem-

ber that this law relative to the number
of hours' service in the departmental day
looks both ways. It is permissible to give
the clerks a shorter day, and It Is also
quite within law to add an hour or two.
It seems quite possible to me that If this
subject is agitated some of the people
up at the Capitol, wiio hate been used
to longer hours themselves in the West,
or In business anywhere, for that matter,
and who have seen others work a good
deal longer all thelrllves, may make serious
objections, and even advocate the addl-tio- n

of time to the working day, rather
than tho other thing."

These reasons given by Secretary Gage
and Commissioner Evans are the strong
ones, and the very apparent ones against
the short horn Saturday movement. The
reasons on the other side, urged by heads
of departments and by clerks alike are
strong ones, too. In the first place it
is contended very forcibly that the people
who talk about the short day In the de-

partmental service have no right to com-
pare it with a day's work in any other
bubincss. The absolutely routine dullness
ct the Government work In most cases Is
the same year in and year out, the con-
finement, the discipline, the mechanical
character ot the whole thing are terrffely
wearing on the vitality of the clerks, it
is eaid Six hours aud a half for one day,
of for a month, or a year, Is perhaps a
verj easy thing, but when the clerks so
through the same thing at the same desk
in the same room for many years thework
is far from such au easy thing as a great
many outsider" seem to believe.

The particular arguments in favor ot tho
shortened day at the end of the week are
that the clerfis will work Just as efficiently
and accomplish just as much in the short-
ened day, as Is said to have been proven
in former years, that it Is a very humane
plan, at the end ot a hard week's work In
the hot part of the Bummer,and that itis a
great convenience to most of the clerks.

A large proportion or the clerks live In
the suburbs or have their families at dis-

tant points daring fhe summer, and can
caXch earlier trains and make their vaca-
tion po mucb longer.

This rule ot n shorter Saturday in the
dppartmcstB had been quite generally ob-
served until two or three years ago, when
.Secretary Morton objected to it. The
State Department clerks had always closed
their day on Saturday at 3 o'clock, win
ter and rammer, and some of the other
