Charged 'SVith Infidelity Seeremry- -

nt Society for Prevention of Vice
iluheh Complaint.

San Francisco, July 4. Mrs. John Brad-

bury, the young wife of a Lo Angeles

millionaire, and II. Russell Ward, an
Englishman "with a wife and several
children, who ran away together a couple

of days ago, occupied cells in tne city
pnsou last evening They were arrested
at the Cafe Marchand and euarged with
infidelity.

The complainant was Secretary Kane,
of the San rraucisco Society for the Pre-

vention of Vice. The conduct of Mrs.
Bradbury aud her companion was regarded
as too flagrantly bad to be allowed to
pass unnoticed. The crime with which

evident that the notoriety of the past
two days had uot been without effectupon
Ward.

Bradbury says that he will not secure a
divorce from the woman, and that he will
not allow her to siarve The deserted hus-
band has left Tor Europe.

Mis. Bradbury is tall, trim-walst- and
s'ender. Her eyes are big and blue aud
laughing. Her abundant hair is inclined
to fluffmess, and is brushed away from the
face In a loose pompadour. She was the
acknowledged belle or all southern Cali-

fornia several years ago.
It was evident that there had been no

preparation for the journey. The couple
had not an ounce of baggage not even a
comb, toothbrush or umbrella. Ward had
not even an ovticoat.

That Mrs. Bradbury had not pawned all
her jewels was evidenced by tho fact that
the had several valuable rings on her hand.
She did confess to a shortage of money.

He was famous only as a polo plajer and
a good-fo- r nothing idler.
