today for the purpose of disposing of tlie
contested nominations now on the calendar
Chier among them aro those of 3. II.

Warner, jr., of this city, to be consul at
Leipsic; Myron 11. MeCord, to be governor
of Amoii'i, and Dr. Hughes to be post-mast-

at ltirmingiiam, Ala. It ib thought
that in a!i ot these casjjs the Senate will

take favorable action and coHfirni the
iiomiuees

lule there is an earnest desire on the
part ofmany Senators that the W'irner case
be got out of the way, it Is still probable
that Senatoiial courtesy may prevail to
bring alKiut another postponement of its
consideration. If Senator Wellington Is
really a sick man at his home, and no one
denies that he is, and he lequcsts the
Senate to hold the cae up until heia able
to return, it is probable thatsuch a request
would be complied with. Ttiere are fe.v
Senators in tlie chambcrapparentlyinsym-path-

with the Maryland Senator m this
fight, and that Mr. Warner will be con
firmed is admitted on all sides.

The case would have been called up and

Mr. Gorman has expressed
hiubtelf as being entirely indifferent to
what is done He looks upon the row a a
family mattci among the Republicans and
is willing ihat they should fight it out
.uitong themselves.

For thif-- reason the great majority of tlie
ne:nt..iat& will vote for the confirmation
of the nominee, there bemg no charges
befoie the Senate other than those made
by Mr. Wellington the other day in his
speech Mr Wellington appears to be quite
aloncin hiput niggle, and it is predicted Uiat
v. hen the vote is taken the Senate will con-

firm Mr. Warner by a "sery one-side-d ma-
jority.

Mr Myioii n. McCord, nominated for
the governorship of Arizona, It is be-

lieved, will be confirmed by a very com-
fortable majority. Mr McCord met and
refuted all the charges before the coin'
mittee, and n. ravorable report was made
on his case. lie lias a number of very
warm friends in the Senate, and they will
see that he is conHrmed today, it pos-

STUDYING OUK AGRICULTURE.

A French Scientist Is Here for Tlmr
Turpose.

Mr. Daniel Zolla, a proressor in the
Xational School or Agriculture and tne
free school or political science at Grignou,
a sjiburb of Pans, is at the Ebbitt House

He has been &cnt to the United Elates
by the Flench government to study the
(Ilmale and investigate the agricultural
systems or this co.untry. He will also
study and icpcrton the cost of transporta-
tion or the principal agricultural products
and ca'ttle.

Pro!. Zolla arrived In the city on Wed-ieda- y.

but has alieady made considerable
progress in liis investigation. X'eoterday
'e called ou Secretary of Agriculture Wil-
son, chip's of the Weather Bureau, chief of
the department of the diary industry of the
United States aud the chief of the record
division. He will piobably remain in the
cUya week or more.

When he completes hlsinvetigatlonshere
he will return to New York, where ae will
lemain a few days. He will go l'ir.st
through several of the Eastern States, and
will then start West, visiting all the agri-
cultural colleges and exrenment stations
in Ohio, Wisconsin, North and South Da-
kota, California, Colorado, Missouri, Kan-
sas and Kentucky.

In this latter State he will pay special
-- tenliun to the subject of cattle bleed
ing.

Prof. Zolla expects that the trip will
extend orer three months.

oa Anderson's movements. He believed
that jii this way he would be able to

The girl was persuaded to accompany
her father across the bridge, and found
waiting for her there the patrol wagon
of the Georgetown station.

There a charge
of running away from her parents wai
entered against her on the blGtter, und
there bMng no matron at the station, .Mie
was transferred in the patrol wigon to the
First precinct station. Gojng over the
bidge between Georgetown and Washing-
ton the girl tried to persuade her father
to let her go. She hung on his neck,
crying bitteily, and repeatedly stated that
she did not want to go home. Mr. Maltby
left his daughter at the Flrstpreclne.t sta-
tion and went to his home.

Mr. Thomas O. Anderson make-- , the state-
ment that his relations with thd girl luive
been those of a friend only, and Uiat he had
positively nothing to do with her leaving
home HU account is that on the day
Flic left home she sent for him and told
him that she was going to leave.

A Brooklyn Paper's Correspondent
on tlie Tariff Situation.

Brooklyn, N. X. July 15. The Washing-
ton correspondent of the Eagle, who Is
muallj on tariff matters,
telegiaphed his paper the following this
afifrnoon:

"The tarfif situation is today more com-
plicated than ever. A large number of
Pa'publican Congressmen lert Washmirton
toduy, to be gone a week. This docs
not look as if the tariff bill was apt
to come to a final vote much before
AAigust 1. Senator Piatt or New Xork
thinks Congress will bo ready to adjourn
a week rrom Saturday.

"But It leaked out today that there are
ten ImrortantseSiPihilcs in dispute between
the conferees of the Senate and the House

and that Chairman Dlngley has planted his
foot down flrmlj on the Senate sugar

The Times article stated that "almost

without a doubt Sugar Is going up
from now on. It would have

the spurt of the season in the market and
fortunes will be made." It stated that
the Standard Oil Company was to he the
leader. "These gentlemen are without a
qu-stl- on buying large blocks of Sugar
stock. They are buying it In every

career of the Sugar Refining Company
How much higher than that thoy will go
unc can only surmise.1"

The Times' article further spoke of a
division by the Standard Oil interests of
the $25,000,000 surplus that the sugar
people now have.
