JExpri'-s- es Heartfelt Pleasure at
Her Subject Tokens of Esteem.
London, July 10--- special supplement

It
is, indeed, deeply gratifying, after so many
ycais of labor and anxiety for the good of
roy beloved country, to find that my exer-
tions have been appreciated throughout
my vtist empire. In weal aud woe I have
ever had the true sympathy of all my
people, wjsich has been warmly appreciated
by myself.

"It has given me unbounded pleasure
to ee so many of my subjects from ah
parts of the world assembled here, and
to find them joining in the acclamations
of lojal devotion to myself, and I would
wish to thank them all rrom the depth
of ray grateful heart. I shall ever pray
God to bless them, and to enable me to
still discharge my duties for their wel-
fare ae long as life lasts.

Cabinet Decifles to Close Depart-
ment at 3 o'clock.

The shorter-hou- r Saturday advocates
