ilr, Crocker, the hoe dealer, said:
"From w York, lart week. 1 paid 7
cents a pair more Tor shoes than I would

le lul to pay for the iue quality
the week lefore. 1 bought 1,900 pairs
or CM grade of slmes, and my bill was
$260 nwre for the lateness of my trip.
The HHiie bing will be noticeable in all
grade of shoes very Moa.''

The Regal Shoa Company said: "Leather
ha goae up. Already the shoe manu-fetrr- .-

are obliged to pay more for the
teacher Ut&t they use in all ordinary
giadee of shoes. It Is in anticipation of
tie rwtf f. and the leather men know they
can get It. Shoes will either be higher in
price hotearter or inferior in quality, as
a gciwfHil rale.''

Mr. Tophem, the trunk manufacturer.-eaM- :

"Leather is higher in price. An or-

dinary imlhcr trunk or handbag will cost
liter en account of tlie tariff, Already
vc hfte paid from 12 2 to 20 per cent
more for ewr leather than before it was
lnwwn what the leather schedule would
be."

Mr. Barker, tlie gretvr. said: 'We" are
paying 2 cent a pooml more for oar
eag&r Ulan before the turirf dlscu&slou
begaa. We do not know how much fur-
ther tlie advance will go. TW& means that
at present we pay ! 07 cents a pound for
wapar, and sell it for 5 cents. The gross
profit on sugar is, at that rate. of
a cent a notmd, and in selling 100 pounds
we make 3 cents The net profit is
nothing Not to mention the ordinary
pxpenseeof carrying on business the bags
and twine to wrap up sugar are worth
more than that."

Mr. Loughrsn, the tobacco dealer, said:
"Tlie tax on imported cigars is r.o cents a
pound. Tlie price iter box will be higlwr
hereafter. rhp tax on wrappers for domes-
tic cigars is also , as is that on
cigarette. In the case of imported cigars
the difference will be in pr'ce, but prob-
ably tlie smokers will not notice the differ-
ence in the imported cigars and cigarettes,
as they will be made of the sume size and
quality in many cases, but lighter, and In
many nasepwin be inferior m quality."

Similar statements were obtained from
other dealers, all of whom were of the
opinion that advances in price would neces-
sarily occur on account of tlie tariff.

Tlie small grocers on the corners in the
residence neighborhoods, the people who
sen to the poor, have already raised the
price of sugar 2 and 1 cent a pound, and
already the poor have begun to pay tlielr
tax to the suear trust.

To those who deal with the F street and
Avenue grocers the price has not yet been
raised, but this is simply because these
places are all afraid to make tlie first
move. None of them are paying expenses
on the sugar they sell. It is the grocers
in this case who suffer and not tlie people
yefc. But it is never the trust.

The price of granulated sugar is today
0 2 and 0 cents to the poor and 5 cents
to the swell trade.

It is the opinion of the larger grocers
that the price will be put up by them to
5 1- cents very soon, even if the sugar
trust does not touch them up again for
another 3-- 8 or so. They are losiug money
on sugar now.

The tobacco dealers and manufacturers of
cigars made a strong attempt to kill the
cigarette industry with this taritf bill,
and have probably succeeded in crippling
Ifc to a cerlain extent. They at first ad-
vocated the tax or 3 a thousand Internal
revenue on cigarettes, which would havo
made the price or these articles of luxury
more than 5 cents a box net. This was
fought successfully by the cigarette peo-
ple, and the internal revenue tax on cig-
arettes on the new bill as it now stands
will be ?1 a thousand, or 50 cents more
than formerly The 5mall dealers have
been paying $3 SO per thousand for their
clgareUes and will now be forced to pay
$4.30. This gives them a profit or 70
cents oi 100 boxes, and it is thought
doubt rm 1' many of them will care to
handle goods at that rate.

As far as the fax on imported cigars
Is concerned it is thought probable that It
will bring no revenue to the Government.
The dealers will Instruct the people from
"Whom they import to make their cigars
proportionately lighter in weight, but of
the same size. They will get as many
cigars a formerly, ami perhaps pay even
a less tax. The consumer in this case
will suffer, though he won't know It so
dearly. The tobacco schedule is peculiar
In other ways.

As for the price that will be paid for
shoes hereafter the exact Increase on the
price of leather rtoes not mark the price
on shoe to an vcrvnt extent. A prominent
shoe dealer said to The Times reporter
yesterday:

"If I nm raving $2.40 for a 3 shoe
and the Increase cf rrlce from tlie whole-
saler is 20 cents a fair, or .$2.50, I can-
not afford to tlie shoe for $3 and make
40 cents profit, and the odd price of $3.20
would not go. I would advance the price

of the shoe to $3T0. The small increased
tax in leather in this case would mean In

this caw a large increase in the price of
the shoe Yon- will find that your shoe
bill will be much larger hereafter, or if. you
buy ihebame priced goods as formerly you
will have to buy many more irair&."

Incendiary Blaze at the Institu-

tion for Colored Girls.

FIYE OF THE INMATES ESCAPE

Believed to Have Been StarCcd by

the Missing Girl to Fuellitate
Their Baiuaye A Favorable Mo-

ment Chosen The Fugitives Still
ut Large Fire Daiimge Slight.

Five young coloicd ghls of Hie Coloied

GUIs' Reform School, on the Little Fails
road, near Dalccailla reservoir, west of
Geoigetowu, musle a dailn'g dash for lib-

erty about G o'clock, yesterday evening.
Simultaneous with the escape of the

girls fiic broke out iu the laundry of the
Institution, cauMng about 225 damage,
and lielleved to have beeu due to lncen-dluris-

It was a Isold attempt on the part or
tlie girls to obtain their rreedom. Circum-

stances lead to the belicr that the girls
deliberately set fire to tlitr building In

order that their escape could be effected
more easily.

Their escape from the institution was
made during tlie excitement caused among

tlie other Inmates by the discovery of
the fire, and up to a late hour none of
the girls had been apprehended.

Mrs. Ruhl, the superintendent of the
reform school, was away at the time, and
Mrs. Miller, the matron, was acting as
superintendent during her absence. The
five girls, with that shrewdness born in
most reform school Inmates, selected this
as a good time to urn away from the in-

stitution, and theii choice seems to have
been thus far a favoruble if not a wise,
one.

Shortly before G o'clock yesterday even-
ing one of the girls in pnsalng the laun-

dry saw a slight blaze there.
Running to Mrs. Miller, she gave the

alarm. Criea of "Firet soon aroused
everyone to tho highest pitch of excite-
ment, and on this account it whs with
some difficulty that the fire could at first
be fought. A message was sent to the
city for Mr. Ferguson, who Is sta-

tioned at the receiving reservoir, sent a
telephone rucsMige to Mr. Sundwell, who
Is stationed at the office of the Washing-
ton aqueduct, at 272S Pennsylvania ave-
nue, telling him that there was a tire
"somewhere up the Conduit road."

He later sent a similar message lo the M
street engine-hous- and a steamer was
Eent up the Conduit road as far as the first
reservoir. No one could tell the firemen the
location of the fire, and, not seeing any
smoke, the engine was brought back to the
city.

In he meantime tlie fire was extln
guislied hy those at the school, and in a
measure order was restored.

The inmates of the school were counted
and the following were found to be miss-
ing: Susie Rote, Alberta Gibson, Anna
Kennedy, Lizzie Gowan and Mary Till-
man, aged sixteen years each. It

was vild that they were going toward thn
Conduit road when last seeu

The police at No 7 precinct station. In
Georgetown, were notified. and tlieoff leers
along the conduit raid and at the edge of
the city were Instructed to use especial
vigilance to eapture tlie runaways irount-e- d

Officer J E Heide spent the early part
of the evening at the school to prevent
further trouble.

The rimltive girls are mostly from South
Washington, and It Is believed that they
are lurking near the city, watching their
chance to enter. They were all attired in
the gingham dresses that arc worn by the
inmates of the reform school.

MASTER PLUMBERS OBJECT

Do Not Like a Rule Adopted by the

Commissioners.

Question Their Power to Compel
the Use of a Particular

Kind ol Stop Cock.

A special meetfngof thcMaster Plumbers'
Association was held last night for the
purpose or protesting against the rule
recently adopted by tlie Commissioners re-

quiring that all stop coo'is be bought from
the wuter department.

The association questions very much the
authority of the hoard of Commissicners
to place anch an obligation upon them,
and at the close of tlie meeting it was
decided o employ a competent lawyer
to look into the law npon the subject and
see if the Commissioners have not ex-
ceeded their authority In the premises.
The plumbers contend that while the
authorities have the power to prescribe
a certain rtop cock, and say that eiSher it
or one equal to it must he used, they have
not the right either equitably or legally
to pick out one particular pattern and
make a monopoly of its sale.

Especkdly in the form in which the ordi-
nance is to go into foice, they claim It, wilL
work great inconveniences Under the old
rule enacted by former Engineer Commis-
sioner Powell, they could purchase a stock
of slop cocks and have them on hand.
A.s the law now stands, however, they are
obliged to purchase the cocks one by one
and state with every purchase In what
house it is to be used and all particulars.
Furthermore, whereas they formerly traded
with wholesale houses on account, tliey
now have to pay cash for each one.

A protest also went up in the meeting
against the new plumbing board provided
for in a bill submitted to Congress- - by tho

Commissioners. This board, it is claimed,
will nil no useful purpose, but will mere-
ly give an additional salary of $300 a.
year to the three District employes who, ic
is provided, shall form part of the member-
ship of five

The fact that tlie District still charges
S3 for the water taps , which cost them
Dnly 50 cents no reduction In the ptice
to the plumbers having been made In thirty
years, notwithstanding the cheapening ut
the wholesalprlce was made the subject
of further unfavorable comment.

In fact, the Association of Master
numbers opposes very strenuously the
whole policy of the District engineer de-
partment as regards plumbing and plumb-
ers. They nlle-- e that all the new orders
promulgated and proposed will cause, us
a result, an extra expense and trouble
to the plumbers Tlie brunt, they claim,
of it nil will eventually fall upon the
public, ana Chey are only making a fight
In the Interests of their clients.

Commissioner Black was seen last night
ami said regaiding the stop-coc- ordinance
that the District has had a great deal of
trouble lately with leaks In service prpes
caused by defective stopcocks. They
found that no stop cock on the market
could correct that- evil and had one made
which rfiey adopted exclusively. They fur-
nish them to the plumbers at r; per cent
over the cost price-- . This is- - only to pay
the cosj: of handling-- . Tlie Dfstrfct doea
not wish to make a proflfcout of the stop
cocks, but only to stop the enormous leak-air-

The Thieves Had Seereted Them-Helvc-

Two daring burglars terrorized the occu-

pant.1 or the' former residence of the late
Senator Isham G . Harris, of Tennessee, at
No. 13 First street northeast, last night,
but iwre frightened away before they had
succeeded la tecuring any plunder. The

thieves escaped and the police were no,
able to obtain even a meager description
of them.

The residence Is occupied by Mrs. Jones
and her daughter and with
whom Senator Harris lodged for many
years, aince the death of the Seuator, his
eon, F.dward, aud wife, and thtlr sou,
Ldward, jr. , have continued to board at the
house.

The ladles were alone in the honse during
the evening, and retired shortly lefore 10
o'clock. Mrs. Harris occupied a room ou
the tecond floor, and a few moments after
she had extinguished the gas she was
awakened by home one attempting to
enter her room. Thinking that her hus-

band had returned, she made some remark
aud started to unlock the door.

At her approach tlie Intruders darted
Into another room. The house was In total
darknes-j- Mrs. Harris was unable to
see more 'lha'n''tlie mere outline of the
men. Her 'screams aroused the remainder
of tne household, who had alsa heard foot-

steps, bu presuming the noise to be made
by Mr Harris or some of the young men
they had paid no attention until Mrs
Harris gave the alarnu

A colored man passing Ln fiont of the
residence heard the lady's scream and
ran toward the Cnpitcl, where he notified
the police. Immediately Capt. Gardner,
Lieut Jones and Officers McMahon and
Pierson hastened to the place aud sur-- .

rounded the house to prevent the burglars
trom escaping.

A thorough search was then made of
the house, but it could only be dis-

covered that the ipinwlera hod made
their escape by roust ? second-stor-

window and desceatUnc the ground
by means of a large ialH wpout. Their
exit then through a gat In the back
was au easy matter.

The window through which they es-

caped had been securely fastened early
in the evening, and was discovered
raised and the blinds open, aa was jlso
the rear gate.

How the robbers gained an entrance to
tlie house is a mystery, but it Is sup-
posed that they climbed through an open
window early in the evening, and accreted
themselves in the house until they thoughc
the prop-- r time bad arrived for action.

Capt. Gardner and his officers made a
thorough Investigation of the matter, but
were unable to discover that anything was
missing. The police believe that the burg-
lars were professionals, from the fact that
they had taken in the surroundings so
tlioroughly as to be able to escape so
easily wbfm discovered.

It is 3iirmised that the robbers had de-

signs upon capturing some valuable papers
which the late Senator was supposed to
have among his at the bouse
and have not yet been removed. Tlie na-
ture of the documents is not known. There
Is no clew as to who the burglars were. An
officer from No. f precinct was stationed
In front of the residence for the remainder
of the night.
