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The tariff bill has become a law and on
the realization or tie wish they hae ex-

pressed for months, the stock market
brokers are uncertain what will be its
effect on tomorrow's stock market. There
is a diversity of opinion quite marked,
some believing that prices will range
bigber immediately on account of the
passage of the bill and others expressing
the belief that there will be no such ad-
vance rather the other tiling. It may be
asserted with some confidence that manipu-
lation will rule the day tomorrow. For
Ruh a large market there has been a
trcmendius amount of manipulating- in the
last two or three days, and there was
every evidence of Ifyesterday, and of its
continuance. Just what the manipulators
wish to do with the s.tuatlon tomorrow
Is the problem, and not what the logical
and natural effect of the tariff bill will
be.

It is reasonable to believe, however, that
foi a short time the tendency of prices will
be upward, leaving out the fluctuations
made by the manipulators. There Is no
question that most of the people who have
anything to do with the stock market
either directly or through remoter channels
have believed all along that the tanf f was
what was needed by the country. Its
passage coming at a time when the crops
are good and crop prospects excellent, will
do much to inspire their confidence and to
give the present administration the best
possible cmdit'ons for a trial of its theories
As the months go on, the real tet will
come. The passage ot the tariff bill

is a bull argument, and a strong one,
because the moneyed pople who will now
sppad their money are glad of it and be- -
lieve in it Put the workings of the tariff
bill will be another matter entirely.

Henry Clews & Co., the mest systematic
and In and out of season optimists who
tend out market letters, have this to say
in their paean on the passage of the tariff
hill:

FHEODORE W, BIRKEK DEAD

The Well-Kuow- u Young Lawyer

Succumbs to Tnberculosis.

His Funeral TVII1 Be Tomorrow
Axteruuon at tho Ke&ldence

ot His. Urother.

Mr. Theodore W. Birney, a prominent
lawyer, son of Gen-- William Burney and
brother of Mr. A. A. Birney, formerly
District attorney, died at the residence

of his brother, No. 15IS Florida avenue.
at 3 o'clock yesterday morning, of acute
tuberculosis.

Mr. Birney has been in the last stages
ot his MCkuess for several days, and his
death wus expected, at any time.

Mr. Biruey was taken hiek m the early
part of last September. Until that time
few, if any symptoms of his disea.se had
showed themselves and he consi Jered him-

self in. good health. It is believed that
he contracted ins disease during a fishiug
and hunting trip.

He was advised by his physicians, as
fall advanced, that the only hope for his
life was a trip to the West, and possibly
a permanent residence there. His family
was of this opinion, too, and In December
he left Washington, going first to Arizona,
That climate seemed to do him no good,
however, and in March he went to Cali-

fornia. He seemed to improve greatly on
the coast, and when he came home, in
June, was naui t encouraged. The Improve-

ment was only a temporary one, however,
and since his return he has faded rapidly.

A funeral service will he held at the
residence ot Mr. A. A Birney tomorrow
afternoon at 4:30 o'clock. The interment
will be made at Oak Hill Cemetery Action
will be taken over the death ot Mr. Birney
by the bar association as soon as one ot
the judzes returns to the bench, probably
tomorrow.

Mr. Birney was married while in Atlanta
aud leave" a w.idow and two children.

Mr. Birney was born In Morris. HI., in
1SG3. He was a. graduate ot Lehigh Uni-

versity aud of the Georgetown Law School.
His work iu roth these institutions was
excellent, and he took both efsay prizes
at Georgetown. Soon after he was admitted
to the bar he went to Atlanta, Ga., and
practiced law there. Later he came back
to Washington and formed a partnership
with ids brother, under the wen-know- n firm
name of Birney & Birney.

Their practice was a large one. After
several years of success in this firm he
was obliged to give up his work on ac- -

count of Ms and the partnership
was dissolved.

He was a lawyer of undoubted ability.
with a wide knowledge and a keen in-

sight. Personally he had the sincere re-

gard of a great many friends, especially of
the Washington bar. He was regarded a
one of the most kindly men or the profes-
sion, of staunch integrity and most punc-
tilious honesty.
