AtODUL OF CKHAAI1C ART.

A Magnificent Old Orinuncnt ut the
Chinese Legation-Th- e

oldest vase in Washington and
very likely in. the United StateB is a
rather unpretentious looking piece or
chluaware- - on one ot tiie mantels in. the
drawing-roo- fcuite at the Chinese lega-

tion. They speak of urns, pitchers, lamps
and the frescoes at Pompeii as being an-
cient, but this marvelous vase is su old
that the art ot makiug such bmautlfuL
fabrics- has boeu lot.

The bronzes of Pompeii and the pottery
ot Tanugra cui be duplicated, but no one
can mak-- - a vase like this oriental bit
ot perfection in the ceramic- - arts. On
the mantel bebide it is a. curio wrought
from an elvpnanL's tooth. The ivory is not
yellow, but white us-th- maibleofPcute-lucus- .

The carved legends are a. very
labyrinth of stories about flowers, aud
birds, and bees, and vines, and geniL.
This piece oC work was done by arti.its
who perfect in their skill longc be-
fore the renaissance or 600 years ago.
when engraving- - and carving were at
their first and best in Europe.

But the vase br exquisite and yet very
simple Its color la not the mystic peach-blo-

which people worshiped borne years
ago, in conjunction with the mysticism,
of the sunflower. This chinawaro is dark
cherry color, and Its surface glistens like
the ripe rruit itself with nature's brightest
sheen.

The fineness ot the clay and the plastic
skill are evidenced in a chip on the
loltom Tins break has not been "re-
stored" at the mk of the monstrosity
which mosc restorations mean. The vase
has been a very quiet resident or Wash-
ington for some time, although not very
much has been said about it, and cer-

tainly nothing or the interesting history
therein contained.

It Is about fifteen Inches high, nine
Inches in greatest diameter In shape it
is very much like some of the most an-
cient ot Tuscan urns, but if there has
bivn any aipying, the Etruscans must
have Uirrjwed from Cathay, and not
Cathay from Tuscuny.
