OLD WOMAN KADLY BEATEN.

.Alfred Dorhcy While Drnnlc ts

Aged 31111ie Wood.
Airred Dorsey, colored, forty-fn- e years

of age, got very druuk yesterday, and
TYiuic in tins condition beat his wife,
Annie, and a decrepit old woman, named
Millie Wood, in such a manner that, should
the injuries of Millie Wood be of such
a. nature as the doctors fear, Dorsey will
nave to answer to the cnarge of murder.

Millie Wood has lived in South Wash-
ington longer than the oldest resident can
remember, and her age is commonly sup-
posed to be above, but is, at least, near
jUic century mark. She has been living
.with tbeDorseys, at their Pis alley home,
for some few years past, and owing to
the intemperate liabiu, of Donjy and his
wire, she has frequently been cruelly
beaten.

Last night Dorsey bad money and he pro-
ceeded to get drunk, hip better half also
sharing in his liquid lunches. The two
got into a fight, and in order to separate
them old Millie tottered across the floor,
straining every feeble tendon to pull the
Ftruggllng pair apart. Dorsey became

infuriated and proceeded to beat the old
woman unmercifully. Patrolman Alenden-diall'- s

anival perhaps prevented an
murder.

The old woman was in such a condition
last night that medical attention was
constantly necessary, and at any moment
ber death was expected. Dorsey is locked
up at the Fourth precinct station.

SIRE POUffi SCRUTINY

Methods to Undergo a Most Crit-

ical Investigation.

MANY CHANGES PROBABLE

Commissioner TVIglit Intimates Ac-

tion That "Will Deal Willi the
Force in a Most Vigorous Man-

ner Detective Bureau to Bo Iut
to Severe Tests.

Tnere Is now no doubt that the long

predicted overhauling o the police de-

partment Is here at last, and that
changes may be looked for la

short order.
Coti.mibiioner Wright - yesterday an-

nounced his Intention of beginning today a'
systematic investigation of the depart-
ment, going f om precinct to precinct, and
fiom lowest class officers to the major
himself.

One of the plans which he will use in
thib investigation will be to summon"
the lieutenant of each precinct before him
and put to bim questions in detail as to
the methods used in lib. station and his
general ideas on police matters. He will
also piobauly examine the records of each
station, and where specific complaints
have ben made look into them closely.

After the precincts the detective bureau
will be subjected to the same testis, and
following this the orfiee of Major Moore.

Commissioner Wight said to a Times
reporter yehterday that while he has in
mind a number of changes which he deems
recessary he has by no means reached 'any
definite. ileciMous, and his whole future
action wllh ifcgard tothepolicedepartment
will rest upon the findings of the investi-
gations.

"Itfccemsto me in view of the many com-

plaints against the police," he said, "that it
is my iJain du ty, as the Commission er under
whom the department is placed to look
over the record most thoroughly, it is my
pjrpofic, ther-iforc- , to take plenty ot time
and sift all complaints and alleged fallings
to the bottom. My method will probably bo

a thorougu examination of the procedure
and practices of each precinct and officer
and an examination ot officials specifically
comulained against. My investigations
will be conducted personally.

"I have scarcely made a beginning
yet, andcertalnly havenot gone rar enough
to reach any conclusions. It is most prob-

able, liowcver, that I shall make tome
important changes in the detective office
and perhaps ia several of the heads of de-

triments-"
These investigations are being watched

with breathless Interest by all concerned,
as upon them will obviously depend many
changes in the department which may in-

volve any member of the department, from
the major down to the most obscure pri-

vate.
The report recently submitted by Major

Moore with regard to the responsibility of
the police for the escape of the ravlf-he-

Carr lias apuroved by Commissioners
Wight and Black, a majority of the board,
thus mwkiiig it an official record Com-

missioner Black, In addition to his ap-

proval, i.owever, added the following caus-

tic stricture on the police force:,
"In reading this report I am struck with

the fact that, with the exception ot Pri-
vates Hendricks and Hoaclnnd, and, possi-
bly, of Pcrgc. McTapgart and Lieut Boyle,
bad management wan displayed on thepart
ot every oWcer Involved. And In sev-

eral instances it is conceded that the
bad management It the direct result of
imperfect detail? or practices. Such a
record reflects severely upon those in
authority. W. M. BLACK"

Capr. Black Js equally interested with
Commissioner Wight in a betterment of
the police service in the city, and before
he left the city Monday, so expresse.d him-
self.

As the department, however, falls prim-
arily under the charge of Commissioner
Wight, he will personally conduct the in-

vestigation, and at its close will probably
confer with the other Commissioners with
regard to the proper action to be taken.

A KNIFE DSER CAPTDRED

James Bowie Arrested for the As-

sault on George Kearney.

Affray Occurred Two Weeks Ago
and the Victim Refused to Name

His Assailant.

James K. Bowie, a man,
about twenty-fou- r years of age, was ar-

rested yesterday afternoon by Detective
Bartlgan, and locked up in No. 6 station,
on the charge of assault with intent to
kill-- ,

Bowie is the man who stabbed George

Kcarnej, a young man employed ia the
Postoffice Department, about two weeks
ago, during a quarrel over a game of
pool. The young men had been friends
aud had spent an evening together at
Einricl.' Hotel, on the Avenue. They
had been drinking during the evening
and just before the place closed at mid-
night eu gaged in a dispute over the game.
Wlieu they .emerged into the street a
fight ensued, during which Bowie made
a vicious attack upon Kearney and plunged
a knife into Ids breast, just above his
heart, inflicting a senous, and what was
ac first thought to be a fatal, wound.
Kearney wts removed to the Emyigency
nospital, but refused to give the name
of his assailant and he managed to
escape.

Detective nartigan.by a clever piece of
work learned the name of the man and
yesterday found him and placed him under
arrest.

The police have heretofore had occasion
to know Bowie. Several months ago ho
was arretted by Detectives Boyd and
Bartlgan. charged with stealing a satchel
containing $700 worth ot diamonds be-

longing to a Miss Elliott, of Baltimore.
The gemE weie stolen while on a steamer
between Norfolk and Baltimore, and all
were recovered by the detectives. Several
hundred dollars ot the Jewelry was found
In Bowie's possession, all of which he volun-
teered to give to Detective Hartigan if
he would release him. Ot coursethe officer
lefused, and much to the surprise of every
one Miss Elliott lefused to prosecute the
young man. Bis relatives are said to be
respectable and well-to-d-

Bowie is a wire worker, and rs said to
have been implicated In other question-
able cases. Kearney has recovered and
it Is supposed will appear against his as-
sailant.

Mrs. Smith Makes Answer to Her

Husband's Accusations.

Neglects to Support H1h Family
and Drlnltlng Habits the Cause

of. the Trouble, She Says.

When George Smith was arraigned in
police court Monday, on a charge or va-

grancy, he claimed that it was only a
case of too much mother-in-la- The evi-

dence was not sufficient to justify the

judge in sending Smith up, and he was
released. He had teen arrested on Sun-

day on a charge of kidnaping his child
from his wife while she was out walk-
ing, and with whom he was not living
The young man stated to The Times that
he and his wife were good friends, but
that he could not get ulong with her
relatives, and especially her mother. "I
met her," he said, "nearly every evening
on the street, and un Sunday we were
taking a walk together by" appointment,
when her mother appeared, and then that
caused tho trouble."

The young wire's "statement is entirely
different from that of her husband She
called at The Times orfiee last evening and
said:

"Mr Smith's statement that it was a
case of too muoh rr.otlier-ln-la- is untrue.
It is an injustice to my mother and I
want The Times to say that my mother
has never intcifered with my affairs. On
account or Mr Smith's drinking and his
failure to support me I was forced to go
home to ir.y mother, and she has taken
care of myself and baby. Had it not been
for her, God alone knows what would have
become of us. My mother would only bo
too glad If Mr. Smith would do right and
support me and the baby

"Had she testified as she should havo
done he would have been sent up for
vagrancy. Every word that he said about
me mulling him is untrue, and what he said
has plact'd both mother and myself in afalse
light. It Mr Smith has worked every
day. as he stated, he has never given me
one cent for the support of myself and child
My maiden name was Eva Anderson, and
I live with my mother at No. 12 E street
northwest."

ion Favoring United States Co.

May Kxtend Its "Wires and Subways
East of Roelt Creek to Mt.rieus- -

ant and Columbia Heights.

Attorney for tJic District Thomas has
rendered to the CmnmiibSionerrt

in accordance with which the United States
Electric "Lighting Company will be granted
a permit to extend Its conduits and wires

fiom Sixteenth and S streets along Six-

teenth direct to Columbia road, thus In-

suring electric lighting to that section.
Mr. Thomas holds that the company has

the light to exteud any and all otlts con-

duits east of Rock Creek and within the
fire limits to Mount Pleasant and Washing-
ton and Columbia Heights.

The opinion in part reads: "By the
electric lighting clause lu the District
appropriation bill approved June 11,1800,
it is proided, among other things: 'And
the United States Electilc Ughtiug Com-

pany may extend its underground conduits
and wires east ot Bock Creek and within
the fire limits to Mount Pleasant and
"Washington and Columbia Heights under
such regulations as tile Commissioners may'
prescribe.'

'The right of 'the United States Electric
Lighting Compuny to extend its condultd
and wires as aboveUs referred to and ex-

pressly recognized in tho District appro-
priation bill npproved:March 3, 1897

"The language of ;the act of 1890 ia
may oxtond conduits and

wires cast ot Rock Cteok and within the
fire limits of Mount Pleasant, Washing-
ton and Columbia. Height's, under such reg-

ulations as the Commissioners may
This language is very broad and

comprehensive. The plural conduits and
wires is used. This company's conduits
and wjies castot Rock Creek and within
the fire limits rrra-yb- extended to the
suburban subdivisions named in the act.

"In my opinion, the right of tho United
Statos Electric Lljihtins Company to ex
tend itstuttderground-'CGndult- s and wires
cast of Rock. Creek and within the fire
limits hns not been exhausted by the

TOXINE TO CURE LOCKJAW

An Interesting Experiment Being

Tried at Emergency Hospital.

IUehnrd Curtis, a Victim of the
Disease, Seems Tlelieved by

ttie First Injection.

An experiment; of vast Importance to the
medical fraternity is now being made at the
Emergency Hospital.

Toxine Is being used a the case ot
Richard Curtit, a colored man who is suf-

fering from lockjaw, the first injection

having been administered yesterday after-

noon by Drs. Eahr and Juencmann.
The patient lives at 2208 H street, and

some time ago had the misfortune to stick
a rubty nail In his left foot, making an
ugly and painful wound. Simple remedies
were applied and the man continued to go
about his work until his foot grew ho sore
ho could not walk. A few days ago Gurtis
grew worse, and symptoms ot tetanus set
in. Yesterday the muscles ot the man's
race and n:k began to grow rigid, and
the muKtfes of the face were in such condi-

tion that 11 was with great difficulty that
be could talk. The food which was given
him had to be in liquid form, aud this
was swallowed asit it gave him grcatpaln.

When the case became known to the
hospital authorities it was determined to
see what virtu? there was in toxine, and
Curtis was taken to the hospital. After
being placed on the operating table an
injection of the toxine was made In the
loft side and thon the patient was put
in a room and made as quiet as possible,
everything of anxexcitlng or noisy nature
working disadvantageously to anyone in
this condition.

Throughout the afternoon and up to a
late hour last night Curtis rested compara-
tively easy, and J.t is the opinion of the
hospital physicians that the experiment
will prove a success.
