y OHUHEIT OUT DF PLUMB

The Great Marble Shaft Is Daily

Ont of Perpendicular.

A VERY NATURAL MOVEMENT

Capstone Circling Around In Space,
Always Hhk Done So and Ever
Will Causes Giveu by Scientists
an to the Ituusou of the Variations

Indicators Detect Vibrations.

It is not generally known that the Wash-

ington Monument, which, to most people, '.s

symbolical of stability and Immutability,
thlfts out of the perpendicular nearly
every day. In fact, this gigantic pile of
stone, that has for so many years been
the mote landmark of the
Capital on entering the city, rarely oc-

cupies the same position twice on two
couEecutiVii days. For eight years, in
Tact, ever since the monument lias been
completed, scientific readings have been
taken three times a day to del ermine
how much out of the perpendicular the
monument has deflected. From these
readings it is apparent that now, and for
many years past, the "Washington Monu-

ment has had its capstone circling around
In space anywhere rrom one to four Inches
from when it ought to be.

Let no one imagine from this fact of
the monument getting a move on itself
that there is any danger of the big shaft
toppling over. Itison too firm a founda-
tion Tor tUat. The early constructors of
the monument, when it was commenced
hack in the 10's, did not build upon the
bhif ting sands. Although the Mte selected
was at that time marshy and ou the
banks of the placid rotomac, and might
have appeared insecure, they prorited by
a lesson rrom the Bible, and first laid
a firm roundatlou. So rirm, Indeed, is
this that it can be stated almost with
certainty that the variation or the monu-

ment is not due In any manner to an
imperrcct foundation. Scientists do not
always agree as to the real reason or
the monument's variation, but it is gen-

erally conceded by many or them that
it is due to the winds and to contrac-
tion and expansion of the stone due to
the heat or the sun.

That there are many prevalent theories
as to the muse or the variation , a reporter
who set out last week to observe the
phenomena soon discovered. In the course
of one afternoon, various theories were ad-

vanced that, it was due to the heat ex-

pansion caused by the suu, to the winds,
to the movement ol the earth, to Imper-

ceptible eaithquake shocks, to magnetism,
and to an erroneous Indicator which failed
to register coirectly. Several persons
even declard that tit spit of science, th-.-

did not believe the monum-n- t moved at all.

It ih much easier to prcve tnac the monn
ment does move than to find out why it
moves. There is an apparatusin the monu-

ment now, which was placed there by Geu
Casey, under whose direction the inonu
ment was completed, while he was at the
head of tha Engineer Corps of the Army.
This ronsists or a very delicate pendulum,
the slightest vibration or which is recorded
by two telMCopes with hair-lin- perpendicu-
lars in them. This pendulum is
in a protecting cylinder of sheet iron,
which excludes all external forces which
might affect the stability of the pendulum.

The pendulum proper is a heavy urates

weight, weighing probably twenty pounds,

and it is suspended by a brass wire, which
is attached to a level iron girder exactly
171 feet above the level of the floor of
the uicnument. This point, 17-- reel up. is

atthe center or gravity of the marble.shaft
That is, ir it were possible to suspend

such a gigantic mass or marble from one
single point, where the weight would be

equally distributed, that point would be

found where the wire of the pendulum com- -

mences.
It is easier to understand when It is

explained that of the 81,720 tons which are
Incorporated in the monument exactly one-ha- lt

of the weight is above this point and
the other halt below. If this center of
gravity should ever get outside of the
base of support, that is, the square founda-
tion of the monument, the shaft would
fall over. For inbtance, the shaft might
lean over so that the center of the monu-

ment at this 174 foot level were three
feet out of plumb, and jet remain stable,
but in order for the monumentto fall the
center of gravity would have to move
sornetbUig over fifteen feet. As a natter
or fact, the center of gravity rarely
moves over an inch and a fraction, bo

that the danger of the monument's ever
falling is comparatively insignificant.

However, Gen. Cawjy thought that It, would
he wiSi to the first inulcation of a

variation as soon as It happened, and he
therefore Introduced the pendulum. Al-

though protected from wind and other
influences by this cylinder, the brass weight
is suspended In a small bucket ot water, in
order that It might be free from unneces-
sary swaying, and still free to indicate a
movement On a support above the level
of the water are placed two telescopes at
right angles to each other. Both have the
hair line perpendiculars found in all sur-

veyor's telescopes, and Loth are adjusted
so that the pendulum wire will drop ac-

curately between these perpendiculars
The telescopes can be moved so as to get
in line with the pendulum whenever :t
moves. Indicators on the telescopes show
how much outot plumb the pendulum Is.

One ot these indicators detects the north
and south movement and the other the
east and west vibration.

As the center ot gravity Is but 174 feet
above the level, or a trifle over one-thir- d

of the enthe height, It follows that the
top stoae ot the monument moves over
three times the distance covered by the
center of gravity. To be exact, whatever
distance the center of gravity Is out of
the perpendicular should be multiplied by
3.189, tue number of times 17-- will multi-

ply Into 555, the entire height. The
reason Is apparent to all who care to
work out the problem. Thus, if the
pendulum shows that the center of gravity
Is out of the ordinary just one Inch, the
top stone must be 3.189 inches out of
where it ought to be. The monument
officials only trouble themselves to take the
readings of the center of gravity, because
that Is the only important reading to be
taken, and the position of the rest can
easily be computed from this fact.

Mr. John Hawkins, the custodian of the
monument, who has been in direct charge
of the big stone pile slnceit was completed
over eight years ago, chatted very enter-
tainingly on the subject of the varying
aberrations ot his charge. Mr. Hawkins
has taken the readings of the Indicators
each day for something over eight years,
and probably knows much more about
the variations than anyone else connected
with the monument.

"The variation does not get more than
three or four Inches out of the plumb
llnc,"he said,"though that is an extreme.
The variation is very irregular at all
times, and I have not entirely made up
my mind yet as to just what causes It.
I have seen it stated in various publi-
cations that It is due to the expansion
and contraction caused by the heat of
the sun. The people who lay It to this
cause, however, assert that it moves to-

ward the north, because the sun Is hottest
in the south. My experience of eight years
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has been that the monument moves to-

ward the southwest. Each month we use
the daily observations to plan out a chart
or the movement, and it is almost in-

variably toward the southwest. I guess
there is not much doubt that the sua
does have some influence on it, but I
should think that the north side, being
coolest, would contract and draw the
monument that way. Iubtead, however,
it goes toward the southwest. I am some-

times or the opinion that It is not due
to the siin that the monument moves, b
cause, on the hottest days, we cau ntill
read the indications that point toward the
southwest.

"It has also been stated that the varia-
tion is due to winds- - My experience has
bein that on days when the wind avhs
blowing sixty miles an hour -- so hard, in
fact that you could not btand up by your-

self out there on the hill -- at the very time
when you would expect the indicator to
show a great variation in the direction in
which the wind was blowing-the- re would
still net be the least bending In that di-

rection. I have noticed that, timu and
again. At other limes, in a dead calm, I

have been surprised, ou looking at the
indicator, to find the pendulum swaying
and bobbing around as though the monu-

ment was shaking in an earthquake. At
such times it would indicate a big varia-
tion. This cannot be due to air currents
wahia the monument, because the pendulum
is protected by a cylinder, and the Indi-

cators are protected in a closed closet. Wo
have tested the indicators when the ele-

vator is running up and down, Inside the
shaft, but tills has never had the slightest
influence on the readings."

"It seems to me that the variation ot
the monument must be mainly due to the
motion of the earth, and slight, irregular
shocks that would not affect a building of
a lower altitude. The swaying of the
monument, however, has brought forth
many theories, and 1 guess it will be a
hard matter to settle finally just what
does cause it."

"Has lightning ever had an effect on
the shaft?" was asked.

"No. It has never lelt any effects, ex-

cept some burned out wires of our electric
lights. Observations of the pendulum
taken after the monument has been struck
by lightning have never read any differ-
ently from those taken at other times."

(Jen. JotinM. Wilson, who, hi his capacity
or superintendent or public buildings and
grounds, had general supervision of the
monument tor the past seven or eight
years, begged to be excused rrom express-
ing any opinion whatever 011 the variation
or the monument. He said that tho pen
dulum and the indicators were Gen. Casey's
schema, and that he made it a point never
to criticise anything ever done by a fellow-office- r.

He would only bay, however, that
the walls of the Monument were eighteen
feet thick, or salld stone, and that he would
leave It to the reporter's imagination to
figure out Juist hnw rar such substantial
stone walls could get out of the per-
pendicular.

Frof. "William Harkness, the superin-
tendent or the Nautical Almanac at the
Naval Observatory, gave what Is un-

doubtedly the correct explanation ol the
shifting of the stone shaft. Illb explana-
tion was that generally accepted by scien-
tists.

"It has been known for a number of
years," he said, "that the monument
does move. There is no doubt of that,
for it has been proven time and a en in.
The cause is undoubtedly the expansion
of the stones on one side due to the heat
of the sun. The sun strikes one side and
lengthens it out,, while the opposite Fide
being unaffected by the heat remains
stationary. This bends the monument in
a slight curve. It does not lean over In a
straight line, but bends like a tow. If the
center of gravity moves over a certain
distance, and this center of gravity Is
but one-thir- d of the way up the shaft, you
cannot say positively that the e

moves Just three times the distance the
plumb line indicates. I am inclined to
think that it will move a little more
than that, since the biggest part of
the curve would be above the center of
gravity. The exact distance the e

does move, however, can be easily ascer-
tained, though it would p robabiy take
some time to make the calculations."

"It case this movement is due to the
sun, why does not the monument move
toward the north? The records show that
Itin variably moves toward the southwest."

That Is because in summer time, the
sun. when It ilses, Is In the northeacfc
It strikes the northeast sides of the rnonu-mer.- r,

and bends It to the southwest. By
the time the sun gets to the south, the
monument commences to move back toward
the north, and when the sun reaches the
west, late in the afternoon, it has moved
th- - stone shaft back again to the north-
east, si. that by evening, it Is almost In
its original position again. The indications
show that the stone InvaTiably returns to
its proper position at night. This is prob-
ably the only thing that affects the monu-
ment- and makes it move. The pijnclple
of the expauslon and contraction or bodies
u.ider heat and cold Is a simple one and
easily understood. It is this simple prin-
ciple, alone that works upon the Monu-
ment, in my opinion."

As an illustration or the extent to which
a biinple ract mny be exaggerated, much
alarm was caused when the variation of
the monument was first discovered. At
that tlnre the variations were denoted by
an unprotected plumb line which dropped
to the ground inside the shaft, instead
of in a protecting cylinder. One day the
plumb line was observed to vibrate .spas-
modically. The monument was not nearly
completed, and the workmen at the top
were much frightened at what they con-
sidered were indications of a trembling
in the stone pile. An Investigation dis
'losed the fact, however, that an owl
had In some manner entered the shaft and
In endeavoring to find an exit had flapped
his wings so much that the plumbllnewas
affected by the air currents.

A bold attempt at burglary was made
at the house of Mr. L. Macy 3tarbuck at
No. 152G P street northwest, about 3'40
o'clock yesterday morning. The liurglar
was frightened away by several shots
fired ajb him by Mr. Star buck. The police
of the various precincts have been using
special vigilance to capture, cue unknown
man, but no tangible clew has been found
them to work upon.

"When Mr. Starbuck entered the house yes-
terday morning he accidentally leftthe front
door unlocked. The burglar followed close
behind him and entered the hallway and
was about to go into one of the lower roms.
Mr. Starbuck heard him walking, and,
getting his revolver, he started to investi-
gate. He did not do this stealthlly
enough, however, and the burglar fled.
Several shots were fired after him, but
missed their mark.

Rosa Rnssel's Brutal Foster Mother

Fined and Sent to Jail.

Colored Woman Fiendishly Whips
n Child With a Kuwhide Piti-

able Scene in Court.

Mnrla Smith, tho colured.wcnnnn charged
with cruelly teratlug Kosa missel, an

d girl wholived with her, was
tried in tho police courtyesterday, and
was given two mouthy in ,lall and fined
$25. Humane Officer Wilson brought tho
case to the attention ot the police, and
testified 'n court us to his Investigation.

According to the testimony of the wit-
nesses for the proseuutlpn, she has
made it a practice to cha-st-e little Ro.sa
almost dally. The chihVs screams on these
occasions could be heard al around tho
ueighbothood, and so pU.if ulcere her ap-
pearance and her heartrending prayers for
mercy that several persons warned thu
Smith woman If bhe did not cease from
maltreating her they wniul call in an
officer.

As the whippings continued despite these
admonitions, Officer Wilson, or the Hu-

mane Society, was sent for. He at once
comprehended the terrible stale or affairs
and took the child away from the woman,
subsequently plating her under arrest.

When charged with cruelty In the police
court she pleaded not guilty.

Mr. "Wilson was the. first witness.
Ho testified that he had lecelved word
from one of the neighbors, informing
him of .Mrs. Smith's actions. Whenhewent
to the house and Investigated the affair,
he found thlugsln every way as bad as thay
hnd been repiesented The child's back,
he btated, was beared and marked with
hundreds of cruel scars. When he asked
her how they etime, she snld that Mrs
Smith had whipped hor. He furthermore
testified to finding a blue raw-hid- which
Ttosa claimed wastiielnstrumentwith which
she was beaten.

William Kohlnson, colored, told the court
that he lived next door to the Smiths.
He and his family could hear the shrieks
of the poor little victim almost every night.

ltosa Jlussel, the victim, was put on
the itand. Her little face was terribly
bcarred about the forehead, and when tha
sleeves of her dress were slipped back
the wrists and forearm could be see:i
covered with sores and velts.

Judge Mills, in pushing sentence, de-

clared that It seemed incomprehensible
that a human being could bo guilty ot eucii
fiendis-hness- . It was the worst case that
he had found In all his experience

It required an effort for him to think
the prisoner could be so Inhuman as tola
fllct torture snob as any criminal would
hesitate to inflict upon a dumb beast. The I
case was but too conclusive, however, and
he accordingly Imposed a sentence of two
months In jail and a fine ot S25.

The child was turned over to the custody
or its mother.

The prisoner was then led hack, but be-

rore she had reached the pan she fe'.l In a
swoon and was Immediately after seized
with such violent spasms that it was nec-
essary to remove her to a hospital.

Bartender Howard Accused of Rob-

bing Tils Former Employer.
James Howard, a bartender, who has

Ik World of Business.

Wall Street Yesterday.
New Tork, Aug. 12. The total sales

or stocks today were 730,3-1- shares, and
of bonds, par value, $1,108,000.

Such earnings as were reported today
by the Southern Hallway, Louisville and
Nashville and tho Chesapeake and Ohio
companies are sufficient proof that the
business improvement is not confined to
any one section, or to those Hpeelally

by the movement of grain. The
rirst two roads arc not large carriers of
grain. The increase in their earnings for
the first week of August or 11 and 18
per cent, respectively, must have resulted
from an Increase of general traffic. It
is a matter of great encouragement, in-

deed, that even the returns or the Western
and granger roads upon analysis
bhow that tho gains being reported are
due chierly to the free movement ot mer-
chandise, rather than to the shipments
or grain. The Increase In the earnings
or the Chesapeake and Ohio was more
than 21 per cent in comparison with the
corresponding wecic or last year.

Another very large day's business was
doneon the stock exchange and a new high
record or average prices was made. In-
terest was as well distributed as hereto-
fore, and In addition to those stocks which
have reccmly been the favorites in the
speculation, Sugar refining developed re-

newed activity and lurge dealings were
made In Union Pacific and Kansas and
Texas shares. Among the comparatively
Inactive stocks, sharp advances were noted
In Great Northern preferred and in Pitts-
burg, Cincinnati, Chicago and St. Louis.
A rapid decline in Chicago and Great
Western was an unexplained incident ot
the trading. London houses had large
orders on noth sides of the market and on
balance were again sellers. A notable
advance in Haltimorc and Ohio made that
stock conspicuous in the general circum-
stances, but In this caselt may beacsumed
the buying was ror short account. As was
the case yesterday, the market was active
through the general list.

A further advance in wheat again In
response to the course of foreign marketswas perhaps the most important devel-
opment, as testifying to those conditions
in the world's grain markets, which con-
stitute the backbone of the financial situ-
ation. It was somewhat irregular in the
closing hour, and there were apparently
erfoits made to bring about a reaction.
The erfeet of these was evident In thelast fifteen minutes of business, and
