NO MISSION FOR FISHBACK.

The Consulates in Cuba Not to Be
Inspected.

The report that Consul General Lee Is
about to Inspfctall the consulates In Cuba
is declared by State Department officials
to be a groundless fabrication. The state-
ment that one G. W. Fishback would ac-
company Gen. Lee Is exploded in still
more emphatic terms.

It is explained that Gen. Lee could
not leave Havana now if he wished for
various reasons. Ho has no authority to
leave, he cannot reach all the consulates
now, on account or the rainy season, the
destruction of railroads in some sections,
and for a number of other good reasons,
any one of which would suffice.

rumor, it is learned that he would
be about tlie last man to be selected for
duty in Cuba requiring discretion, if either
Commissioner Calhoun, whom he attended
during the Ruiz investigation, were con-
sulted, or If Judge Day's advice were
asked.

Snuitory Inspector Not Needed.
The United States consul at Hong Kong

suggested recently that a sanitary In-

spector be appointed at that consulate.
The Treasury Department In passing npou
the suggestion says that the principal
duties of a sanitary Inspector there would
consist In the enforcement of a disin-

fection by steam of the baggage of Chi-

nese steerage" passengers bound for the
United States. Such disinfection is now
enforced on arrival at the quarantine
stations In the United States, which is
considered to be a greater safeguard
than th-- i disinfection at the foreign port.
For this reason, mainly, It Is not thought
Advisable to make such an appointment.
